The last AMPU was completed in 2003. Since that time the majority of short-term capital
improvements have been implemented, new opportunities for development and improvements at the

standards. As'part of this project, the airport is required by FAA to update the Airport Layout Plan

(ALP) depicting future improvements to the airport to remain eligible for Federal funding of airport

development projects determined through the master planning process. Due to funding availability,
 this project was phased utilizing funding over two years. This is the second phase of this project.

The Department of Transportation accepts the Federal Funds for this project as a pass through to
the Laconia Airport Authority in accordance with RSA 422:15. State participation in the amount of
$3,651.00 (2 %2 % of this project) is also requested. The Laconia Airport Authority will contribute
$3,652.00 (2 %% of this project). The total cost of this airport improvement project is $146,062.00.

The Contract has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution, and the
Department has verified that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the fully executed contract
are on file at the Secretary of State’s Office and the Department of Administrative Service’s Office,
and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on ﬁIe at the Department of Transportation.

WHEREAS, the Sponsor has submitted to the State a Project Application dated April 11, 2011 for a grant of
federal and state funds for a project at or associated with the Laconia Municipal Alrport, which Project Application,

as approved by the State, Is hereby incorporated herein and made a part hereof; and

WHEREAS, the State has approved a project for the Laconia Municipal Airport (herein called the “Project")

consisting of the following:

all as more particularly described in the Project Application.



NOW THEREFORE, pursuant to and for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of Title 49, United States
Code, as amended, herein cailed “the Act,” and in consideration of (a) the Sponsor's adoption and ratification of
the representations and assurances contained in said Project Application and its acceptance of this Offer as
hereinafter provided, and (b) the benefits to accrue to the United States, State of New Hampshire, and the public
from the accompllshment of the Project and compliance with the assurances and conditions as herein provided,
THE NEW HAMPSHIRE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE UNITED
STATES AND THE STATE, HEREBY OFFERS AND AGREES to pay, as the United States’ and State’s shares
of the allowable costs Incurred in accomplishing the Project, 97.5 per centum thereof.

This Offer Is made on and SUBJECT TO THE FOLLOWING TERMS AND CONDITIONS:
CONDITIONS

1. The maximum obligation of the United States and State payable under this Offer sﬁall be $142,410.00. For the
purposes of any future grant amendments which may increase the foregoing maximum obligations of the United
States and State under the provisions of Section 47108(b) of the Act, the following amounts are being specified

for this purpose: :
- $142,410.00 for planning
$0.00 for airport development or noise program implementation.

2, The allowable costs of the project shall not include any costs determined by the State to be ineligible for
consideration as to allowability under the Act.

3. Payment of the United States’ and State’s shares of the allowable project costs will be made pursuant to and in
accordance with the provisions of such regulations and procedures as the State shall prescribe. Final (
determination of the United States’ and State’s shares will be based upon the final audit of the total amount of
allowable project costs and settlement will be made for any upward or downward adjustments to the Federal and

State shares of costs.

4. The Sponsor shail carry out and complete the Project without undue delays and in accordance with the terms
hereof, and such regulations and procedures as the United States Secretary of Transportation shall prescribe,
and agrees to comply with the assurances which were made part of the project application.

5. The State reserves the right to amend or withdraw this offer at any time prior to its acceptance by the Sponsor.

6. This offer shall expire and the United States and the State shall not be obligated to pay any part of the costs of
the project unless this offer has been accepted by the Sponsor on or before August 5, 2011 or such subsequent
date as may be prescribed In writing by the State.

7. The Sponsor shall take all steps, including litigation if necessary, to recover Federal and State funds spent
fraudulently, wastefully, or in violation of Federal and State antitrust statutes, or misused in any other manner in
any project upon which Federal and State funds have been expended. For the purposes of this grant agreement,
the terms “Federal funds” and “State funds” mean funds however used or dispersed by the Sponsor that were
originally paid pursuant to this or any other State grant agreement. It shall obtain the approval of the State as to
any determination of the amount of the Federal and State shares of such funds. it shall return the recovered
Federal and State shares, Including funds recovered by settlement, order, or judgment, to the State. 1t shall
furnish to the State, upon request, all documents and records pertaining to the determination of the amount of the
Federal and State shares or to any settlement, litigation, negotiation, or other efforts taken to recover such funds.
All settiements or other final positions of the Sponsor, in court or otherwise, involving the recovery of such Federal
and State shares shall be approved in advance by the State.

8. Neither the United States nor the State shall be responsible or liable for damage to property or injury to persons(
which may arise from, or be incident to, compliance with this grant agreement. The Sponsor shall defend, '



indemnify and hold harmless the Stats, its officers and employees, from and against any and all losses suffered
by the State, its officers and employees, and any and all claims, liabilities or penalties asserted against the State,
its officers and employees, by or on behalf of any person, on account of, based or resulting from, arising out of (or
which may be claimed to arise out of) the acts or omissions of the Sponsor. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
nothing herein contained shail be deemed to constitute a waiver of the soverelgn immunity of the State, which
immunity Is hereby reserved to the State. This covenant shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

9. Notwithstanding anything in this agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon the availability and continued
appropriation of funds, and in no event shail the State be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such
available appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shalf have the
right to withhold payment until such funds become available, if ever, and shall have the right to terminate this
agreement immediately upon giving the Sponsor notice of such termination. in any event neither the State or
United States shall be required to transfer funds from any other grant program or account in the event funds
under this grant are reduced or become unavailable,

10. If the date for commencement precedes the Effective Date, all services performed by the Sponsor between
the commencement date and the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the Sponsor and in the
event that this Agreement does not become effective, the State shall be under no obligation to pay the Sponsor
for any costs Incurred or services performed; however that if this Agreement becomes effective all costs incurred
prior to the effective date shall be paid under the terms of this Agreement.

11. The Sponsaor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any interest in this Agreement without the prior written
consent of the State. None of the Services shall be delegated or subcontracted by the Sponsor wlthout the prior

written consent of the State.

12. This agreement, which may be executed in'a number of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an
original, constitutes the entire agreement and understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prlor
agreements and understanding both written and verbal relating hereto.

13. The sponsor shall, at its sole expense, and shall require any subcontractor or assignee, to obtain and
maintain in force, an Insurance policy or policles designating the State as an additional insured, with the following
Insurance:
a. comprehensive general liability insurance against all claims of bodily injury, death or property damage in
amounts of not less than $250,000 per claim and $2,000,000 per incident; and
b. The policies described in this section shall be the standard form employed in the State of New
Hampshire, issued by underwriters acceptable to the State, and authorized to do business in the State of
New Hampshire, Each policy shall contain a clause prohibiting cancellation or modifications of the policy
eartler than 10 days after written notice thereof has been received by the State.

14, By signing this form, the Sponsor certifies that the Sponsor has complied with any publlc meeting
requirement for acceptance of this grant, including, if applicable, RSA 31:95-b. o

15. BUY AMERICAN REQUIREMENT: Unless otherwise approved by the State, the Sponsor will not acquire or
permit any contractor or subcontractor to acquire any steel or manufactured products produced outside the United
States to be used for any project for airport development or noise compatibility for which funds are provided under
this grant. The Sponsor will include in every contract a provision implementing this special condition.




The Sponsor’s acceptance of this Offer and ratification and adoption of the Project Application incorporated herein
shall be evidenced by execution of this instrument by the Sponsor, as hereinafter provided, and this Offer and
Acceptance shall comprise a Grant Agreement, as provided by the Act, constituting the contractual obligations
and rights of the State and the Sponsor with respect to the accomplishment of the Project and compliance with
the assurances and conditions as provided herein. Such Grant Agreement shall become effective upon the
Sponsor's and the New Hampshire Governor and Council's acceptance of this Offer.

A, GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

The last Master Plan Update was completed for Laconia Municipal Airport (LCI) in 2003. Since that
time, new opportunities for development and improvements at the Airport have emerged. In addition,
new regulations and standards have been issued by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and other
public agencies. Furthermore, the Laconia Airport Authority (hereafter referred to as the Authority) must
maintain an up-to-date Airport Layout Plan (ALP) depicting future improvements to the Airport to remain
eligible for Federal and State funding of such projects developed through the master planning process.

Due to funding constraints the Master Plan Update has been divided into Two Phase’s. Phase I currently
under contract by Steven J. Smith & Associates, Inc. (SJS) consist of updating the overall base map
relative to existing conditions, Tree Top and Obstruction Mapping, Environmental Evaluation, Wildlife
Hazard Assessment, Archeological Assessment and Inventory, (Baseline Data, User Inventory, Airport

Inventory, Community Inventory)

Phase II will include public involvement, refining of Aviation Forecasts, evaluation of Facility
Requirements, Alternatives Analysis, Land Use, Environmental Overview, Airport Plans, Capital
Improvements Plan, Final Report and Executive Summary.

The following describes SIS approach to the successful completion of the upcoming Master Plan and
ALP update for LCL. In addition to the fypical aspects of updating an ALP, this project will involve
detailed evaluation of airfield and landside improvements, as well as incorporating and refining
previously approved projects. Through ongoing discussions including a Scoping Meeting with LCI, SJS,
and representatives from the New Hampshire Department of Transportation (NHDOT) Bureau of
Aviation (BOA) on October 16, 2009, and September 15, 2010, SJS understands the project goal is to
keep LCI current with Airport Master Plan and Airport Layout Plan Update requirements. These
improvements must be implemented in a manner that satisfies existing and anticipated aviation demand
while minimizing the impact to the ongoing operation of the Airport and avoiding impacts to surrounding
off-Airport uses. Finally, the long-term development plan for the airport must focus on maintaining and
enhancing the economic viability of the Airport while avoiding adverse impacts to the surrounding

community and the environment.

B. PLANNING SERVICES

SJS proposes to provide the Authority with professional services to identify, quantify, and locate the
necessary improvements to the Airport in order to meet FAA criteria as well as meet current and future
demands of the aviation community. This effort will involve a look at the development of the Airport
over a 20-year period, with particular emphases on the first five years. A specific focus will look at the
next generation of aircraft LCI is expected to accommodate in the future and plan improvements
accordingly. Upon receipt of the Authority’s concurrence with the major elements of the plan, an ALP

set will be developed and submitted for NHDOT-BOA approval. The following is an outline of specific
tasks anticipated for this project.

TASK 1: PROJECT INITIATION, SCOPING, MANAGEMENT AND PREPLANNING

This task will involve refinement of the Scope of Services for the project that is acceptable to the
NHDOT-BOA and the Authority. Preparation of the FAA grant application will also be accomplished
once the anticipated costs are identified. SIS will be responsible for providing the FAA grant application
for submittal to the Authority for review and approval. SIS will be responsible for preparing NHDOT-
BOA reimbursement requests for the Authority that reflect consultant fees and applicable administrative
expenses incurred during that period.

The following is a list of anticipated subtasks as part of this effort:

. Preparation and distribution of all required documentation for the FAA Grant application that will
partially fund this project.

. Preparation and submittal of all necessary documentation for NHDOT-BOA reimbursement of all
eligible costs associated with this project.

. Overall project coordination with LCI, and NHDOT-BOA.
TASK 2: PUBLIC INVOLYEMENT PROGRAM

At the onset of the project, SIS will work with the Authority to develop a Public Involvement Program.
The goal of this program will be to keep the public informed throughout the project and to allow for
public input during key decision points.

SIS will assist in identifying the Airport stakeholders and recommend that the Authority establish a
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) to provide input throughout the process. The TAC should include
a variety of representatives that may include a representative from the following groups: citizen of
neighborhood association; Airport tenants; NHDOT; local officials; and off-airport business. The TAC
should meet regularly and provide input and comment on various deliverables that SJS develops prior to

them being made public.

In addition to the TAC coordination meetings, a series of four (4) informal public workshops shall be
conducted to coincide with key milestones of this project. Recommended meeting milestones are as

follows:

SIS will prepare and distribute the appropriate presentation and informational materials for each
workshop. SJS will chair each workshop and provide a means for the public attendees to voice their

opinions in writing.

TASK 3: INVENTORY (COMPLETED AS PHASE 1 —MASTER PLAN UPDATE, WILL BE
INCORPORATED INTO PHASE Il, FINAL DRAFT)

This task will supplement the information in the 2003 Airport Master Plan (AMP) to document existing
conditions at LCI and in order to establish the baseline conditions for the study. Baseline year will be the
Authority’s fiscal year (FY) 2009, which will remain constant throughout the study.

Task 3.1: Baseline Data (PHASE-I)

A three-step procedure will be used in completion of this task: Data Collection, Data Analysis and
Coordination, and Data Reporting. The first step, Data Collection, refers to collecting available
information. Data Analysis and Coordination invoives the interpretation of the various data sources to
determine baseline conditions. Finally, Data Reporting consists of the preparation of a report that will
establish the baseline for the study.

Since establishment of the base project information is vital to the preparation of the plan, it is important
that the most current information available be used. Therefore, collection efforts will first be directed at
locating and reviewing previous reports and studies, which have been completed at LCI. After these are
reviewed, more detailed efforts will be undertaken through additional inventories.

Task 3.2: User Inventory (PHASE-I)

A tenant survey will be develbped by the Authority. The survey will serve to provide activity indicators
including services offered, lease durations, fuel sales, types of based and itinerant aircraft, number of
employees, and future plans. The survey will be conducted, analyzed, and a report prepared documenting
the survey results. If possible, the Authority will hélp distribute and coilect surveys from tenants. The
tenant user inventory report will be included as an appendix to the Airport Layout Plan Report.

Task 3.3: Airport Inventory (PHASE- )

The inventory will document conditions at LCI that have changed since the previous Master Plan and will
include airside and landside facilities, airspace and navigation aids, and on-Airport land uses (aviation and
non-aviation).

Any revisions to the aviation forecasts will be prepared by employing standard statistical modeling
techniques, such as simple regression analysis, multiple regression analysis, market share analysis, and
socioeconomic analysis. A comprehensive review and assessment of existing studies and forecast
materials will be conducted in conjunction with the independently produced projections. The final
proposed forecast will then be submitted to NHDOT-BOA for review and approval.

TASK 5: FACILITY REQUIREMENTS

The objective of the facility requirements task is to compare existing on-Airport aviation related facilities
and operations with demand projections and emerging facility trends. Through an unconstrained analysis,
a determination will be made of what additional facilities will be required and when they should be

anticipated.

Facility needs will be determined based on approved aviation activity forecasts. Facility needs will be
developed corresponding to three factors, as follows.

. FAA design standards and criteria, as specified in various FARs, Orders, and Advisory Circulars,

J Facility needs associated with each phase of development. Based on the forecasts of demand,
facilities will be recommended according to incremental needs.

) Rehabilitation and maintenance of existing pavements and structures based on the estimated life
span of individual facilities.

)

This task will identify facility needs, as indicated by the examination of existing facilities, facility
capacities, and the forecasts of demand. Improvements will be. classified as short, intermediate, or long-
term to allow the development of a phasing plan. The requirement areas identified below will be analyzed

The following is a list of the major areas of consideration to be included in the analysis.

Airside Facility Requirements: Based on the forecasts of based/transient aircraft, an analysis if the
required space for aircraft tie-down, terminal apron and hangar areas will be conducted. Identify land use
in the north south taxiway area. Investigate ‘what if* options.

Approach Minimums: An analysis will be conducted to determine the lowest feasible approach
minimums that can be achieved for Runway 8-26 with the installation of various navigational aids.

Airfield Design Criteria: FAA advisory Circular 150/5300-13, Change #16, Airport Design, will be used
to establish design criteria for the established airport reference code. These criteria include, but are not
limited to: runway/taxiway separations; runway and taxiway widths; building restriction lines; aircraft

hold lines; runway and taxiway safety areas; runway and taxiway object free areas; and runway protection
zones (RPZ).

Radio Coverage: Hand held radio coverage is poor-on the parallel taxiway east of the terminal area.
URS will document the issue for investigation. Coordinate with NH DOT radio technician.

Landside Alternatives: Review possible alternatives for land use for 50 acre parcel on west side of Lily
Pond Road. Document whether there are any opportunities for future commercial/industrial development.

Non-conforming Conditions: Review/identify non-conforming conditions, Include Runway 8-28 safety
area determination (to be provided by FAA). Identify solutions to upgrade to conform to FAA standards
or address equivalent level of safety. The plan will address and provide justification for non-conforming

conditions.

Right-hand Traffic Analysis: Review/identify pros and cons for right hand traffic for both Runway 8
and 26. Incorporate FAA recommendations.

Runway Length: A review of previous planning efforts will be undertaken, as well as an evaluation of
the established design aircraft, to confirm the required runway length.

Pavement Maintenance Plan: Based on pavement conditions and pavement life expectancies, a
pavement maintenance plan will be developed identifying projected maintenance needs.

Support Facility Requirements: An analysis of the Airport support facilities including: vehicular
parking and airport access and circulation; aircraft fueling storage; Airport maintenance/snow removal
equipment, facilities and snow removal activities; Airport generator back up facilities; security fencing;
and auxiliary equipment storage facilities will be conducted.- On-Airport aviation related landside
facilities, as defined previously, will be evaluated considering service levels, current use patterns, the

functions being performed, and industry standards.

Terminal Building Assessment: A planning level assessment of the existing terminal Bui]ding will be
conducted to determine its condition, layout efficiency, code status, and life safety.

Airport Security Considerations: An unconstrained analysis will be conducted to evaluate current
security levels at the Airport. The plan will cite current regulations and offer recommendations.

Airport Utilities: An unconstrained analysis of Airport utilities will be conducted to develop overall
utilities location plan, evaluate their current use, capacity, and function. Recommendations will be made

for improvements to meet proposed facility requirements,

Airport Maintenance Considerations: An analysis of airport maintenance equipment, labor, and other
needs will be conducted to include an evaluation of costs associated with contracting maintenance
services versus hiring a full/part time maintenance personnel. Recommendations will be made to the

authority.
Wildlife Hazards

A detailed evaluation of wildlife hazard conditions at the airport is being documented in a formal written
report under Phase I of the Master Plan Update. Phase II of the Master Plan Update will evaluate this
report and provide recomimendations for facility needs to address issues as a result of the study.,

TASIK 6: ALTERNATIVES ANALYSIS

This section examines the existing and projected airport deficiencies that were identified under Task S
Facility Requirements. To determine the optimum use of existing airport facilities as well as new
development, an analysis will be undertaken to determine alternatives for airfield facilities, general
aviation facilities, service support areas, navigationa) aids and other related commercial areas. Surface
transportation and parking alternatives evaluation will be incorporated into the overall alternatives

analyses scenarios.

A preferred airport development alternative will be proposed for review. Upon receipt and incorporati?m
of Authority comments, a preferred airport development alternative will be prepared for the Master Plan

Update.

Using a multi-level evaluation approach, the identification of viable airport development scenarios can be
prepared and systematically analyzed. Following is a description of the process that will lead to sefection
of the preferred development alternative for the airport master plan update. It is anticipated that meetings
with the Authority and airport staff will be held to explore alternatives that address the facility

requirements.

Task 6.1: Level I Analysis - Develop Short List of Alternatives

The Level I analysis will entail creation of up to five conceptual alternatives. These alternatives will be
developed for each of the following components:

. Airfield and NAVAIDS

J Terminal Building

. Hangar Facilities

o Access and Parking

* Tie-Down Facilities

. Support Facilities

Conceptual-level diagrams will be supported by a coriibination of qualitative and quantitative assessments
of each alternative. Criteria for this analysis may include items such as the following:

J Capacity increase and/or delay reduction
. Level-of-service
¢ Flexibility

. Expandability

. Environmental compatibility

. Order-of-magnitude cost comparison
. Ease of construction ‘
. Phasing considerations

A short list of viable alternatives will be identified from the conceptual level alternatives. It is anticipated
that three alternatives for each airport component (airfield, terminal, etc.) will be identified and selected
by airport management for more detailed and intensive assessment in Level] 1.

Task 6.2: Level X Analysis ~ Evaluation of Three Best Alternatives

In the Level II analysis, the short list of up to three viable airport development alternatives will be
analyzed in detail and be explored during a scheduled second one-day workshop held with the Authority
and airport management. The Level II analysis will reduce the short list to a preferred development
option. Evaluation of alternative airport development options will include an analysis of runway/taxiway
requirements, terminal and approach aids; aircraft demand levels, termipal requirements, and general
aviation Jandside facilities. Various potential issues and constraints (land use, environmental, approaches,
obstructions, cost, airspace, etc.) will be considered on a qualitative basis.

Evaluation of the impacts associated with the alternatives will include all of the factors mentioned in the
Level 1 analysis. However, more detailed measurements will be made for each component being
examined such as comparative cost assessments of each of the Alternatives. The overall goal of the
analysis is to provide sufficient information for key decision makers to evaluate the costs and benefits of
each alternative in detail and decide on an optimum course of action.

Task 6.3: Level III Analysis — Selection of a Preferred Alternative

At the conclusion of the Level II analysis, the Authority and airport management will select a preferred
airport development alternative for further analysis (Level ITI).

Following development of conceptual alternative development plans for the airport, a public meeting will
be conducted so that sufficient documentation is available for public review and comment. Based on
comments from the Authority, airport staff and the public, a feasible and practical development
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alternative or a combination of features of several alternatives will be selected. Selection of a preferred
alternative will be based on the effectiveness of alternatives in terms of operational efficiency and
flexibility, capital costs, environmental compatibility, and input resulting from the public information
process. This input will also serve as a guide in review and final selection of a developmental strategy.
Coordination during the selection process will be maintained with the airport, FAA, and NHDOT.

Procedural requirements associated with implementing the preferred alternative -- such as development of
an Environmental Assessment (EA) in accordance with FAA Order 5050.4B, Airport Environmental
Handbook and meeting the necessary federal, state and local permitting requirements -- would be

discussed.
TASK 7: LAND USE/RE-USE

The objective of the Land Use/Re-Use Analysis is two fold: to evaluate the impacts that the alternative
airfield and landside improvements will have on the use of land within the Airport's boundary, on
contiguous parcels, and on the community as a whole and to assist in selection of all alternatives
including a preferred land use/land acquisition plan; and to determine the highest and best use for recently
acquired properties and properties that may become expendable (non-aviation related property which may
have a higher economic value as a different land use) as a result of implementation of the preferred
airfield and landside alternative. The plan will also reveal compatible and possible incompatible land uses

in the vicinity of the Airport.
Our efforts will focus on developing a plan based on the following goals:

. Maximize the revenue-generating capabilities of those properties that are not necessarily “fixed by
function” in terms of aviation related development.

. Allow for phased and coordinated development so that landside facilities (such as T- and corporate
hangars) can be constructed in a manner where existing revenue-generating facilities will not be
compromised during, or as a result of construction.

. In addition, possible alternatives for land use for 50 acre parcel on west side of Lily Pond Road will
be investigated. Document whether there are any opportunities for future commercial/industrial
development or is the highest and best use limited to conservation.

TASK 8: ENVIRONMENTAL OVERVIEW
An analysis of potential environmental impacts caused by the proposed development projects will be

undertaken to assist in the development of alternatives. The purpose of the Environmental Overview is to
identify potentially “significant” impacts in general conformance with the National Environmental Policy
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Act of 1969 (NEPA). While this inventory is not intended to fully satisfy NEPA requirements, it may be
used as a preliminary review of environmental considerations that would need to be analyzed in more
detail within the NEPA process. It is assumed that an Environmental Assessment would be required prior
to implementation of the preferred actions associated with this Master Plan/ALP Update.

The objectives of the Environmental Overview will be:

. To evaluate potential environmental impacts of the selected plan to allow refinement of the
preferred airfield, landside, and land use strategies, as needed.

. To assess the potential magnitude and significance of the impacts.

. To identify and briefly discuss, as necessary, possible abatement and mitigation measures which
may reduce or eliminate any potentially significant adverse impacts.

All preliminary examinations of the environmental impact categories will be done in conformance with
FAA Orders 5050.4B, National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) Implementing Instructions for Airport
Projects, and 1050.1E, Policies and Procedures for Considering Environmental Impacts, and all current
applicable federal, state and local regulations.

The environmental analysis will utilize the analysis in the existing AMP. This will be an abbreviated
chapter identifying changed conditions from the existing AMP, as identified in FAA Orders 5050.4B and
1050.1E, there are up to 18 potential impact categories that might have to be addressed, (SJS) will update
only those areas that require updating. SJS will produce new noise contours for the forecasted traffic on
the current runway, and review new wetland regulations for possible impacts and develop a table that
depicts the facility needs/project with possible required permits. Include timeline for permit acquisition.

Environmental categories that are anticipated to be of interest at the Airport include compatible land use,
potential noise exposure changes, existing wetland and stream areas, and archaeological resources. We
will use the recent Environmental Assessment (EA) completed for the Airport as a base.

Task 8.1: Noise and Compatible Land Use Analysis

Existing and ultimate noise exposure maps will be generated based on the aviation forecasts and
recommended alternative using the latest versions of FAA’s Integrated Noise Model (INM)
program. In addition, maps of existing and planned land use (based upon information from the
Authority, aerial photography, and other known sources) will be developed. In addition, site
visits to ascertain existing and planned land uses in the vicinity of LCI will be made. The
compatibility of existing and planned land uses in the Vicinity of LCI with respect to noise
impacts will be examined and discussed. Other existing and/or planned land uses, which are, or
may be, incompatible with normal airport operations, will be identified and discussed. Also,
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project impacts, which would, or might, have incompatible land use ramifications will be
identifted and discussed as applicable.

Task 8.2: Determination of Archaeological Issues

A request for project review was filed with the New Hampshire Division of Historical Resources,
(NHDHR), in April of 2010 for Phase I of the Master Plan Update. A finding of No Historic Properties
Affected was received by (NHDHR), 4-27-2010. A request for project review was filed with (NHDHR),
in March of 2011 for Phase 1I of the Master Plan Update. A request for additional information by way of
continued consultation during the development/analysis of alternative phase was requested. SIS will
continue to consult with (NHDHR) during Phase II of the Master Plan and will address (NHDHR)
findings/recommendations in the final Master Plan,

TASK 9: AIRPORT PLANS
This task takes the final selected alternatives identified previously to fully develop the Airport
Plans for the Airport. The plans will provide for graphic depiction of the recommended
development for LCI including the staged improvement of airfield and landside facilities as
recommended. Included are a cover sheet and other separate plans (color as noted below), which
together will comprise the ALP set itself.

. Cover/Title Sheet

. Existing Airport Plan

] Airport Layout Plan (color plan

. ALP Data Sheet (as needed)

. Terminal Area Plan(s)

. Airport Airspace Drawing

. Inner Portion of the Approach Surface Drawing

All plans will be on standard 22-inch x 34-inch sheets with border.

Previous work phases have concentrated on determining the needs of LCI and deciding upon the optimum
way to meet those needs. In this task, the recommended improvements will be refined and presented
graphically in the form of ALP drawings.

The ALP package will provide the physical details of the 20-year development plan. The primary drawing
is the ALP, which is the overall development plan for the Airport showing both existing and proposed
facilities. The total package consists of both the ALP and a series of backup drawings that are closely

interrelated.
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Aerial photogrammetry will be used to establish an overall master base drawing for use in developing the
ALP set and other graphics for the Master Plan. The photographic-based drawing will be refined to
remove extraneous elements and improve drawing efficiency. The complete base will be checked and
verified for accuracy and integrity. During the process of developing the Airport Layout Plan, all

mapping acquired for the project will be reviewed for obstructions to 14 CFR Part 77. In addition, we

will research the National Geodetic Aeronautical Survey website
(htip/iwww.ngs.noaa.gov/ AERQ/aero. itml) for existing mapped obstructions.  All obstructions will be
plotted and noted on the Part 77 Airspace Plan or the Runway and Approach Profile Plans.

For each type of ALP drawing that is required, the area of coverage, drawing limits and scale will be
defined. In addition, standard sheet layout, title blocks, legends, line types and plotter line weights will be
designated for consistency. A discussion of each of these drawings is presented below.

Task 9.1: Existing Airport Layout

The existing facilities drawings will have only enough detail to understand what facilities are located at
the Airport at the time the inventory is taken. This will include pavement, buildings, structures, major -
tenants, and standard safety measurements, Limited labeling and dimensioning will be included. This is
an exhibit that the Airport will be able to use for in-house planning and public relations use.

Task 9.2: Airport Layout Plan
The ALP for the Airport will depict the existing and future airport facilities. This drawing will inciude:

v Facility Identifications, Description labels
. Runway Protection Zones
. Runway Safety Areas

. Basic Airport and Runway Data Tables

The ALP will clearly identify existing and proposed facilities. Within the Airport boundary, it will also
identify recommended land uses for aviation and non-aviation related categories, as appropriate. It wili
conform to standards as described in FAA Advisory Circular 150/5070-6B, Chg. #! and FAA Advisory
Circular 150/5300-13 and comply with the ¥44-New England Region Airport Layout Plan Checklist.

Task 9.3: Terminal Area Plan(s)

This plan(s) will depict a detailed development plan for the general aviation terminal area as defined by
existing FBO areas and future plan areas.
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Task 9.4: Airport Airspace Drawing

14 CFR Part 77, Objects Affecting Navigable Airspace, defines this as a drawing depicting obstacle
identification surfaces for the full extent of all airport development.

Task 9.5: Inner Portion of the Approach Surface Drawing

This drawing will contain the plan and profile view of the inner portion of the approach surface to the
runway and a tabular listing of all surfaces penetrations. The drawing will depict the obstacle
identification approach surfaces contained in 14 CFR Part 77, Objects Affecting Navigable Airspace.

Task 9.6: On-Airport & Off-Airport Land Use Drawing

This drawing will depict land uses and zoning within the airport property and the area around the airport.
At a minimum, the drawing will contain land within the 65 DNL noise contour.

Task 9.7: Airport Property Map
SJS will update the existing Airport property map (Exhibit A).
Task 9.8 Airport Utility Plan

This drawing will depict the location and capacity of major utilities on the airport and in the surrounding

area.
TASK 10: CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN

A Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) will be prepared and supported by tabular data and narrative
descriptions. Capital cost estimates (in current year dollars) will be developed for the proposed Airport
improvements, and will be based on the recommended ALP. An implementation schedule will be
prepared for the Airport for short- (0-5 years), intermediate- (6-10 years), and long-term (11-20 years)
planning periods, according to the aforementioned forecasting projections. The Airport property map will
delineate the acquisition of all real property interests necessary for Airport improvement purposes,
including land for runway protection zones and Airport environs compatibility. Construction cost
estimates will address the construction of required Airport facilities, including runways, taxiways, Airport
lighting, Terminal building, hangars and apron areas, parking and Airport interior roadways. Estimates of
Planning/Engineering/Administrative costs will be based on a percentage of the total construction and real
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property assumption costs. It is understood that all phasing and recommendations will be based upon
realistic and current funding expectations.

Task 10.1: Cost Estimates

Cost estimates for recommended development will be prepared by phases. These estimates will be based
on current year costs and will be sufficiently detailed to provide the basis for developing a phasing plan

and a financial plan.

To ensure that the cost estimates are representative of local conditions, unit prices from recent
construction projects at the Airport and other public work projects in the region will be obtained. The
proposed unit prices will be reviewed with Airport and Authority personnel prior to preparing the cost

estimates.

The cost estimates will present the unit prices and estimated quantities for all major items. The estimate
will be performed at a conceptual level consistent with development of a capital improvement program.
Soft costs for engineering, inspection, etc. will be added to the construction prices to arrive at total
program costs. The percentages applied for soft costs (i.e., engineering, testing and inspection) will be
reviewed with the Authority personnel prior to their use.

Task 10.2: Phasing of Development

Phasing plans will be prepared to establish the critical path for implementing projects. Phasing plans can
be developed for three (3) forecasted demand levels or for calendar years, as desired by Authority
personnel. It is anticipated that development of the phasing plan will occur in concert with a financial
plan. As funding is typically a limiting factor in deciding the phasing of particular projects at general
aviation airports, the Airport’s existing CIP will be reviewed for comprehensive recommendations and

decisions.

Three (3) tables, accompanied by staging drawings, depicting the proposed projects at each forecast
demand level will be prepared for inclusion in the report and for use during meetings and presentations.

A chart that depicts all projects will also be prepared.
TASK 11: DELIVERABLES
Task 11.1: Preparation of Reports

Throughout the study, a series of working papers will be prepared and submitted to the Authority,
NHDOT-BOA and the FAA for review and comments. It is proposed that the following working papers

be provided:
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Working Paper A - Inventory
Working Paper B — Refining Aviation Forecasts

Working Paper C - Facilities Requirements

Waorking Paper D — Project Alternatives Development and Evaluation
Working Paper E - Environmental Overview

Working Paper F - Capital Improvement Plan

Upon conclusion of the studies, a Draft Master Plan Report shall be prepared including conclusions and
recommendations, explanations and findings of the technical analysis, graphics illustrating the various
planning elements, and appendices as appropriate. This draft report along with a draft set of the Airport
Layout Plans shall be submitted to the Authority, and NHDOT-BOA for review and comments.

Upon receiving all comments and making appropriate changes, the Final Master Plan Report, which will
include the Executive Summary, and Airport Layout Plans shall be submitted. URS will produce the
Master Plan Report and Airport Layout Plans on compact disc in Adobe Acrobat format.

Task 11.2: Preparation of Presentation Materials

SIS will prepare materials required to support the various meetings throughout the master plan process,
including presentation boards, color exhibits, etc.

Task 11.3: Executive Summary

An executive summary will be prepared that will provide a brief description of the master plan’s findings
and recommendations. The executive summary will be a stand-alone, full-color, glossy brochure that is
suitable for distribution to the general public. It will be written in plain language to convey the primary
elements of the master plan update to a wide audience.

The preceding paragraph 1 ako applies to 2 private sponsor
except that the useful lie of project items installed within a fcility or the useful
life of the facilities developed or equipment acquired under an airport
development or noise compatibility program project shall be no kess than ten (10)
years from the date of acceptance of Federal aid for the project.

3 Ajrport Planning Undertaken by a Sponsor. Unless otherwise specified in the
grant agreement, only Assurances 1,2, 3,5, 6, 13, 18,30, 32,33, and 34 in
section C apply tc planning projects. The terms, conditions, and assurances of the
grant agreement shall remain in full force and effect during the life of the project.

including all understandings and assurances contained theren, and
directing and authorizing the person identified as the official
representative of the applicant to act in connection with the application
and to provide such additional information as may be required.

b. Private Sponsor: It has legal authority to apply for the grant and lo
finance and carry out the proposed project and comply with all terms,
conditions, and assurances of this grant agreement. It shall designate an
official representative and shall in writing direct and authorize that person
to file this application, including all wrlerstandings and assurances
contained therein; to act in cormection with this application; and to
provide such additional information asmay be required.

3. Spounsor Fund Avallability, Tt has sufficient finds available for that portion of
the project costs which are not to be paid by the United States.

4, Good Title.

a. It, a public agency or the Federal government, holds good titke,
satisfactory {o the Secretary, to the hinding area of the airport or site
thereof, or will give assurance satisfactory to the Secretary that good title
will be acquired.

b. For noise compatibility program projects to be carried out on the property
of the sponsor, it holds good titke satisfactory to the Secretary to that
portion of the property upon which Federal imds will be expended or will
give assurance to the Secretary that good title will be obtaned.

5. Preserving Rights and Powers.

a. It will not take or permit any action which would operate to deprive it of
any of the rights and powers necessary to perform any or all of the terms,
conditions, and assurances in the grant agreement without the writien
approval of the Secretary, and will act promptly to acquire, extinguish or
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modify any outstanding rights or claims of right of others which would
interfere with such performance by the sponsor. This shall be done in 2
manner acceptable to the Secretary.

b. It will not sell, lease, encumber, or othenwise transfer or dispose of any
part of its title or other interests in the property shown on Exhibit A to this
application or, for a noise compatibility program project, that portion of
the properly upon which Federal fnds have been expended, for the
duration of the terms, conditions, and assurances in this grant agrecment
without approval by the Secretary. If the transferee is found by the
Secretary to be eligible under Title 49, United States Code, to assume the
obligations of the grant agreement and to have the power, authority, and

f If an arrangement is made for management and operation of the arport by
any agency or person other than the sponsor or an employee of the
sponsor, the sponsor will reserve sufficient rights and authority to ensure
that the airport will be operated and maintained in accordance with Title
49, United States Code, the regulations and the terms, conditions and
assurances in the grant agreement and shail ensure that such amrangement
ako requires complance therewith.

g It will not permiit or enter into any amrangement that results in permission
for the owner or tenant of a property used as a residence, or zoned for
residential use, to taxi an aircraft between that property and any location
on airport. :

6. Comsistency with Local Plans. The project is reasonably consistent with plans
(existing at the time of submission of this application) of public agencies that are
authorized by the State in which the project is located to plan for the development
of the area surrounding the airport.

A Consideration of Local Interest. It has given fair comsideration to the interest of
communities in or near where the project may be located.

8. Consultation with Users. In making a decision to undertake any airport
development project under Title 49, United States Code, it has undertaken
reasonable consultations with affected parties using the afrport at which the
project is proposed.

9. Public Hearings. In projects involving the location of an airport, an airport
nnway, ora major nmway extension, it has afforded the opportunity for public
hearings for the purpose of considering the economic, social, and environmental
effects of the airport or runway location and its consistency with goak and
objectives of such planning as has been carried out' by the community and it shall,
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when requested by the Secretary, submit a copy of the transcript of such hearings
to the Secretary. Further, for such projects, it has on ils management board cither
voling representation fiom the communities where the project is located or has
advised the communities that they have the right to petition the Secretary
conceming a proposed project.

10, Air and Water Quality Standards. In projects involving airport location, a
major rumwvay extension, or runway location it will provide for the Governor of
the state in which the project is located to certify in writing to the Secretary that
the project will be located, designed, constructed, and operated so as to comply
with applicable air and water quality standards. In any case where such standards
have not been approved and where applicable air and water quality standards have
been promulgated by the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency,
certification shail be obtaned from such Administrator. Notice of certification or
refisal 1o certify shail be provided within sixty (60) days after the project
application has been received by the Secretary.

11.  Pavement Preventive Maintenance. With respect to a project approved after
January 1, 1995, for the replaccment or reconstruction of paverent at the airport,
it assures or certifics that it has implemented an cfiective airport pavement
maintenance-management program and it assures that &t will use such program for
the useful life of any pavement constructed, reconstructed or repaired with
Federal financial assistance at the airport. It will provide such reports on
pavement condition and pavement management programis as the Secretary
determines may be usefil,

12. Terminal Development Prerequisites. For prajects which include terminal
development at a public use airport, as defined in Title 49, it has, on the date of
submitial of the project grant application, all the safety equipment required for
certification of such airport under section 44706 of Title 49, United States Code,
and all the security equipment required by rule or regulation, and has provided for
access 1o the passenger enphining and deplaning area of such airport to passengers
enplaning and deplaning ffom aircraft other than air carrier aircraft.

13.  Accounting System, Audit, and Record Keeping Requirements.

a. It shall keep all project accounts and records which fully disclose the
amount and disposition by the recipient ofthe proceeds of the grant, the
total cost of the project i connection with which the grant is given or
used, and the amount or nature of that portion of the cost of the project
supplied by other sources, and such other financial records periment to the
project. The accounts and records shall be kept in accordance with an
accounting system that will facllitate an effective audit in accordance with
the Single Audit Act of 1984.

b. It shall make available to the Secretary and the Comptroller General of the
United States, or any of their duly authorized representatives, for the
purpose of audit and examination, any books, documents, papers, and
records of the recipient that are pertinent to the grant. The Secretary may
require that an appropriate audit be conducted by a recipient. In any case
in which an independent audit is made of the accounts of a sponsor
relating to the disposition of the proceeds of' a grant or relating to the
project m connection with which the grant was given or used, it shall file a
certified copy of such audit with the Comptroller General of the United
States not kater than six (6) months following the close of the fiscal year
for which the audit was made.

14. Minimum Wage Rates. It shall include, in all contracts i excess of $2,000 for
work on any projects funded under the grant agreement which mvolve labor,
provisions establishing minimum rates of wages, to be predetermined by the
Sceretary of Labor, in accordance with the Davis-Bacon Act, as amended (40

necessary to insure thal, in the employment of kibor (except in executive,
administrative, and supervisory positions), preference shall be given to Veterans
of the Vietnam era and disabkd veterans as defined in Section 47112 of Title 49,
United States Code. However, this preference shall apply only where the
individuals are availible and qualified to perform the work to which the
employment relates.

Conformity to Plans and Specifications. It will execute the project subject to
plans, specifications, and schedules approved by the Secretary. Such plans,
specifications, and schedules shall be submitted to the Secretary prior to
commencement of site preparation, construction, or other performance under this
grant agreement, arxl, upon approval of the Secretary, shall be hcorporated into
this grant agreement. Any modification to the approved plans, specifications, aid
schedules shall also be subject to approval of the Sccretary, and incorporated into
the grant agreement.

Construction Inspection and Approval. Tt will provide and maintain competent
technical supervision at the consiruction site throughout the project to assure that
the work confonms to the plans, specifications, and schedules approved by the
Secretary for the project. It shall subject the construction work on any project
contained in an approved project application to inspection and approval by the
Secretary and such work shall be in accordance with regulations and procedures
prescribed by the Secretary. Such regulations and procedures shall require such
cost and progress reporting by the sponsor or sponsors of such project as the
Secretary shall deem necessary.

Planning Projects. In carrying out planmning projects:

a. It will execute the project in accordance with the approved program
narrative contained in the project application or with the modifications
similarly approved.

b. It will fumish the Secretary with such petiodic reports as required
pertaining to the planning project and planning work activities.

c. It will include i all published material prepared in connection with the
planning project a notice that the material was prepared under a grant
provided by the United Slates.

d. It will make such material available for examination by the public, and
agrees that no material prepared with finds under this project shall be
subject to copyright in the United States or any other country.

e It will give the Secretary unrestricted authority to publisly, disclose,
distribute, and otherwise use any of the material prepared in connection
with this grant. .

£ Tt will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the sponsor's
cmployment of specific consultants and their subcontractors to do all or
any part of this project as well as the right to disapprove the proposed
scope and cost of proftssional services,

g It will grant the Secretary the right to disapprove the use of the sponsor's
employees to do all orany part of the project.

h It understands and agrees that the Secretary's approval of this project grant
or the Secretary's approval of any plaming material developed as part of
this grant does not constitute or imply any assurance or commitment on
the part of the Secretary to approve any pending or future application for a
Federal airport grant.

Operation and Maintenance.

a. The airport and all facilities which are necessary to serve the acronautical
users of the airport, other than facilities owned or controlled by the United
States, shall be operated at all times in a safe and serviceable condition
and in accordance with the minimum standards as may be required or
prescribed by applicable Federal, state and local agencies for maintenance
and operation. It will not cause or permit any -activity or action thereon
which would interfere with its use for airport purposes. It will suitably
operate and maintain the airport and all facilities thereon or connected
therewith, with due regard to climatic and (ood conditions. Any proposat
to temporarily close the airport for non-aeronautical purposes must first be
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approved by the Sccretary. In furtherance of this assurance, the sponsor

will have in effect arrangements for-

(1)  Operating the airport's acronautical facilities whenever required;

(2)  Promptly marking and lighting hazards resulting from airport
conditions, including temporary conditions; and

(3)  Promptly notifying aimen of any condition affecting aeronatical
use of the airport. Nothing contained herein shall be constned to
require that the afrport be operated for aeronautical use during
temporary periods when snow, flood or other climatic conditions
interfere with such operation and maintenance. Further, nothing
herein shall be construed as requiring the maintenance, repar,
restoration, or replacement of any structure or facility which s
substantially damaged or destroyed due to an act of God or other
condition or circumstance beyond the control of the sponsor.

b. It will suitably operale and maintain noise compatibility program items
that it owns or controls .upon which Federal funds have becn expended.

20. Hazard Removal and Mitigation. It will take appropriate action o assure that
such terminal airspace as is required to protect instrument and visual operations to
the airport (including established minimum flight altitudes) will be adequately
cleared and protected by removing, lowering, relocating, marking, or lighting or
otherwise mitigating existing airport hazards and by preventing the establishinent
or creation of fiture airport hazards.

21.  Compatible Land Use. It will take appropriate action, to the extent reasonable,
including the adoption of zoning laws, to restrict the use of land adjacent to or in
the immediate vicinity of the arport to activities arx} purposes compatible with
normal airport operations, inchiding landing and takeoff of aircrafl. In addition, if
the project is for noise compaltibility program implementation, it will not cause or
permit any change in land use, within its jurisdiction, that will reduce its
compatibility, with respect to the airport, of the noise compatibility program
measures upon which Federal funds have been expended.

22. Economic Nondiscrimination.

a. It will make the airport available as an airport for public use on reasonablke
terms and without unjust discrimination to all types, kinds and classes of
aeronautical activities, ncluding commercial aeromautical activities
offering services to the public at the airport.

b. In any agreement, contract, kease, or other arrangement under which a
right or privilege at the airport ks grantcd to any person, finm, or
corporation to conduct or to engage in any aeronautical activity for
furnishing services to the public at the airport, the sponsor will insert and
enforce provisions requiring the contractor to-

(1)  firnish said services on a rcasonable, and not wunjustly
discriminatory, basis to all users thereof, and

) charge reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, prices for each
unit or service, provided that the contractor may be allowed to
make reasonable and nondiscriminatory discounts, rebates, or other
similar types of price reductions to volume purchasers.

c. Each fixed-based operator at the airport shall be subject to the same rates,
fees, rentals, and other charges as are uniformly applicable to all other
fived-based operators making the same or similar uses of such airport and
utilizing the same or similar facilities.

d. Each air camrer using such airport shall have the right to service itself or to
use any fixed-based operator that ks authorized or permitted by the airport
to serve any air carrier at such airport.

e. Each air camier using such airport (whether as a tenant, non tenant, or
subtenant of another air carrier tenant) shall be subject to such
nondiscriminatory and substantially comparable rules, regulations,
conditions, rates, fees, rentals, and other charges with respect to faclities
directly and substantially related to providing air transportation as are
applicable to all such air carriers which make similar use of such airport
and utiliz similar facflities, subject to reasonable clssifications such as

tenants or non fenants and signatory carriers and non signatory carriers,
Classification or status as tenant or signatory shall not be wireasonably
withheld by any atrport provided an air carrier assumes obligations
substantially similar to those already imposed on air carriers in such
chssification or status.

£ Tt will not exercise or grant any right or privilege which opcrates to
prevent any person, fimm, or corporation operating aircraft on the airport
from performing any services on its own aircraft with its own employees
[inchuding, but not fimited to maintenance, repair, and fueling] that it may
choose to perform.

g In the event the sponsor itself exercises any of the rights and privileges
referred to n this assurance, the services mvolved will be provided on the
same conditions as woukd apply to the fumishing of such services by
commercial aeronautical service providers authorized by the sponsor
under these provisions.

h. ‘The sponsor may establish such reasonable, and not unjustly
discriminatory, conditions to be met by all users of the airport as may be
necessary for the safe and efficient operation of'the airport.

i The sponsor may prohibit or limit any given type, kind or class of
aeronautical use of the aiport if such action is necessary for the safe
operation of the airporl or necessary to serve the civil aviation needs of the
public.

Exclusive Rights. It will permit no exchwsive right for the use of the airport by

any person providing, orintending to providc, aeronautical services to the public.

For purposes of this paragraph, the providing of the services at an airport by a

single fixed-based operator shall not be construed as an exclusive right if both of

the follbowing apply:

a. It would be unreasonably costly, burdensome, or impractical for more than
one fixed-based operator to provide such scrvices, and
b. If allowing more than one fixed-based operator to provide such services

would require the reduction of space leased pursuant to an existing

agreement between such single fixed-based operator and such airport.
It further agrees that it will not, either directly or indirectly, grant or permit any
person, firm, or corporation, the exchsive right at the airport to conduct any
aeronautical activities, inchuiding, but not Iimited to charter flights, pilot training,
aircraft rental and sightseeing, aerial photography, crop dusting, aerial advertising
and surveying, air carrier operations, aircrafl sales and services, sale of aviation
petroleum products whether or not conducted in conjunction with other
acronautical activity, repair and mainterance of aircraft, sale of arcraft parts, and
any other activities which because of thetr direct relationship to the operation of
aircraft can be regarded as an aeronautical activity, and that it will terminate any
exclusive right to conduct an aeronautical activity now existing at such an airport
before the grant of any assistance under Title 49, United States Code.

Fee and Rental Structure. It will maintain a fee and rental structure for the
facilities and services at the airport which will make the airport as self-sustaining
as possible under the circumstances existing at the particular airport, taking into
account such factors as the vohune of traffic and economy of collection. No part
of the Federal share of an airport development, arport planning or noise
compatbility project for which a grant is made under Tile 49, United States
Code, the Airport and Airway Improvement Act of 1982, the Fedcerat Airport Act
or the Airport and Airway Development Act of 1970 shall be included in the rate
basis in establishing fees, rates, and charges for users of that airport.

Airport Revenues.

a. All revenues generated by the airport and any local taxes on aviation fiel
established afler December 30, 1987, will be expended by it for the capital
or operating costs of the airport; the local airport system; or other local
facilities which are owned or operated by the owner or operator of the
airport and which are directly and substantially related to the actual air
transportation of passengers or property; or for noke mitigation purposes
on or off the airport. Provided, however, that if covenants or assurances i
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debt obligations issued before September 3, 1982, by the owner or
operator of the airport, or provisions enacted before September 3, 1982, in
govermning siatutes controlling the owner or operator's financing, provide
for the use of the revenues from any of the airport owner or operator's
facilities, inchuding the airport, to support not only the airport but also the
airport owner or operator’s general debt obligations or other facilities, then
this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by the airport (and, in
the casc of a public airport, local taxes on aviation fiel) shall not apply.

b. As part of the annual audit required under the Single Audit Act of 1984,
the sponsor will direct that the audit will review, and the resulting audit
report will provide an opinion conceming, the use of airport revenue and
taxes in paragraph (a), and indicating whether finds paid or transferred to
the owner or operator are paid or transferred in a manner consistent with
Title 49, United States Code and any other applicable provision of law,
including any regulation promulgated by the Secretary or Administrator.

c. Any civil penalties or other sanctions will be impased for violtion of this
assurance in accordance with the provisions of Section 47107 of Titk 49,

United States Code.

26.  Reports and Inspections. 1t wil:

a, submit to the Sceretary such anunsal or special financial and operations
reporis as the Secretary may reasonably request and nake such reports
available (o the public; make available to the public at reasonable times
and places a report of the airport budget in a format prescribed by the
Secretary;

b. for airport development projects, make the airport and all airport records
and documents affecting the airport, including deeds, keases, operation and
use agreenments, regulations and other instruments, available for inspection
by any duly authorized agent of the Secrctary upon reasonable request;

c. for noise compatibility program projects, make records and documents
relating to the project and continued compliance with the terms,
conditions, and assurances of the grant agreement including deeds, kases,
agreements, regulations, and other instruments, available for inspection by
any duly authorized agent of the Secretary upon reasonable request; and

d. in a format and time prescribed by the Secretary, provide to the Sccretary
and make available to the public following each of its fiscal years, an
annual report Iisting in detail:

1) all amounts paid by the airport to any other unit of govemment and
the purposes for which each such payment was made; and

2) all services and property provided by the airport to other units of
government and the amount of compensation received for
provision of each such service and property.

27.  Use by Government Aircraft. It will make available all of the facilities of the
airport developed with Federal financial assistance and all those usable for
landing and takeoft of aircraft to the United States for use by Govemment aircraft
in common with other aircraft at all times without charge, cxcept, if the use by
Govemment aircraft is substantial, charge may be made for a reasonable share,
proportional to such use, for the cost of operating and maintaining the facilities
used. Unless otherwisc determined by the Secretary, or otherwise agreed to by the
sponsor and the using agency, substantial use of an airport by Govemment aircraft
will be considered to exist when operations of such aircraft are in excess of those
which, in the opinion of the Secretary, would unduly interfere with use of the
landing areas by other authorized aircrafl, or during any calendar month that —

a, Five (5) or more Government aircraft are regularly based at the airport or
on land adjacent thereto; or
b. The total number of movements (counting cach landing as a movement) of

Government aircraft is 300 or more, or the gross accumulative weight of
Government aircraft using the airport (the total movement of Government
arcraft multiplied by gross weights of such aircraft} is in excess of five
million pounds.
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28.  Land for Federal Facilities. It wil fumish without costto the Federal
Government for use in connection with any air traffic control or air navigation
activities, or weather-reporting and commumication activities related to air traffic
control, any areas of land or water, or estate therein, or rights i buildings of the
sponsor as the Secretary considers necessary or desirablke for comstruction,
operation, and maintenance at Federal expense of space or facilities for such
purposes. Such arcas or any portion thereof will be made available as provided
herein within four months after receipt of a written request ffom the Secretary.

29.  Airport Layout Plan.

a. It will keep up to date at all times an airport layout plan of the airport
showing (1) boundaries of the airport and all proposed additions thereto,
together with the boundaries of all of8ite arcas owned or controlied by the
sponsor for airport purposes and proposed additions thercto; (2) the
location and nature of all existing and proposed airport facilities and
structures (such as runways, taxiways, aprons, terminal buildings, hangars
and roads), including all proposed extensions and reductions of existing
airport facilities; and (3) the location of all existing and proposed
nonaviation areas and ofall existing improvemenis thereon. Such airport
layout phns and each amendment, revision, or modification thereof, shall
be subject to the approval of the Secrctary which approval shall be
evidenced by the signature ofa duly authorized representative of the
Secretary on the face of the airport kyout plan. The sponsor will not make
or permil any changes or alterations in the airport or any of its facRities
which are not in confonmity with the airport layout plan as approved by
the Secretary and which might, in the opinion of the Secretary, adversely
affect the safety, utility or efficiency of the airport.

b. If a change or alteration in the airport or the facilities & made which the
Secretary determines adversely affects the safety, wility, orefficiency of
any federally owned, leased, or finded property on or off the airport and
which is not in conformity with the airport layout plan as approved by the
Secretary, the owner or operator will, if requested, by the Secretary (1)
elininate such adverse effect in a manner approved by the Secretary; or
(2) bear all costs of relocating such property (or replacement thereof) to a
site acceptable to the Secretary and all costs of restoring such property (or
replacement thereof) to the level of safety, utility, efficiency, and cost of
operation existing before the imapproved change i the airport or its
facilities.

30.  Civil Rights, It will comply with such rules as are promulgated to assure that no
person shall, on the grounds of race, creed, color, national orign, sex, age, or
handicap be excluded from participating in any activity conducted with or
benefiting from finds received from this grant. This assurarce obligates lix
sponsor for the period during which Federal financial assistance is extended to the
program, except where Federal financial assistance is to provide, oris in the form
of personal property or real property or interest therein or structures or
improvements thereon in which case the assurance obligates the sponsor orany
transferee for the longer of the following periods: (a) the period during which the
property is used for a purpose for which Federal financial assistance is extended,
or for another purpose volving the provision of similar services or benefits, or
(b) the period during which the sponsor retains ownership or possession of the

property.
31.  Disposal of Land.

a. For land purchased under a grant for airport noise compatibility purposes,
it will dispose of the land, when the land is no longer needed for such
purposes, at fair market value, atthe earliest practicable time. That portion
of the proceeds of such disposttion which is proportionate to the United
States' share of acquisition of such land will, at the discretion of the
Secretary, (1) be paid to the Secretary for deposit in the Trust Fund, or (2)
be reinvested in an approved noise compatibility project as prescribed by
the Secretary, including the purchase of nonresidential buildings or
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36.

property in the vicinity of residential buildings or property previously
purchased by the aport as part of a noise compatbility program.

b. For land purchased wnder a grant for airport development purposes (other
than noise compatibility), it will, when the land is no longer needed for
airport purposes, dispose of such and at fair market value or make
available to the Secretary an amount equal to the United States’
proportionate share of the fair market value of the land. That portion of the
proceeds of such disposition which is proportionate to the United States’
share of the cost of acquisition of such land will, (1) upon application to
the Secretary, be reinvested in another eligible airport improvement
project or projects approved by the Secretary at that airport or within the
national atrport system, or (2) be paid to the Secretary for deposit in the
Trust Fund if no eligble project exists.

c. Land shall be considered to be necded for airport purposes under this
assurance if (1) it may be needed for aeronautical purposes (including
runway protection zones) or serve as noise buffer bind, and (2) the revenue
from interim uses of such land contributes to the financial self-sufficiency
of the airport. Further, land purchased with a grant received by an airport
operator or owner before December 31, 1987, will be considered 1o be
needed for airport purposes if the Sccretary or Federal agency making
such grant before December 31, 1987, was notified by the operator or
owner of the uses of such land, dil not object to such use, and the kind
continues to be used for that purpose, such use having commenced no later
than December 15, 1989.

d. Disposition of such land under (a) (b) or (c) will be subject to the retention
or rescrvation of any interest or right therein necessary to ensure that such
land will only be used for purposes which are compatible with noise levels
associated with operation of the airport.

Enginecring and Design Services. It will award each contract, or sub-contract
for programn management, construction mamagement, plnning studies, feasbility
studies, architectural services, preliminary engineering, design, engincering,
surveying, mapping or related services with respect to the project in the same
marner as a contract for architectural and engincering services s negotiated under
Title 1X of the Federal Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949 or an
equivalent qualifications-based requirement preseribed for or by the sponsor of
the airport,

Foreign Market Restrictions, It will not allow finds provided under this grant to
be used to find any project which uses any product or service of a foreign country
during the period in which such foreign country is listed by the United States
Trade Representative as denying fair and equitable market opportunities for
products and suppliers of the United States in procurement and construction.

Policies, Standards, and Specifications. It will carry out the project in
accordance with policies, standards, and specifications approved by the Secretary
including but not linited to the advisory circulars listed in the Current FAA
Advisory Circulars for AIP projects, dated ‘o~ 2~ 20/Qand included i this
grant, and in accordance with applicable state policies, standards, and
specifications approved by the Sccretary. v

Relacation and Real Property Acquisition. (1) It will be guided in acquiring
real property, to the greatest extent practicabke under State law, by the land
acquisition policies in Subpart B of 49 CFR Part 24 and will pay or reimburse
property owners for necessary expenses as specified in Subpart B, (2) It will
provide a relocation assistance program offering the services described in Subpart
Cand fair and reasonable relocation payments and assistance to disphced persons
as required in Subpart D and E of 49 CFR Part 24. (3) It will make available
within a reasonable period of time prior to displacement, comparable replacement
dwellings to displaced persons in accordance with Subpart E of 49 CFR Part 24,

Access By Intercity Buses. The airport owner or operator will permit, to the
maximum extent practicable, intercity buses or other modes of transportation ta
have access to the airport; however, it has no obligation to fimd special facilities
for intercity buses or for other modes of transportation.
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37.  Disadvantaged Business Enterprises. The recipient shall not discriminate on the
basis of race. color, national origin or sex in the award and performance of any
DO0T-assisted contract or in the administration of its DBE program or the
requirements of 49 CFR Part 26. The Recipient shall take all necessary and
reasonable steps under 49 CFR Part 26 to ensure non discrimination in the award
and administration of DOT-assisted contracts. The recipient’s DBE program, as
required by 49 CFR Part 26, and as approved by DOT, is incorporated by
reference in this agreement, Jmplementation of this program is a legal obligation
and fallure to carry out its terms shall be treated as a violation of this agreement.
Upon notification to the Recipient of its failure to carmry out its approved program,
the Department may impose sanctions as provided for under Part 26 and may, in
appropriate cases, refer the matter for enforcement under 18 U.S.C. 1001 and/or
the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1986 (31 U.S.C. 3801).

38.  Hangar Construction. If the airport owner or operator and a person who owns an
aircrafl agree that a hangar is to be constructed at the airport for the arcrafl at the
aircraft ovwner’s expense, the airport owner or operator will grant to the awcraft
owner for the hangar a long term lease that is subject to such terms and conditions
on the hangar as the airport owner or operator may impose.

39.  Competitive Access.

a. If the airport owner or operator of a medium or large hub airport (as
defmed in Section 47102 of Titke 49, U.S.C.) has been unable to
accommodate one or more requests by an air carrier for access to gates or
other facilities at that airport in order to allow the air carrier to provide
service to the airport or to expand service al the airport, the airport owner
or operator shall transmit a report to the Secretary that-

(1) Describes the requests;

(2) Provides an explanation as to why the requests could not be
accommodated; and

(3) Provides atime frame within which, if any, the airport will be able 10
accommodate the requests.

b. Such report shall be due on either February 1 or August | of each year if
the airport has been unable to accommodate the request(s) in the six (6)
month period prior to the applicable dve date.
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
