REQUESTED ACTION

Approve Quimby Point Boat Club's request to perform the following work on Lake
Winnipesaukee, in Laconia. File # 2014-00410. This project will not have significant impact on or
adversely affect the values of Lake Winnipesaukee.

Replace one of six seasonal boat lifts with a permanent boat lift, install a 14 ft. x 30 ft. seasonal
canopy supported by 6 pilings and relocate an existing 3 pile ice cluster, adjacent to the southerly most
slip in a 6 slip permanent docking structure on an average of 427 ft. of frontage on Paugus Bay, on
Lake Winnipesaukee, in Laconia.

The Department imposed the following conditions as part of this approval:

1. All work shall be in accordance with plans by Terry Graham, received by the NH Department
of Environmental Services (DES) on February 12, 2014.

2. This permit shall not be effective until it has been recorded with the Belknap County Registry
of Deeds office by the Permittee. A copy of the recorded permit shall be submitted to the DES
Wetlands Bureau, by certified mail, return receipt requested, prior to construction.

3. Appropriate siltation, erosion, and turbidity controls shall be in place prior to construction,
maintained during construction, and shall remain in place until the area is stabilized.

4. Canopies shall be of seasonal construction type with a flexible fabric cover. The seasonal
support frame shall be designed to be removed for the non-boating season. The flexible fabric
cover shall be removed during all seasons of non-use.

5. All activities shall be in accordance with the Shoreland Water Quality Protection Act, RSA
483-B. The owner is responsible for obtaining any Shoreland Permit that may be required per
RSA 483-B, for construction, excavation or fill that will occur within the Protected Shoreland.

EXPLANATION

The DES Wetlands Bureau approved this project on June 23, 2014. DES supported its
decision with the following findings:

1. This project is classified as a major project per Rule Env-Wt 303.02(d), modification of a major
docking facility.

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The applicant has an average of 427 ft. of frontage along Lake Winnipesaukee.

A maximum of 6 slips may be permitted on this frontage per Rule Env-Wt 402.13, Frontage
Over 75'.

The proposed docking facility will provide 6 slips as defined per RSA 482-A:2, VIII and
therefore meets Rule Env-Wt 402.13.

The proposed modifications do not add boat slips to the existing major docking facility.

The need for the proposed impacts has been demonstrated by the applicant per Env-Wt 302.01.
The applicant has provided evidence which demonstrates that this proposal is the alternative
with the least adverse impact to areas and environments under the department's jurisdiction per
Env-Wt 302.03.

The applicant has demonstrated by plan and example that each factor listed in Env-Wt 302.04,
(a), Requirements for Application Evaluation, has been considered in the design of the project.
Public hearing is waived with the finding that the project impacts will not significantly impair
the resources of Lake Winnipesaukee.

This permit replaces similar impacts previously approved with DES permit 2011-03061.

Application file documents are being forwarded to the Governor and Executive Council in

connection with their consideration of this matter pursuant to RSA 482-A:3,I1.(a) as it is a major
project in public waters of the state.
