That approval be and hereby is given to the Attorney General to appoint John J. Kennedy

General, at a salary level of $63,500. Mr. Kennedy will be occupying a position with a term
effective August 31, 2014, to August 31, 2019.

EXPLANATION

Mr. Kennedy is a resident of Bedford and is a member of the New Hampshire Bar. He
received his law degree from the University of Notre Dame Law School in 2009. He served as a
New Hampshire Supreme Court Judicial Clerk from 2010 to 2011, and was a Litigation
Associate with the McLane, Graf, Raulerson and Middleton law firm from 2011 to 2013. He
also served as a Fellow with the Attorney General’s Oftice from 2009-2010 and as an intern
during the summer of 2008.
