That approval be and hereby is given to the Attorney General to reappoint Karen A.
Schlitzer (position #9U053, appropriation #02-20-20-201010-2623-013-500132) as an Assistant
Attorney General in the Transportation and Construction Bureau at a salary level of $82,000
effective August 31, 2014, to August 31, 2019. 100% transfer from another agency (Highway
Funds).

EXPLANATION

Ms. Schlitzer is a resident of Hopkinton and a member of the New Hampshire Bar. She
is a 2001 graduate of Suffolk University Law School and also holds a Masters of Science degree
in justice, law, and society from American University. She was a Student Intern for the Attorney
General’s Office in Boston and United States Attorney’s Office in Boston prior to joining the
Attorney General’s Office in 2001. Ms. Schlitzer was appointed as an Assistant Attorney
General in February of 2004 and was reappointed in 2007. In 2011, Ms. Schlitzer was appointed
Bureau Chief of our Transportation Bureau of the office and was promoted to a Senior Assistant
Attorney General fulfilling a term effective to August 31, 2014. This reappointment will give
her another five year term. Her current salary of $82,000 and her position as Bureau Chief of our
Transportation Bureau will remain the same.
