REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Transportation to enter into a contract with The Gorman Group, LLC (Vendor
167885) of Albany, NY on the basis of a low bid of $2,228,185.91 for resurfacing in the area of the confluence of
[-93 & NH 101 in the City of Manchester, from the date of Governor and Council approval through July 29, 2016
unless extended by the Department in accordance with the Standard Specifications. 100% Federal Funds.

Funds to support this request are anticipated to be available in the following accounts in State FY 2016 upon the
availability and continued appropriation of funds in the future operating budget, with the ability to adjust
encumbrances between State Fiscal Years through the Budget Office, if needed and justified:

2. Further authorize that a contingency in the amount of $155,973.02 be approved for payment of latent
conditions, which may appear during the construction of the project. The contingency requested is 7% of the
contract amount, .

EXPLANATION

This project is part of the annual Interstate Maintenance & Pavement Preservation Program. A travelway inlay
and full width overlay was constructed along this project in 2008. The pavement is showing reflective cracking
coming through the existing pavement surface. Work involves the placement of new advanced asphalt rubber
pavement course along with crack sealing to help seal the cracks and provide a surface that will be more durable
and longer lasting than conventional pavement. This work is being accomplished under Federal Highway's
Accelerated Innovation Deployment (AID) grant program to implement deployment of innovation pavement
technologies. In addition, the work includes ramp widening at the Exit 6 northbound off ramp, which will
improve safety by reducing weaving of traffic from 1-293 to Exit 6 by one lane.
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The contingency amount is proposed to be 7% of the contract amount and is necessary to cover the potential of
cost overruns that could come from fluctuating fuel and asphalt prices.

Although the bid costs exceeded the Department’s estimate, the low bid is felt to be reasonable for the work
involved. In summary, this is the second time the project has been put out for bid with both bid prices coming in
slightly higher than estimated. The industry has limited capacity to perform this type of work on the schedule
dictated as three bids were received in response to the first bid opening and two were received during the second
bid opening. The project involves specialty type of work that utilizes Accelerated Innovation Deployment (AID)
grant funds, includes extraordinary maintenance of traffic issues, and due to the tight schedule resulted in higher
than anticipated costs. Readvertising this project would result, in our opinion, in higher prices and prevent the
completion of the work in a timely manner. The Department considers it to be in the best interest of the State to
accept this bid to accomplish these needed repairs.

The Contractor has been prequalified by this Department. The Contract has been approved by the Attorney
General as to form and execution, and the Department has certified that the necessary funds are available and that
the bid reasonably conforms to the engineer’s estimate in accordance with State procedure. Copies of the fully
executed contract are on file at the Secretary of State’s Office and the Department of Administrative Service’s
Office, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on file at the Department of Transportation.

This project funding is 90% federal funds with 10% state match. Turnpike toll credits are being utilized for match
requirements, effectively using 100% federal funds.

A copy of the Tabulation of Bids received for this project is attached along with the Contract Supplemental Sheet
and a map indicating the location of the project.

SUPPLEMENTAL PROJECT INFORMATION SHEET

DESCRIPTION: This project is the resurfacing of the confluence of 1-93 & NH 101 in the city of
Manchester. The paving treatment shall be to crack seal the roadway full width and then overlay the
travelway with asphalt rubber bonded wearing course. The limit begins northbound at mile marker 19.0
and proceeds north to mile marker 21.0, and begins southbound at mile marker 19.3 and proceeds south
to mile marker 21.0, approximately 1.9 miles in length overall.

The Exit 6 northbound off ramp will be step-box widened to two lanes. This project also includes
replacement of plug joints on the I-93/NH 101 bridges located within the project limits. This includes
the bridges over the northbound I-93 ramp from I-293, and the northbound and southbound bridges over
Candia Rd. and Hanover St.

FEDERAL FUNDING: This project has special grant for $895,892 at 100% Federal Funds. The
remaining costs will be covered by the IMPPP program at 90% Federal Funding with 10% State Match .
(utilizing Turnpike Toll Credits) and BRPPI Bridge Funding at §0% Federal Funding.

CONTINGENCY: Further authorize that a contingency of 7% of the contract amount be approved.
Cost overruns could come from fluctuating fuel and asphalt prices. .

PROJECT INITIATED: State’s 10-Year Transportation Improvement Program under the “parent”
project Statewide IMPPP (3927) (Interstate Maintenance & Interstate Pavement Preservation Program).

PROJECT EXPLANATION: A travelway inlay and full width overlay was constructed along this
project in 2008. The pavement is showing reflective cracking coming through. The asphalt rubber
pavement course along with the crack sealing should help seal the cracks and provide a surface that will
“give” more than conventional pavement under thermal and loading forces. The restriction of silt and
salt through cracks to the base material should help extend the pavement structure life. The ramp
widening at Exit 6 northbound off ramp should improve safety by reducing weaving of traffic from [-293
to Exit 6 by one lane.

TRAFFIC IMPLICATIONS: The contract states that a traffic control plan will bg provided by the
Contractor and reviewed by the Department. The contractor traffic control plan (CTCP) shall be
designed and implemented by a NH licensed PE or ATSSA Certified TCS/TCD. Said person is also
required to be on site, full time, to monitor the CTCP. Guidance provided for the design of the CTCP
includes lane use restrictions for vehicles/hour/lane under different scenarios of lane reductions, for
example: 2 to 1 lane, 3 to 2 lanes, or 3 to 1 lane. The Contractor is provided with hourly traffic counts
for guidance.

(I-93/NH 101 mainline work will likely take place at night, although not a requirement in the Contract.
Ramps at Exit 6 may be intermittently closed at night during paving of the acceleration and deceleration
lanes and the widening of the northbound off ramp.)

INTERMEDIATE COMPLETION DATE: The Completion Date for crack sealing and ramp widening,
including interim layout of pavement markings and signing for the rarhp widening is Friday, October 2,
2015. The completion date for paving the bonded wearing course is Wednesday, June 29, 2016.

FINAL COMPLETION DATE: Friday, July 29, 2016
