Explanation

Governor and Council approval is being sought for this contract as the amount of $2,000.00 plus the amount of $20,000.00
for the contract with TMDE Calibration Labs, Inc. (for Stalker radar units) approved by Governor and Council on November
4, 2015, yields the total amount of $22,000.00, which is over the Governor and Council approval threshold of $10,000.00 for
personal services contracts. This contract will provide certification and repair of Decatur radar units utilized by State Police
Communications Maintenance. Upon certification of each radar unit and each tuning fork, TMDE will provide a certified
calibration sheet for both the assigned trooper and state designee. These documents will be computer generated and will be
able to be presented in a court of law as evidence of calibrations/repairs.

An advertisement for requests for proposals was placed on the Administrative Services website from July 31 through August
18,2015, as well as in the Manchester Union Leader on August 3, 4 and 5, 2015, pursuant to MOP 1600. TMDE Calibration
Labs, Inc. was the only vendor to respond with a proposal. The proposal was assessed by Captain Christopher J. Wagner,
Commander of the State Police Support Services Bureau; James Kowalik, Communications Maintenance Supervisor; and
Thomas Bardwell, Assistant Communications Maintenance Supervisor.

3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the
Effective Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior
to the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the
Contractor, and in the event that this Agreement does not
become effective, the State shall have no liability to the
Contractor, including without limitation, any obligation to pay
the Contractor for any costs incurred or Services performed.

4., CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.
Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the

8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event
of Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the
absence of a greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30)
days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is
not timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two
(2) days after giving the Contractor notice of termination;
8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event
. of Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the
period from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determines that the Contractor has cured the Event of Default
shall never be paid to the Contractor;

8.2.3 set off against any other obligations the State may owe to
the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of any
Event of Default; and/or :

8.2.4 treat the Agreement as breached and pursue any of its
remedies at law or in equity, or both.

9. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/
PRESERVATION,

9.1 As used in this Agreement, the word “data” shall mean all
information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses,
graphic representations, computer programs, computer
printouts, notes, letters, memoranda, papers, and documents,
all whether finished or unfinished.

9.2 All data and any property which has been received froin
the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon
teninination of this Agreement for any reason.

9.3 Confidentiality of data shall be governed by N.H, RSA
chapter 91-A or other existing law. Disclosure of data

10. TERMINATION. In the event of an early termination of
this Agreement for any reason other than the completion of the
Services, the Contractor shall deliver to the Contracting
Officer, not later than fifteen (15) days after the date of
termination, a report (*Termination Report”} describing in
detail all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to
and including the date of termination, The form, subject
matter, content, and number of copies of the Termination
Report shall be identical to those of any Final Report
described in the attached EXHIBIT A.

11. CONTRACTOR'’S RELATION TO THE STATE. In
the performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all
respects an independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor
an employee of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the State or recgive any benefits, workers' compensation
or other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12, ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.
The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice and
consent of the State. None of the Services shall be
subcontracted by the Contractor without the prior written
notice and consent of the State.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall defend,
indemnify and hold harmless the State, its officers and
employees, from and against any and all losses suffered by the
State, its officers and employees, and any and all claims,
liabilities or penalties asserted against the State, its officers
and employees, by or on behalf of any person, on account of,
based or resulting from, arising out of (or which may be
claimed to arise out of) the acts or omissions of the
Contractor. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the
sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby
reserved to the State.

undertake pursuant to this Agreement. Contractor shall

responsible for payment of any Workers® Compensation

16. WAIVER OF BREACH. No failure by the State to
enforce any provisions hereof afier any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of its rights with regard to that Event of
Default, or any subsequent Event of Default. No express
failure to enforce any Event of Default shall be deemed a
waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and all of the
provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of Default
on the part of the Contractor.

17. NOTICE, Any notice by a party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the
time of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United
States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses
given in blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended,
waived or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed
by the parties hereto and only after approval of such
amendment, waiver or discharge by the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire unless no
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such approval is required under the circumstances pursuant to
State law, rule or policy.

19, CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS.
This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective
successors and assigns. The wording used in this Agreement
is the wording chosen by the parties to express their mutual
intent, and no rule of construction shall be applied against or
in favor of any party.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit.

21. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement
are for reference purposes only, and the words contained
therein shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or
aid in the interpretation, construction or meaning of the
provisions of this Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional provisions set
forth in the attached EXHIBIT C are incorporated herein by
reference. :

23. SEVERABILITY, In the event any of the provisions of
this Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to
be contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining
provisions of this Agreement will remain in full force and
effect. :

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may
be executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall

TMDE Certification Labs, Inc. (Contractor) of Richmond, ME is being contracted by the
Department of Safety, Division of State Police Communications Maintenance (State) to
provide certification and repair of Decatur radar units. The location and times to
complete the work will be scheduled between the vendor and the respective Troop
Commanders or department designee,

Prior approval from the Support Services Bureau Commander or their department
designee is required for all off site repairs to radar units.

Any repair and return to service which would be greater than two (2) weeks will be
communicated to the Commander of Support Services or their department designee
explaining the additional time required to complete the repair.

The contractor will be responsible for all costs regarding off-site repairs of equipment to
include shipping and insurance costs. The state may provide delivery of the equipment to
the contractor depending on the location of the repair.

The contractor will provide a new certification sheet for both the assigned Trooper and
their Troop Commander or department designee upon certification of each radar unit and
respective tuning fork, These documents must be computer generated and able to be
presented in a court of law as evidence of certifications and repairs.

REPAIR WORK:

Repair work completed on site will not exceed ($250.). On site repairs exceeding this
amount require prior approval from the Support Services Bureau Commander or

department designee.

Prior approval from the Support Services Bureau Commander or department designee is
required for all off site repairs to radar units. Each repair will require a written quote
describing the scope of work and the cost for the repair. Quotes should be emailed to the
Support Services Bureau attention the purchasing assistant before the repair work begins.

The vendor will provide a list of repairs, replacement parts, and cost of labor per hour(s)
for each radar unit serviced.

In the event any radar unit is deemed “non-repairable,” due to the cost to repair vs. cost to
replace, the Support Services Bureau will be notified.

Any “bench work” required on the radars while being certified will be documented.
