REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to enter into a SOLE SOURCE amendment
(PO# 1042289) with The Nature Conservancy, New Hampshire Chapter (VC #177785-B002),
Concord, NH, for the Development of a Tidal Stream Crossing Assessment Protocol, by increasing the
agreement amount by $27,625 from $56,650 to $84,275, extending the completion date from May, 31,
2016 to May 31, 2017, and modifying the scope of services to include additional work tasks, effective
upon Governor and Council approval. The original agreement was approved by Governor and Council
on February 25, 2015, Item #49. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

This Amendment is considered SOLE SOURCE because it represents a greater than ten percent
increase in the original grant amount. Through diligent execution of the original agreement, The
Nature Conservancy, New Hampshire Chapter (TNC) has acquired knowledge specific to NH’s stream
crossing assessment procedures and data management standards of the Statewide Asset Database
Exchange System (SADES). Selecting another grantee to complete the work would be logistically and
financially untenable. TNC was originally selected through a competitive grant solicitation in 2014 by
the New Hampshire Coastal Program (NHCP) to prepare design plans and permits for the replacement
of a tidal culvert on Lubberland Creek in Newmarket, as well as to initiate the development of NH’s
Tidal Stream Crossing Assessment Protocol (Protocol). DES is requesting this amendment to build
upon the scope of the original agreement for development of the Protocol by adding tasks, funding, and
extending the completion date. This amendment will allow TNC to coordinate with partners, test the
Protocol, and finalize methods. A copy of the original agreement is included as Attachment B.

In NH., there are approximately 100 tidal stream crossings including bridges, culverts, and tide gates on
roadways. Although few in number, tidal stream crossings have a considerable impact on the
ecological integrity of existing salt marsh. Culvert assessment protocols are established and are being

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implemented in freshwater systems throughout New Hampshire; however, existing freshwater
protocols are not applicable for the tidal environment. Through Section 309 of the Coastal Zone
Management Act (CZMA), NHCP has developed a five year plan to assess all tidal stream crossings in
NH with a goal of characterizing their condition and ecological impact, as well as identifying high
priority replacement projects based on a selection of ecosystem, hazard mitigation and climate
resiliency evaluation criteria.

In 2015, through a grant from DES, TNC spearheaded the development of the Protocol by convening a
local technical advisory committee composed of: NHCP, UNH Jackson Estuarine Laboratory, NH
Department of Transportation, NH Fish and Game Department, and NHDES Geological Survey. In
addition, feedback on the conceptual Protocol was garnered from 45 regional experts during a Tidal
Stream Crossing Assessment Workshop convened in Portsmouth, NH on September 10, 2015.

Finalization of the Protocol will involve extensive coordination with the aforementioned local
technical advisory committee, as well as with Regional Planning Commissions, municipalities, the
Climate Adaptation Workgroup (CAW) and the Statewide Stream Crossing Advisory committee. The
key goals of this coordination are to ensure that the Protocol is based on best available science, to
foster participation by relevant stakeholders and to conform to database and data capture standards
established by the Statewide Asset Database Exchange System (SADES).

The revised total project costs are budgeted at $128,321. DES will provide $84,275 of the project
costs through a federal grant. The Nature Conservancy will provide a total of $44,046 in matching
funds.

In the event that Federal Funds become no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to
support the project. This agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to
form, execution and content.

Agreement for Services with The Nature Conservancy, New Hampshire Chapter
Amendment No. 1

This Agreement (hereinafter called “Amendment No. 17°) is by and between the State of New
Hampshire, acting by and through its Department of Environmental Services (hereinafter referred to as
the “State”) and The Nature Conservancy, New Hampshire Chapter (hereinafter referred to as the
“Grantee™).

WHEREAS, pursuant to a Grant Agreement (hereinafter called the “Agreement”) approved by
the Governor and Council on February 25, 2015 (Item #49), the Grantee agreed to perform certain
services upon the terms and conditions specified in the Agreement, and in consideration of payment by
the State of certain sums as specified therein; and

WHEREAS, the Grantee and the State have agreed to amend the Agreement in certain respects;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, and the covenants and conditions
contained in the Agreement, and set forth herein, the parties do herby agree as follows:

1) Amendment and Modification of the Agreement: The Agreement is hereby amended as follows:

(A) The Completion Date as set forth in Item 1.6 of the Agreement shall be changed from May
31,2016 to May 31, 2017.

(B) The Grant Limitation as set forth in Item 1.8 of the Agreement shall be increased by $27,625
from $56,650 to $84,275.

(C) The Scope of Services as set forth in Exhibit A shall be amended to include the following
additional tasks:

Task 4.0:  Prepare a draft Tidal Crossing Assessment Protocol (Protocol). The Protocol
will include procedures for field and desktop analyses to characterize the
condition of tidal crossings and to identify high priority replacement projects
based on a selection of ecosystem, hazard mitigation and climate resiliency
evaluation criteria.

Task 5.0: Interagency Coordination and Stakeholder Engagement.

Task 5.1: Reconvene technical advisory committee to test the draft Protocol
in the field.

Task 5.2: Convene with the Statewide Stream Crossing Advisory Team to
discuss the draft Protocol.

Task 5.3: Convene a meeting with representatives from municipalities,
planning commissions, state agencies, and local stakeholders to
discuss implementation of the Protocol.

Task 5.4: Reconvene with regional partners also involved with tidal crossing
assessment, including: North Atlantic Landscape Conservation
Cooperative, Gulf of Maine Council on the Marine Environment,

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and the Northeast Region Ocean Council to discuss the draft
Protocol.

Task 5.5: Coordinate with the Department of Environmental Services to
determine data management strategies for the tidal crossing
assessment project.

Task 6.0: Finalize Tidal Crossing Assessment Protocol. The final Protocol shall
include a summary of management objectives, assessment parameters, and
evaluation criteria, as well as datasheets and Protocol instructions.

(D) The Progress Report submission schedule as set forth in Exhibit A shall be amended, as
follows:

Prepare and submit two (2) electronic semi-annual Progress Reports to NHDES Coastal
Program in .pdf format. The first progress report shall summarize project activity during
the period from amendment approval through June 30, 2016 and is due by July 15, 2016.
The second progress report shall summarize project activity during the period July 1,
2016 to December 31, 2016 and is due by January 13, 2017. These progress reports
should be concise and should not exceed a couple of paragraphs.

(E) The Final Report submission deadline as set forth in Exhibit A shall be changed from July 15,
2016 to July 14, 2017.

(F) The Grant Award amount as set forth in Exhibit B shall be increased by $27,625 from
$56,650 to $84,275.

(G) The match commitment as set forth in Exhibit B remains unchanged and subject to the
original Completion Date of May 31, 2016. No additional matching funds are required

Effective Date of Amendment: This amendment shall take effect upon the date of approval of this
Amendment by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire.

Continuance of Agreement: Except as specifically amended and modified by the terms and
conditions of this Amendment, the Agreement, and the obligations of the parties thereunder, shall
remain in full force and effect in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth therein.

EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Coastal Program (NHCP) issued a request for letters of intent (LOI) for
potential coastal resilience technical assistance projects in the fall of 2014. The LOIs were used to
select applicants with projects warranting further development, who were then asked to develop full
scopes of work with Coastal Program staff. Eight eligible LOIs were received and ranked based on
selection criteria, which included how closely the project aligned with the following: informing
communities about the threats of coastal hazards; developing projects that reduce future damage from
coastal hazards; and implementing projects that have been identified in a polluted runoff management
plan. Three LOIs were selected to develop full scopes of work for funding, including the L.OI
submitted by The Nature Conservancy.

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The Nature Conservancy will complete two distinct, yet complementary tasks to proceed in
parallel. The first task is to complete design, engineering and environmental permitting for the
replacement of a perched and undersized culvert on Bay Road in Newmarket. The ultimate purpose of
this task is to restore aquatic connectivity at the interface of tidal and freshwater habitat of Lubberland
Creek salt marsh, Great Bay estuary’s second largest contiguous salt marsh and documented exemplary
natural community. The project will also seck to remediate the flood hazard of this stream crossing,
which overtops during major {lood events and thereby compromises public safety and contributes

excess sediments and nutrients to Great Bay.

In addition, The Nature Conservancy will convene regional experts to assist in the development
of a field assessment protocol for tidal culverts. Assessment protocols for freshwater culverts,
developed in 2009 to determine fluvial crosion hazard and aquatic organism passage, are widely used
throughout NH; however, they are not applicable for the tidal environment. Completion of this second
task by The Nature Conservancy will provide a set of recommended metrics to form the basis for a

tidal culvert assessment protocol.

Total project costs are budgeted at $100,696.25. DES will provide $56,650 of the project costs
through a federal grant. The Nature Conservancy will provide $44,046.25 in matching funds.

In the event that Federal Funds become no longer available, General Funds will not be
requested to support the project. This agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney

General as to form, execution and content.

10. CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT.

the State be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such
available or appropriated funds.

and the Grant Amount camed, to and including the date of termination.
12.2 In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these
general provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the
Statc shall entitle the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant
amount earned to and including the date of termination.

12.3 In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these
general provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the
State shall in no event relicve the Grantee from any and all liability for
damages sustained or incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee’s
breach of its obligations hercunder.

12.4 Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary,
cither the State or except where notice default has been given to the
Grantee hereunder, the Grantee, may terninate this Agreement without
cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.

13. CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member or employee
of the Grantee and no representative, officer of employec of the State
of New Hampshire or of the governing body of the locality or localitics
in which the Project is to be performed, who exercises any functions or
responsibilitics in the review or approval of the undertaking or carrying
out of such Project, shall participate in any decision relating fo this
Agreement which affects his or her personal interests or the interest of
any corporation, parinership, or association in which he or she is
directly or indirectly interested, nor shall he or she have any personal
or pecuniary interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement or the
proceeds thereof.

14. GRANTEE'S RELATION TOQ THE STATE. In the
performance of this Agreement, the Grantee, its cmployees, and any
subcontractor or subgrantee of the Grantee are in all respects
independent contractors, and are neither agents nor employees of the
State. Neither the Grantee nor any of its officers, employees, agents,
members, subcontractors or subgrantees, shall have authority to bind
the State nor are they entitled to any of the bencefits, workmen's
compensation or emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

Grantee of Subcontractor, or subgrantee or other agent of the Grantee.

Scope of Services

The Nature Conservancy will perform the following tasks as described in the detailed task
description titled: Implementing Phase I of the Lubberland Creek Culvert Restoration and Initiating
the Development of NH’s Tidal Culvert Assessment Protocol, as submitted on October 31, 2014.

Task 1.0 Design and Permit a Culvert Replacement at Lubberland Creek and Bay Road,

Newmarket, New Hampshire,

Task 1.1 Conduct topographic survey.

Task 1.2 Conduct geotechnical analysis.

Task 1.3 Complete Hydrology and Hydraulics (H&H) study. The H&H study will evaluate
both the industry standard (e.g. TR-20 or other) and the Northeast Regional
Climate Center precipitation model for the alternatives analysis. The hydrology
shall also consider sea level rise projections for the design life of the proposed
culvert replacement.

Task 1.4 Conduct an alternatives analysis.

Task 1.5 “100% Complete Design Plans.” The design plan process should accommodate for
review by project partners at ‘90% Complete.’

Task 1.6 Pursue and obtain compliance authorization from necessary agencies including, but
not limited to: NH DES Wetlands Bureau, NH Natural Heritage Bureau, and NH
Division of Historical Resources.

Task 1.7 Complete technical specifications.

Tasks 2.0 Conduct Pre-Restoration Monitoring at the Lubberland Creek Culvert Site.

Task 2.1. Establish long-term vegetation monitoring plots and conduct baseline vegetation
monitoring. Submit monitoring data to NHDES Coastal Program.
Task 2.2 Conduct fish community monitoring. Submit monitoring data to NHDES Coastal

Program.

Task 3.0 Initiate the Development of NH’s Tidal Culvert Assessment Protocol.

Task 3.1 Coordinate a project kick-off meeting between TNC and the NHDES Coastal
Program to identify key project partners and stakeholders.

Task 3.2 Identify an appropriate non-tidal culvert assessment protocol, such as the NHDES
Geological Survey’s, that a tidal culvert assessment protocol will supplement.

Task 3.3 Summarize tidal culvert assessment key concepts relevant to the development of a
field-based tidal assessment protocol. Sources of information to include existing
literature, computer models, expert interviews, non-tidal culvert assessment
standards and implemented tidal restriction restoration projects.

Task 3.4 Coordinate and facilitate two partner and stakeholder meetings to (1) gather input
on tidal culvert assessment key concepts and (2) develop a set of recommended
metrics to form the basis for a tidal culvert assessment protocol.

Task 3.5 Test recommended metrics at three or four tidal road crossing sites.
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Task 3.6 Provide meeting summaries and final recommendations to the NHDES Coastal
Program.

Funding Credit: All work products intended for public distribution, including websites, flyers,
newsletters, signage etc., shall include the logos of the sponsoring agencies as follows: NOAA,
NHDES Coastal Program, and NHDES. Additionally, all work products intended for public
distribution shall include the following funding credit statement: “This project was funded, in part,
by NOAA's Office for Coastal Management under the Coastal Zone Management Act in
conjunction with the NH Department of Environmental Services Coastal Program.”

Progress Reports: Prepare and submit two (2) electronic semi-annual Progress Reports to NHDES
Coastal Program in .pdf format. The first progress report shall summarize project activity during the
period from the start of the project through June 30, 2015 and is due by July 13, 2015. The second
progress report shall summarize project activity during the period July 1, 2015 to December 31,
2015 and is due by January 11, 2016. These progress reports should be concise and should not

exceed a couple of paragraphs.

Final Report: Prepare and submit a Final Report to NHDES Coastal Program by July 15, 2016. An
electronic copy of the Final Report shall be submitted in .pdf format. The final report shall describe
all project activity. The funding credit language quoted in “Funding Credit” above shall appear on
the final report along with the logos of sponsoring agencies (NHDES, NHDES Coastal Program &

NOAA). |

Final Financial Report: Prepare and submit a Final Financial Summary no later than 45 days
following the completion of this agreement.
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Exhibit B
Method of Payment and Contract Price

The State shall pay to the Grantee the total reimbursable program costs in accordance with the
following requirements:

Reimbursement requests for program costs shall be made by the Grantee using a payment request
form as supplied by State, which shall be completed and signed by the Grantee. The payment
request form shall be accompanied by proper supporting documentation in the amount of each
requested disbursement and required matching funds. Documentation of reimbursable and matching
costs may include invoices for supplies, equipment, services, contractual services, and a report of
personnel, travel and indirect costs. For projects that demonstrate progress solely through the
submission of interim progress reports, payments shall be made upon receipt, review and approval
of the interim progress report and accompanying payment request form. Pre-agreement costs may
be reimbursed or counted as matching funds as long as those costs were incurred within the
effective period of the federal grant and after State approval of the project.

Agreement are hereby adopted in full force and effect to the relationship between this Department and

the grantee.

CFR part 28 and OMB Circular A-87 which prohibit the use of federal grant funds to influence (or attempt

A “payment
bond” is one executed in connection with a contract to assure payment as required by law of all persons
supplying labor and material in the execution of the work provided for in the contract.
