REQUESTED ACTION

Approve Cristina and Gregory Lukas' request to perform the following work on Lake
Winnipesaukee, in Alton. File # 2016-00368. This project will not have significant impact on or
adversely affect the values of Lake Winnipesaukee.

Fill 720 sq. ft. to construct a 42 linear ft., straight, breakwater beginning 6 ft. off the shoreline
with a 4 ft. x 40 ft. cantilevered pier, connected to a 6 ft. x 35 ft. piling pier by a 6 ft. x 12 ft. walkway
in a "U" configuration on an average of 102 ft. of frontage along Lake Winnipesaukee on Barndoor
Island, in Alton.

The Department imposed the following conditions as part of this approval:

1. All work shall be in accordance with plans by Folsom Design Group dated January 18, 2016, as
received by DES on February 11, 2016.

2. This permit is not valid and effective until it has been recorded with the appropriate county
Registry of Deeds by the applicant. Prior to starting work under this permit, the permittee
shall submit a copy of the recorded permit to the DES Wetlands Program by certified mail,
return receipt requested.

3. All development activities associated with this project shall be conducted in compliance with
applicable requirements of RSA 483-B and N.H. Code of Administrative Rules Env-Wq 1400
during and after construction.

4. Work authorized shall be carried out such that there are no discharges in or to spawning or
nursery areas during spawning seasons. Impacts to such areas shall be avoided or minimized
to the maximum extent practicable during all other times of the year.

5. Work shall be carried out in a time and manner to avoid disturbances to migratory waterfowl
breeding and nesting areas.

6. Appropriate turbidity controls shall be installed prior to construction, shall be maintained
during construction such that no turbidity escapes the immediate dredge area and shall remain
in place until suspended particles have settled and water at the work site has returned to normal
clarity.

7. No portion of breakwater as measured at normal full lake (Elev. 504.32) shall extend more than
50 ft. from normal full lake shoreline.

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8. The breakwater shall not exceed 3 ft. in height (Elev. 507.32 ft.) over the normal high water
line (Elev. 504.32 ft.).

9. The width as measured at the top of the breakwater (Elev. 507.32 ft.) shall not exceed 3 ft.

10. This facility is permitted with the condition that future maintenance dredging, if needed, shall
not be permitted more frequently than once every 6 years, and that a new permit shall be
required for each dredge activity.

11. The owner understands and accepts the risk that if this facility requires dredging to maintain a
minimum slip depth of 3 ft. more frequently than once every 6 years, or is shown to have an
adverse impact on abutting frontages, it shall be subject to removal.

12. Pilings shall be spaced a minimum of 12 ft. apart as measured piling center to piling center.

EXPLANATION

The DES Wetlands Bureau approved this project on March 18, 2016. DES supported its
decision with the following findings:

1. This project is classified as a major project per Rule Env-Wt 303.02(j), construction of a
breakwater.

2. The construction of a breakwater to provide safe docking at this site is justified in accordance
with Rule Env-Wt 402.07, Breakwaters.

3. The applicant has an average of 102 ft. of frontage along Barndoor Island, on Lake
Winnipesaukee, in Alton.

4. A maximum of 2 slips may be permitted on this frontage per Rule Env-Wt 402.13, Frontage
Over 75"

5. The proposed docking facility will provide 2 slips as defined per RSA 482-A and, therefore,
meets Rule Env-Wt 402.13.

6. Public hearing is waived with the finding that the project impacts will not significantly impair
the resources of Lake Winnipesaukee.

Application file documents are being forwarded to the Governor and Executive Council in
connection with their consideration of this matter pursuant to RSA 482-A:3,11.(a) as it is a major
project in public waters of the state.
