REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Transportation to enter into a contract with B.U.R. Construction, LLC
(Vendor 165907) of Belmont, NH on the basis of a low bid of $318,947.00 for bridge rehabilitation
work on NH Route 25 over the Connecticut River in the Towns of Piermont, NH and Bradford VT, from
the date of Governor and Council approval through October 20, 2017 unless extended by the
Department in accordance with the Standard Specifications. 100% Federal Funds.

2. Further authorize that a contingency in the amount of $31,894.70 be approved for payment of latent
conditions, which may appear during the construction of the project. The contingency requested is 10%
of the contract amount.

EXPLANATION

This project is part of the State’s Ten Year Transportation Improvement Plan under the Bridge — Tier 3-
4 — Maintenance and Preservation (BRDG-T3/4-M&P) programmatic program. This project consists of
bridge preservation work on NH Route 25 over the Connecticut River (Br. No. 032/103), a 355’ long
High Truss in the Towns of Piermont, NH and Bradford, VT. The work begins approximately 25 feet
before the NH abutment (away from the Connecticut River) and continues 405’ across the bridge into
Vermont. The scope of work includes resurfacing the partially filled steel grid bridge deck to preserve
the bridge deck. The project will also replace the expansion joint, which is at the NH abutment.
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The existing bridge, built in 1929, is a 355 single span High Truss structure with a steel grid deck
installed in 1993 that is concrete filled. The bridge’s current condition rating is Deck: 6, Superstructure:
6, Substructure: 7. Addressing the deck will improve rideability and preserve the deck.

The Contingency amount is proposed to be 10%. This work includes the rehabilitation of the bridge,
which typically has higher risks of costs and quantity overruns due to the nature of the rehabilitation
work and the inability to accurately quantify the extent of deck repairs. There is also a risk that removal
of the overlay will unavoidably remove material within the grid, which could lead the Contractor to use
more overlay material than anticipated.

Although the bid costs exceeded the Department’s estimate by 25%, the low bid is felt to be reasonable
for the work involved as there were 6 bids submitted for this project. The preservation work utilized a
relatively new type of deck overlay material (polyester polymer concrete). The contractors have limited
experience with the material and this resulted in bid prices being higher than the Department’s estimate.
Readvertising this project would result, in our opinion, in higher prices and prevent the completion of
the work in a timely manner. The Department considers it to be in the best interest of the State to accept
this bid to accomplish these needed repairs.

The Contractor has been prequalified by this Department. The Contract has been approved by the
Attorney General as to form and execution, and the Department has certified that the necessary funds are
available and the bid reasonably conforms to the engineer’s estimate in accordance with State procedure.
Copies of the fully executed contract are on file at the Secretary of State’s Office and the Department of
Administrative Service’s Office, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on file at the
Department of Transportation.

This is an interstate bridge with Vermont responsible for project costs of $35,084.17. This project
funding is 80% Federal Funding with anticipated utilization of Turnpike Toll Credits as the 20% State
match, (NH owns 89% of the bridge, Vermont’s contribution is 11%), effectively using 100% Federal
Funds.

A copy of the Tabulation of Bids received for this project is attached along with the Contract
Supplemental Sheet and a map indicating the location of the project.

SUPPLEMENTAL PROJECT INFORMATION SHEET

DESCRIPTION: This project consists of bridge rehabilitation work on NH Route 25 over the
Connecticut River (Br. No. 032/103), a 355’ long High Truss in the Towns of Piermont, NH and
Bradford, VT. The work begins approximately 25 feet before the NH abutment (away from the
Connecticut River) and continues 405° across the bridge into Vermont. The scope of work includes
resurfacing the partially filled steel grid bridge deck to preserve the bridge deck. The project will also
replace the expansion joint, which is at the NH abutment.

FEDERAL FUNDING: 80% Federal Funding with anticipated utilization of Turnpike Toll Credits as
the 20% match. (NH owns 89% of the bridge, Vermont’s contribution is 11%).

CONTINGENCY: The Contingency amount is proposed to be 10%. This work includes the
rehabilitation of the bridge, which typically has higher risks of costs and quantity overruns due to the
nature of the rehabilitation work and the inability to accurately quantify the extent of deck repairs.
There is also a risk that removal of the overlay will unavoidably remove material within the grid, which
could lead the Contractor to use more overlay material than anticipated.

PROJECT INITIATED: Bridge — Tier 3-4 — Maintenance and Preservation (BRDG-T3/4-M&P).

PROJECT EXPLANATION: The existing bridge, built in 1929, is a 355° single span High Truss
structure with a steel grid deck installed in 1993 that is concrete filled. The bridge’s current condition
rating is Deck: 6, Superstructure: 6, Substructure: 7. Addressing the deck will improve rideability and

preserve the deck.

TRAFFIC IMPLICATION: The project proposes two weeks of alternating two-way traffic to remove
the existing expansion joint during construction hours only. 19 days of total bridge closure for deck
resurfacing and expansion joint installation are also required. Detour signing will be placed in NH and

VT.
Southern detour is via NH 25A bridge in Orford, NH and is 14 miles (19 minutes) roundtrip.

Northern detour is via the Newbury Road in Haverhill, NH and is 17.5 miles (25 minutes) roundtrip.

An Incentive/Disincentive clause has been authorized to minimize the closure period.
