REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to enter into a SOLE SOURCE agreement with the
Strafford Regional Planning Commission (VC #155570), Rochester, NH, in the amount of $12,500 to provide
planning technical assistance to member coastal communities, effective as of July 1, 2019 through June 30,
2020, upon Governor and Council approval. The funding source is 100% Federal Funds.

Funding is available in the account as follows. Funding for FY 2020 is contingent upon continuing
appropriation and availability of funds.

EXPLANATION

This award is SOLE SOURCE because the Strafford Regional Planning Commission is the only entity that
provides municipal planning services to its twelve member coastal communities. The New Hampshire Coastal
Program (NHCP) annual program budget includes local technical planning assistance funds for the Natural
Resources Outreach Coalition (NROC), the Seabrook Hamptons Estuaries Alliance (SHEA), and the two
Regional Planning Agencies - Rockingham Planning Commission (RPC) and Strafford Regional Planning
Commission (SRPC) - that serve communities located in the coastal zone. These funds were specifically
targeted for technical assistance to support partnerships with NROC, SHEA, RPC, and SRPC on environmental
issues of common concern where the planning agencies can broaden the NHCP's expertise and outreach to
communities throughout the coastal region. The NHCP Technical Assistance contracts have been part of the
overall NOAA approved program and annual work plans for the past twenty years. NHCP staff meets annually
with the directors and staff of the technical assistance grantees to develop program priorities and annual work
programs for inclusion in the annual NHCP budget. All four organizations provide professional planning
assistance and services to municipal planning boards and staff in the communities they serve.

The purpose of this agreement is to support the SRPC in its provision of technical planning assistance to its
member coastal communities. Funds will be used to 1) participate on the NH Coastal Adaptation Workgroup
(CAW) 2) work with partners to provide technical assistance to coastal communities in the SRPC region on
climate resilience, floodplain mitigation, and/or stormwater management, and 3) complete public outreach and
engagement about efforts conducted under this contract in partnership with NHCP.

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2. EMPLOYMENT OF CONTRACTOR/SERVICES TO

BE PERFORMED. The State of New Hampshire, acting
through the agency identified in block l.I ("State"), engages
contractor identified in block 1.3 ("Contractor") to perform,
and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of goods, or
both, identified and more particularly described in the attached
EXHIBIT A which is incorporated herein by reference
("Services").

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if
applicable, this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties
hereunder, shall become effective on the date the Governor
and Executive Council approve this Agreement as indicated in
block 1.18, unless no such approval is required, in which case
the Agreement shall become effective on the date the
Agreement is signed by the State Agency as shown in block
1.14 ("Effective Date").
3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the
Effective Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior
to the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the
Contractor, and in the event that this Agreement does not
become effective, the State shall have no liability to the
Contractor, including without limitation, any obligation to pay
the Contractor for any costs incurred or Services performed.
Contractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation
of funds, and in no event shall the State be liable for any
payments hereunder in excess of such available appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of
appropriated funds, the State shall have the right to withhold
payment until such funds become available, if ever, and shall
have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such termination. The State
shall not be required to transfer funds from any other account
to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the event funds in that

Account are reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/

PAYMENT.

5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of
payment are identified and more particularly described in
EXHIBIT B which is incorporated herein by reference.
5.2 The payment by the State of the contract price shall be the
only and the complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all
expenses, of whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the
performance hereof, and shall be the only and the complete
compensation to the Contractor for the Services. The State
shall have no liability to the Contractor other than the contract
price.
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5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement
those liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA
80:7 through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law.
5.4 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in
no event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually
made hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block
1.8.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS

AND REGULATIONS/ EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all statutes, laws, regulations,
and orders of federal, state, county or municipal authorities
which impose any obligation or duty upon the Contractor,
including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal opportunity
laws. This may include the requirement to utilize auxiliary
aids and services to ensure that persons with communication
disabilities, including vision, hearing and speech, can
communicate with, receive information from, and convey

information to the Contractor. In addition, the Contractor

shall comply with all applicable copyright laws.
6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall
not discriminate against employees or applicants for
employment because of race, color, religion, creed, age, sex,
handicap, sexual orientation, or national origin and will take
affirmative action to prevent such discrimination.
6.3 If this Agreement is funded in any part by monies of the
United States, the Contractor shall comply with all the
provisions of Executive Order No. 11246 ("Equal
Employment Opportunity"), as supplemented by the
regulations of the United States Department of Labor (41
C.F.R. Part 60), and with any rules, regulations and guidelines
as the State of New Hampshire or the United States issue to
implement these regulations. The Contractor further agrees to
permit the State or United States access to any of the
Contractor's books, records and accounts for the purpose of
ascertaining compliance with all rules, regulations and orders,
and the covenants, terms and conditions of this Agreement.

7. PERSONNEL ^
7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all
personnel necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor
warrants that all personnel engaged in the Services shall be
qualified to perform the Services, and shall be properly
licensed and otherwise authorized to do so under all applicable
laws.

7.2 Unless otherwise authorized in writing, during the term of
this Agreement, and for a period of six (6) months af\er the
Completion Date in block 1.7, the Contractor shall not hire,
and shall not permit any subcontractor or other person, firm or
corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort to
perform the Services to hire, any person who is a State
employee or official, who is materially involved in the
procurement, administration or performance of this

Agreement. This provision shall survive termination of this
Agreement.

7.3 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or his or
her successor, shall be the State's representative. In the event
of any dispute concerning the interpretation of this Agreement,
the Contracting Officer's decision shall be final for the State.

8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of defoult hereunder

("Event of Default"):
8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on
schedule;
8.1.2 fiiilure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or
8.1.3 feilure to perform any other covenant, term or condition

of this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Defeult, the State
may take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:
8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event
of Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the
absence of a greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30)
days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is
not timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two
(2) days after giving the Contractor notice of termination;
8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event
of Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the
period from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determines that the Contractor has cured the Event of Default

shall never be paid to the Contractor;
8.2.3 set off against any other obligations the State may owe to
the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of any
Event of Default; and/or
8.2.4 treat the Agreement as breached and pursue any of its
remedies at law or in equity, or both.

9. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/

PRESERVATION.

9.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "data" shall mean all
information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulae,iSurveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses,
graphic representations, computer programs, computer
printouts, notes, letters, memoranda, papers, and documents,
all whether finished or unfinished.

9.2 All data and any property which has been received from
the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon
termination of this Agreement for any reason.
9.3 Confidentla.lity of data shall be governed by N.H. RSA
chapter 91 -A or other existing law. Disclosure of data
requires prior written approval of the State.
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10. TERMINATION. In the event of an early termination of
this Agreement for any reason other than the completion of the
Services, the Contractor shall deliver to the Contracting
Officer, not later than fifteen (15) days after the date of
termination, a report ("Termination Report") describing in
detail all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to
and including the date of termination. The form, subject
matter, content, and number of copies of the Termination
Report shall be identical to those of any Final Report
described in the attached EXHIBIT A.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In

the performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all
respects an independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor
an employee of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to

bind the State or receive any benefits, workers' compensation
or other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice and
consent of the State. None of the Services shall be

subcontracted by the Contractor without the prior written
notice and consent of the State.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall defend,
indemnify and hold harmless the State, its officers and
employees, from and against any and all losses suffered by the
State, its officers and employees, and any and all claims,
liabilities or penalties asserted against the State, its officers
and employees, by or on behalf of any person, on account of,
based or resulting from, arising out of (or which may be
claimed to arise out oO tbe acts or omissions of the
Contractor. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the

sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby
reserved to the State. This covenant in paragraph 13 shall
survive the termination of this Agreement.

14. INSURANCE.

14.1 The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, obtain and
maintain in force, and shall require any subcontractor or
assignee to obtain and maintain in force, the following
insurance:

14.1.1 comprehensive general liability insurance against all
claims of bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts
of not less than $ 1,000,000per occurrence and $2,000,000
aggregate; and
14.1.2 special cause of loss coverage form covering all
property subject to subparagraph 9.2 herein, in an amount not
less than 80% of the whole replacement value of the property.
14.2 The policies described in subparagraph 14.1 herein shall
be on policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the
State of New Hampshire by the N.H. Department of
Insurance, and issued by insurers licensed in the State of New
Hampshire.

14.3 The Contractor shall fiimish to the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, a certificate(s)
of insurance for all insurance required under this Agreement.
Contractor shall also furnish to the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, certificate(s) of
insurance for all renewal(s) of insurance required under this
Agreement no later than thirty (30) days prior to the expiration
date of each of the insurance policies. The certificate(s) of
insurance and any renewals thereof shall be attached and are
incorporated herein by reference. Each certificate(s) of
insurance shall contain a clause requiring the insurer to
provide the Contracting Officer identified in block 1.9, or his
or her successor, no less than thirty (30) days prior written
notice of cancellation or modification of the policy.

15. WORKERS'COMPENSATION.

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees,
certifies and warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with
or exempt from, the requirements ofN.H. RSA chapter 281-A
("Workers' Compensation").
15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the
requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A, Contractor shall
maintain, and require any subcontractor or assignee to secure
and maintain, payment of Workers' Compensation in
connection with activities which the person proposes to
undertake pursuant to this Agreement. Contractor shall
furnish the Contracting Officer identified in block 1.9, or his
or her successor, proof of Workers' Compensation in the
manner described in N.H. RSA chapter 281-A and any
applicable renewal(s) thereof, which shall be attached and are
incorporated herein by reference. The State shall not be
responsible for,payment of any Workers' Compensation
premiums or for any other claim or benefit for Contractor, or
any subcontractor or employee of Contractor, which might
arise under applicable State of New Hampshire Workers'
Compensation laws in connection with the performance of the
Services under this Agreement.

16. WAIVER OF BREACH. No failure by the State to
enforce any provisions hereof after any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of its rights with regard to that Event of
Default, or any subsequent Event of Default. No express
failure to enforce any Event of Default shall be deemed a
waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and all of the
provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of Default
on the part of the Contractor.

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the
time of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United
States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses
given in blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended,
waived or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed
by the parties hereto and only after approval of such
amendment, waiver or discharge by the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire unless no

such approval is required under the circumstances pursuant to
State law, rule or policy.

19. CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS.

' This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective
successors and assigns. The wording used in this Agreement
is the wording chosen by the parties to express their mutual
intent, and no rule of construction shall be applied against or
in favor of any party.

20. THdU) PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit.

21. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement

are for reference purposes only, and the words contained
therein shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or
aid In the interpretation, construction or meaning of the
provisions of this Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional provisions set
forth in the attached EXHIBIT C are incorporated herein by
reference.

23. SEVERABILITV. In the event any of the provisions of
this Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to
be contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining
provisions of this Agreement will remain in full force and
effect.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may
be executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall
be deemed an original, constitutes the entire Agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
Agreements and understandings relating hereto.

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Exhibit A

Scope of Services

The Strafford Regional Planning Commission (SRPC) will perform the following tasks:

Activity 1: Support SRPC staff participation in the Coastal Adaptation Workgroup
The Coastal Adaptation Workgroup (CAW) plays a central role in the SRPC region in
coordinating efforts to assist communities in responding to climate change risk. SRPC's
participation, as one of the CAW partners, is important for CAW's success, especially with
respect to the delivery of technical assistance to communities in the areas of land use planning
and hazard mitigation.

Task 1.1 - Attend full CAW group meetings {July I, 2019 through June 30, 2020)
SRPC staff will participate in at least four full CAW meetings every other month

Task 1.2 - Attend CAW outreach meetings {July 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020)
SRPC staff will participate in at least six CAW monthly outreach meetings

Task 1.3 — Attend CAW subcommittee meetings, workshops, and events {July 1, 2019
through June 30, 2020)
SRPC staff will participate in CAW subcommittee meetings as needed. SRPC staff will attend at
least one workshop, which helps communities learn about resilience and consider preparedness
strategies. SRPC will promote these workshops to municipal board members, volunteers, and
staff, as well as community organizations, business owners, residents, and topic-specific
audiences. SRPC and the NHCP will'consider the cost effectiveness and best use of time and

resources before attending or presenting at other CAW-related outreach events or requests as
needed.

Task 1.4 - Provide support for ongoing CAW initiatives {July 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020)
SRPC staff will provide updates about ongoing coastal resilience projects in NH's coastal
watershed, upcoming events, relevant news, and resources for communities. Special releases to
publicize climate adaptation events and new information will be sent out as needed. Cross-post
links about updates on the new CAW website and other social media platforms when
appropriate.

Activity 2: Local technical assistance for at least one municipality in the SRPC region
focused on climate resilience, floodplain mitigation, and/or stormwater management
SRPC staff will provide technical assistance to municipalities to incorporate climate resiliency,
floodplain mitigation, and/or improved stormwater management in local plans, policies and
procedures.

Task 2.1 - Local Technical Assistance {July 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020)
SRPC will provide climate resilience technical assistance within a coastal municipality, or non-
coastal community with NHCP approval, to advance a specific planning priority within that
community. This work will be planned and coordinated with other NHCP partners to avoid
duplication and maximize benefit. Planning scopes for local projects will be determined and
agreed upon by SRPC and NHCP no later than September 30, 2019.
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Task 2.2 - State Technical Assistance {July 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020)
SRPC will provide climate resilience technical assistance for ongoing statewide initiatives
including, but not limited to additional involvement and in the'Science and Technical Advisory
Panel Steering Committee and additional Science Advisors meetings, and participating on the
steering committee for the NHCP's fellowship project to conduct a policy needs assessment.

Activity 3: Public outreach and engagement
SRPC will work with the New Hampshire Coastal Program (NHCP) Coastal Resilience
Coordinator to develop at least one outreach product.

Task 3.1 — Develop outreach product. {July 1, 2019 through June 30, 2020)
SRPC staff, in partnership with members of CAW, UNH Cooperative Extension, and NH Sea
Grant, will implement an innovative outreach campaign to engage municipal stakeholders on a
specific coastal issue. Issues may include: coastal/riverine flooding, sea-level rise, stormwater
management, eel grass health, or oyster restoration efforts. Campaign strategies may include the
development of an education video, community event, interactive survey, art project, walking
tour, etc. All outreach materials shall include the NOAA, NHCP, and DBS logos. All press
releases and articles shall state that ""This project was funded, in part, by NOAA's Office for
Coastal Management under the Coastal Zone Management Act in conjunction with the NH
Department ofEnvironmental Services Coastal Program"

Activity 4: Reporting

Task 4.1 - Interim report #1 (December, 2019)
SRPC will prepare and submit an interim report that summarizes the work performed to date.

Task 4.2 - Final report (June, 2020)
SRPC will prepare and submit a final report that summarizes all of the work performed. Within
this report, SRPC will provide a comprehensive review of SRPC's involvement with CAW
efforts, and offer recommendations on ways to improve effectiveness.

Method of Payment and Contract Price

The State sha!l pay to the Contractor the total reimbursable program costs in accordance with the
following requirements:

Reimbursement requests for program costs shall be made by the Contractor using a payment
request form as supplied by the State, which shall be completed and signed by the Contractor.
The payment request form shall be accompanied by proper supporting documentation in the
amount of each requested disbursement and required matching funds. Documentation of
reimbursable and matching costs may include invoices for supplies, equipment, services,
contractual services, and a report of personnel, travel and indirect costs. For projects that
demonstrate progress solely through the submission of interim progress reports, payments shall
be made upon receipt, review and approval of the interim progress report and accompanying
payment request form.

The total reimbursement shall not exceed the grant award of $12,500. Matching funds provided
by the Contractor shall total at least $12,500 of non-federal cash and in-kind services.

Special Provisions

Federal Funds paid under this agreement are from a Contract Agreement to the State from the US
Department of Commerce (DOC), National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration under CFDA #
11.419. All applicable requirements, regulations, provisions, terms and conditions of this Federal
Contract Agreement are hereby adopted in full force and effect to the relationship between this
Department and the Contractor.

In addition to the General Provisions of Paragraph 1 through 24, the following provisions as
required by federal regulations apply to this Agreement:

I) Nondiscrimination. The Contractor shall comply with 15 CFR part 8 which prohibits discrimination
under any program or activity receiving DOC assistance on the b^is of race, color, national origin,
gender or handicap, and 15 CFR part 20 which prohibits discrimination based on age.
