REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to award a Drinking Water and Groundwater Trust
Fund grant to the South Main Street Water District (VC# 157856-BOOl),- Warren, NH in the amount not

to exceed $75,200 for Installation of a nevv supply well under the provisions of RSA 485:F, effective upon
Governor & Council approval through June 1, 2021. 100% Drinking Water and Groundwater Trust Fund.

EXPLANATION

The Drinking Water and Groundwater Trust Fund was created in 2016 using MtBE using $276 million of

MtBE trial judgement funds, as authorized by RSA 485-F. The purpose of the Trust Fund is to provide

sustainable, long-term funding for the protection, preservation, and enhancement of the drinking water'

and groundwater resources of the state. The Drinking Water and Groundwater Advisory Commission

was established to administer the Trust Fund and to provide guidance to the State on the use of the

Trust Fund. .

On September 21, 2020, the Advisory Corhmission voted to authorize $75,200 as a grant to the South

Main Street Water District for the emergency installation of a gravel packed well to replace two supply

wells with significant decline in yield that forced the District to have bulk water delivered. The project
includes installation and connection of the new well to the existing infrastructure and distribution

system. In the event that grant funds no longer become available. General funds will not be requested

to support this program. This agreement has been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form,

substance and execution.

The New Hampshire Public Risk Management Exchange (Primex') Is organized under the New Hampshire Revised Statutes Annotated. Chapter 5-6,
Pooled Risk Management Programs. In accordance with those statutes, its Trust Agreement and bylaws, Primex' is authorized to provide pooled risk
management programs established for the benefit of political subdivisions in the State of New Hampshire.

Each member of Primex' is entitled to the categories of coverage set forth below. In addition, Primex' may extend the same coverage to non-members.
However, any coverage extended to a non-member is subject to all of the terms, conditions, exclusions, amendments, rules, policies and procedures
that are applicable to the members of Primex', including but not limited to the final and binding resolution of all claims and coverage disputes before the
Primex' Board of Trustees. The Additional Covered Party's per occurrence limit shall t>e deemed included in the Member's per occurrence limit, and
therefore shall reduce the Member's lirrtit of liability as set forth by the Coverage Documents and Declarations. The limit shovm may have been reduced
by claims pakJ on behalf of the member. General Liability coverage is limited to Coverage A (Personal Injury Liability) and Coverage B (Property
Damage Liability) only. Coverage's C (Public Officials Errors and Omissions). D (Un^ir Employment Practices), E (Employee Benefit Uabi%) and F
(Educator's Legal Liability Claims-Made Coverage) are excluded from this provision of coverage.
