REQUESTED ACTION

Approve the Town of Merrimack’s request to perform work on Naticook Lake in Merrimack as outlined below. This
request is pursuant to New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) file # 2020-01237. This project
will not have significant impact on, or adversely affect, the values of Naticook Lake:

Replace an existing 6 foot x 65 foot and 6 foot x 64 foot seasonal pier connected by a 6 foot x 80 foot connecting
walkway in a "U" configuration and accessed by a 6 foot x 6 foot wooden ramp, dredge approximately 150 cubic yards of
material from 5,665 square feet of lake bed to restore an existing public swimming area, replenish and perch an existing
public beach area along an average of 1,593 linear feet of frontage along Naticook Lake, in Merrimack.

The NHDES imposed the following conditions as part of this approval:

1. Inaccordance with Env-Wt 307.16, all work shall be done in accordance with the revised plans revision dated
October 16, 2020 by Merrimack Public Works, as received by the NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES)
on October 30, 2020. '

'2. This permit shall not be effective until it has been recorded in the Hillsborough County Registry of Deeds and a copy

of the recorded permit has been provided to the department as required pursuant to RSA 482-A:3, and Env-Wt

314.02.

All dredging activities shall meet all of the conditions listed in Rule Env-Wt 307.10(a) through (n).

4. In accordance with Env-Wt 307.10(d), dredged materials shall be disposed of out of jurisdictional areas, except clean
sand used exclusively for beach replenishment pursuant to Env-Wt 307.10(e).

5. All development activities associated with any project shall be conducted in compliance with applicable
requirements of RSA 483-B and Env-Wq 1400 during and after construction as required pursuant to RSA 483-B:3.

6. Pursuant to RSA 483-B:9, V, {a)(2)(d)(v), this permit does not authorize the removal of trees or saplings within the
waterfront buffer that would result in a tree and sapling point score below the minimum reqlired per RSA 483-B:9,
v, (a)(2)(D){iv).

7. Activities that produce suspended sediment in jurisdictional areas that provide value as bird migratory areas or fish
and shelifish spawning or nursery areas, shall be done so as to avoid and minimize discharges of dredged material or
placement of fill material during spawning or breeding seasons by using water quality protection techniques as
specified in Env-Wt 307 and timing of project as specified in Env-Wt 307.10(g) or (h), as applicabie.

8. Water quality control measures capable of minimizing erosion; collecting sediment and suspended and floating
materials; and filtering fine sediment shall be selected and implemented as appropriate based on the size and
nature of the project and the physical characteristics of the site, including slope, soil type, vegetative cover, and
proximity to jurisdictional areas as required pursuant to Env-Wt 307.03(c).

Work authorized shall be carried out in accordance with Env-Wt 307 such that appropriate turbidity controls are in
place to protect water quality, that no turbidity escapes the immediate dredge area, and that appropriate turbidity
controls shall remain until suspended particles have settled and water at the work site has returned to normal
clarity.

No activity shall be conducted in such a way as to cause or contribute to any violation of surface water quality
standards specified in RSA 485-A:8 or Env-Wq 1700; ambient groundwater quality standards established under RSA
485-C; limitations on activities in a sanitary protective area established under Env-Dw 302.10 or Env-Dw 305.10; or
any provision of RSA 485-A, Env-Wq 1000, RSA 483-B, or Env-Wq 1400 that protects water quality as required
pursuant to Env-Wt 307.03(a).

Pursuant to RSA 482-A:14, RSA 482-A:14-b, and RSA 482-A:14-c, the NHDES is authorized to take appropriate
compliance actions should it be determined that, based upon additional information which becomes available, any

. of the structures depicted as "existing" on the plans submitted by or on behalf of the permittee were not previously

permitted or grandfathered.

EXPLANATION

The NHDES approved this project on November 18, 2020. The NHDES supported its decision with the following findings:

1.

This is a major impact project per Administrative Rule Env-Wt 523.04{(c), dredging of more than 30 cubic yards in
public waters.

This project will improve the usefulness and reduce the environmental impacts of an existing public recreation
facility providing access to Naticook Lake.

The NHDES finds that because the project is not of significant public interest and will not significantly impair the
resources of Naticook Lake a public hearing under RSA 482-A:8 is not required.

The material to be removed from the lake bed consists of sediment eroded from the existing beach.

This project in combination with work approved in accordance with RSA 483-B to be conducted in adjacent
shorelands will reduce the erosion of materials into Naticook lake.

The NHDES finds that the project as proposed and conditioned meets the requirements of RSA 482-A and the
Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules Chapters Env-Wt 100 - 900. No waivers of RSA 482-A or the
Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules Chapters Env-Wt 100 - 900 were requested or approved under this
permit action.

Application file documents are being forwarded to the Governor and the Executive Council in connection with their
consideration of this matter pursuant to RSA 482-A:3, I){a), as it is a major project in public waters of the state.
