EXPLANATION

This project is part of the State's Ten Year Transportation Improvement Plan, under the Bridge-Tier 1-
Maintenance Preservation Program. This project involves bridge preservation response to stabilize the
following bridge from scour:

• Woodstock Br. No. 203/079,1-93 SB over Eastman Brook

Bridge inspections have showed this bridge to have e.xposed footings, undermined wings, missing stone
along the face of the wings, and scour holes.
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The proposed contingency amount is 10% of the contract amount. Excavation and rip-rap quantities were
estimated from field observations. The nature of the channel may have changed since these observations
were made. The potential for quantity overruns of these items exist.

The Contractor has been prequalifled by this Department. The Contract has been approved by the Attorney
General as to form and execution, and the Department has certified that the necessary funds are available and
the bid reasonably conforms to the engineer's estimate in accordance with State procedure. Copies of the
fully executed contract are on file at the Secretary of State's Office and the Department of Administrative
Service's Office, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on file at the Department of
Transportation.

This project funding is: 80% Federal (Bridge-TI-2-Maintenance-Preservation), with anticipated utilization
of Turnpike Toll Credits for the State's 20% match, effectively using 100% Federal Funds.
