EXPLANATION

The Office of Outdoor Recreation Industry Development (ORID) was established In HB-4. RSA 12-0:23 to
support New Hampshire's diverse outdoor economy. The office, which shall be responsible for
coordinating outdoor recreation policy, management and promotion among state and federal agencies
and local government entities, will be under the supervision of a classified director of the Office of
Outdoor Recreation Industry Development, who shall serve under the supervision of the commissioner.

ORID will promote economic development, recommend policies and initiatives to enhance amenities,
develop outcome-driven data, promote health and social benefits, and advance sustainable land
stewardship initiatives. Priorities of ORID will include workforce development strategies and solutions in
communities to the benefit of low and moderate income residents.

Federal funding from the Northern Borders Regional Commission will be used to support the office
activities and staffing. The agency anticipates future allocations from the Commission in future budget
years.

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer available. General Funds will not be requested to continue
the support of this program.
