The Department's authority to enter into Grant-ln-Aid agreements with non-profit snowmobile clubs is
outlined in RSA 215-C:39, VII (b). This agreement is for aiding the club in the maintenance of snowmobile
trails. This increase is due to three emergency trail re-routes caused by recent revocation of landowner
permissions. The re-routes are essential to keeping the club*s trail system open to public use. The club
does not have the financial means to complete this work without GIA assistance, especially since COVID
has been detrimental to their funding events.
