EXPLANATION

Funding in the amount of $420,000 is being provided to NHDES to provide assistance in the form of subawards to
disadvantaged and underserved water systems to address the most basic and fundamental need for water supply
capacity. The purpose of this request is to budget additional funds from the WIIN grant received after the closing
of the previous budget cycle. At the time the FY20/21 Operating budget was prepared, NHDES did not anticipate
receiving this level of funding. The Department will provide the required 45% match ($343,636) from the Drinking
Water and Groundwater Trust Fund approved by the Drinking Water and Groundwater Trust Fund Advisory
Commission on February 10, 2020.

Funds are being transferred between existing classes in order to provide the maximum amount in grant funding
to eligible small and disadvantaged water systems for resolving drinking water source issues. Existing staff will be

used to implement this grant program.

NHOES is requesting authorization to accept and expend additional WIIN grant funds and to budget these funds
as follows: ‘ A

Classes 041 Audit Fund Set Aside — 1/10 of 1% of the total grant award as required.

Class 072 Federal Grants — The funds in class 072 will be used to provide grants to small and disadvantaged
water systems that meet the required criteria outlined in the workplan approved by the U.S. Environmental

Protection Agency.

In the event that Federal funds are no longer available, General funds will not be requested to support this

program.
