REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to award a SOLE SOURCE grant to the

Gundalow Company (VC #159463-6001), Portsmouth, NH, in the amount of $25,000 to conduct an on

board environmental education series at locations in the Seacoast region, effective upon Governor and

Council approval through December 31, 2021.100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

This agreement is SOLE SOURCE because the nonprofit Gundalow Company is the only organization in
coastal New Hampshire that offers environmental education programs onboard a historic "floating

classroom" and whose mission is to protect the Piscataqua region's environment and maritime heritage.

The Gundalow Company's programs connect history with contemporary coastal issues such as water

quality, habitat restoration, conservation and stewardship.

As part of its grant application to the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NCAA), the
NHDES Coastal Program submits an annual work program which is reviewed and approved by NCAA. This

year's annual work program includes a task for environmental and maritime heritage education and
outreach; these funds are specifically targeted for on-board contemporary coastal issues education

programs. The NHDES Coastal Program grant funds Gundalow Company education programs that are

designed to increase environmental literacy and public awareness of key environmental indicators

affecting the water quality of the Great Bay Estuary as well as New Hampshire's history while under sail

onboard the Coast Guard certified replica gundalow, the Piscataqua.

The flat-bottomed gundalow would have been used during the 18th and early-19th century to haul freight
throughout the Piscataqua River and Great Bay tidal region of New Hampshire. The Gundalow Company

uses this vessel as a "floating classroom" to provide education to the general public. Additionally, the

Gundalow Company will highlight current local management and conservation efforts through its
Contemporary Coastal Issues speaker events; the topics of the presentations may include marine debris

collection, river landscaping BMPs, climate change and invasive species, and oyster habitat restoration.

Exhibit A

Scope of Services

The Gundalow Company will perform the following tasks as described in the detailed
proposal titled "Gundalow Education and Outreach Program," which was submitted to
NHCP by the Gundalow Company in February 2020:

1. The Gundalow Company will implement place-based educational outreach programs for
school groups, youth groups, local residents, and the public that are designed to increase
environmental literacy and public awareness of key environmental indicators affecting
the water quality of the Great Bay Estuary. Gundalow Company staff will plan, schedule,
publicize, teach and evaluate programs for ̂ hc^l and youth groups while under sail
onboard the Coast Guard certified replica gundalow Piscataqua on approximately 120
trips. River Rats Camp, a youth program, will also be offered five mornings a week June-
August. In addition, approximately 350 public sails will be offered during the season
between June 1-Oct 31. Gundalow Company staff will ensure that all onboard outreach
programs arc evaluated by participants. The evaluation process will measure levels of
environmental and estuarine literacy among students and adults before wd after
participation in a program.

2. Gundalow Company staff will coordinate Contemporary Coastal Issues events onboard
the Piscataqua or at shore locations. The programs will highlight current local research
Md ramagcmcht/conscrvation efforts and provide information to motivate citizens to
bccomc'informcd and responsible stewards of the watershed. The Gundalow Company
will deliver these place-;based programs onboard the Coast Guard certified replica
gundalow Piscaiaqua while under sail on the tidal rivers of New Hampshire of at public
spaces, such as the Gundalow Company office, Sheafe Warehouse, Portsmoudi Brewery,
or public libraries. Topics may include marine debris collection, river landscaping
BMP's, climate change and invaisivc species, oyster habitat restoration, etc. Participants
will be encouraged to consider their role as local river stewards.

3. Gundalow Company staff will implement one teacher workshop featuring program
content for up to 20 teachers. The workshop will introduce teachers to the experience
their students will have onboard the Piscaiaqua and will also create an opportunity to
share ideas about cl^sroorh activities that can be included throughout the year to
reinforce the lessons.learned on the Piscaiaqua. The teacher woricshop content will be
closely aligned with the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration's (NCAA)
principles Meaningful Watershed Education Experiences, Environmental Literacy,
Estuarine Literacy and "no child left inside," as well as the management pl^ devised by
the Piscataqua Region Estuaries Partnership.

4. Funding Credit: All outreach materials intended for public distribution, including flyers,
newsletters, websites, etc., shall include the NCAA, NHCP, and NHDES logos. In
addition, a funding credit using the following language shall appear on products intended
for public distribution: "This project was funded, in part, by NCAA's Office for Coastal
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Managemenl under the Coastal Zone Management Act in conjunction with the NH
Department of Environmental Services Coastal Program."

5. Prepare and submit a semi-annual progress report to the NHCP by July 15,2021 for the
period January 1, 2021 through June 30, 2021.

6. Prepare and submit a final report to NHCP by December 31, 2021. The final report shall
be submitted.in electronic format as a pdf. Thc final report shall summarize the.project
woric. The final report shall also inelude a budgct-by-category list of expenditures
throughout the course of the project, in addition, include match documentation of all
match incurred during the course of the project. On the final report, include funding

credit using the language quoted in 4 as well as logos of isponsoring agencies (NHDES,
NHCP & NCAA).

Exhibit B
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Method of Payment and Contract Price

The Slate shall pay to the Grantee the total reimbursable program costs in accordance with the
following requirement:

Reimbursement requests for prograhi costs shall be made by the Grantee using a payment request
form as supplied by the State, which shall be completed and signed by the Grantee. Grantee is
required to keep supporting documentation records on file for seven years in the event of an
audit, including, but not limited to: supervisor approved time records; invoices for supplies and
contractual services; and reports of personnel, travel and indirect costs. Payments shall be made
to the Grantee no more frequently than monthly.

The total reimbursement shall not exceed the grant award of $25,000. Matching funds provided
by the Grantee shall total at least $339,853 of non-federal cash and in-kind services.

Special Provisions

Subparagraph 1.7 of the. Genera! Provisions shall not apply to this Agreement.

Federal Funds paid under ̂ is agreement are.from a Grant Agreement to the State from the US
Department of Commerce (DOC), National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration under CFDA #
11.419. All applicable, requirements, regulations, provisions, terms and conditions of this Federal
Grant Agreement arc hereby adopted in full force and effect to the relationship between this
Department and the gfaiitec. Additionally, the Grantee shall comply with the terms of the Federal

Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) by providing DES with their Data Universal
Numbering System (DUNS) number.
