EXPLANATION

Current funding for the Flood Hazards Program at NHDES is provided by NH HSEM, through September 30, 2021.
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Stream crossing data collection in support of the statewide Stream Crossing Initiative has been a core activity of
the Flood Hazards Program for over a decade. The program funds support stream crossing assessment data
collection, in addition to data processing and quality control. These activities are critical to support and sustain
statewide efforts to have the data necessary to allow grant funds across multiple agencies to be utilized to upsize
identified problem stream crossings in order to minimize flood risk. The summer field season is the time when
stream crossings are assessed, and when NHDES has short time frames to quality control review data submitted
by statewide assessors. The New Hampshire Geological Survey (NHGS) at NHDES utilizes summer interns for data
collection, and will require additional assistance in quality control review activities to address the expected
volume of data planned to be collected in the summer of 2021. These funds also support surficial geomorphologic
mapping to support hazards identification. Such mapping activities must be undertaken in the summer months,
which also requires Geographic Information Systems (GIS) support.

The purpose of this request is to allow NHDES to fund an existing part-time staff position throughout the remainder
of the current fiscal year in order to assist with stream crossing and GIS support activities. Also, additional funds
are being budgeted to support up to four (4) summer intern positions to conduct stream crossing assessments.

NHDES is requesting authorization to accept and expend HSEM funds and to budget these funds in the following
classes.
1

Class 040 indirect Costs — The increase in Class 050 requires a corresponding increase of funds in Class 040 {Indirect
Costs). There are sufficient funds available in Class 042 (Additional Fringe Benefits).

Class 050 Personnel Services Temp — The additional amount being added to class 050, Personal Services-
Temporary, will be used to support one part-time staff member through September 2021, in addition to allowing
support for four (4) summer interns. The amount to be budgeted for the intern positions is $18,955.

Additionally, program staff will provide technical administration of the state stream
crossing assessment initiative, and the New Hampshire Silver Jackets interagency flood risk management team. Flood Hazards
Program staff will manage stream crossing and flood hazards datasets, as relating 1o flood hazards, in support of DES, HSEM,
and other state agencies. )
