The Department requests authorization to transfer budgeted account funds among the various classes to pay for services
incurred in meeting the State’s transportation demands. Specific explanations relating to the Department’s spending requests

are as follows:

Decrease Consultants by $571,500. Funding for the specialized equipment up-fit of the new pavement data
collection vehicle was originally budgeted in this class line, thus, funds are available to transfer. The
transfer aligns appropriations to the correct class line for accounting purposes.

Increase Equipment by $571,500 to appropriately classify the costs of the specialized equipment up-fit of
the new pavement data collection vehicle for accounting purposes. .

A similar item was passed by the Fiscal Committee and Governor & Council in FY20 (G&C Item 19A 5/20/2020) for
contract expenses in that fiscal year. This request will appropriate funds in the comrect class lines for contract expenses in
FY21. Contract expenses for fiscal years 2022 and 2023 have been budgeted in the correct class lines in DOT’s 22-23

Agency Budget.
