REQUESTED AaiONS

1. Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (DES) to amend an Aquatic

Resource Mitigation grant (PO #1066436) to the Southeast Land Trust of New Hampshire (hereinafter
.  "SELT"), Exeter, NH (Vendor Code #155425) by extending the completion date to December 31, 2022,

from February 28, 2021. No additional funding is involved in this time extension. The original

agreement was approved by Governor and Council on March 13, 2019, Item #68. 100% Aquatic

Resource Mitigation ("ARM") Funds.

2. Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (DES) to award an Aquatic

Resource Mitigation (ARM) Fund grant to the Southeast Land Trust of New Hampshire (SELT), Exeter,

NH (Vendor Code #155425) in the amount of $400,000 for the purpose of conserving a 407-acre parcel
of land in Barrington and Strafford, effective upon Governor and Council approval through June 30,

2022. 100% ARM Funds.

EXPLANATION

The first request is an extension to complete the closing for the ARM Fund conservation project in Epping,
NH. The time extension is requested to allow additional time needed to complete the negotiations and

closing on the parcels. The SELT encountered prolonged negotiations due to health reasons of the owner.

The time to complete the due diligence materials, combined with time necessary for funding partner

reviews and approvals necessitate an extension. Extending the completion date through December 2022

will allow SELT to continue to work with the property owner to finalize the agreement and complete the

project. To date, no ARM Fund grant funds have been spent.

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The second request involves a new project with SELT and Is In response to New Hampshire RSA 482-A:3
which requires a wetland permit for any proposed project that Involves dredging or filling of a wetland.

Before a wetland permit is Issued, applicants must show that the proposed project will avoid adverse

Impacts to wetlands and will minimize and provide compensation for those wetland Impacts which are

unavoidable.

The DBS wetlands program adopted a set of mitigation rules that establish what Is necessary for an
applicant to provide for wetland compensation. The current department rules spell out ratios for wetland
compensation that Include creating a new wetland, restoring a former wetland site, or protecting a high-

quality aquatic resource by preserving adjacent upland habitat. The newest Improvement, begun In 2006,
to the mitigation options Is commonly referred to as an in-lieufee program. This mitigation option Is ideal
for projects that have difficulty In locating an appropriate mitigation site. The Aquatic Resource Mitigation

Fund (ARM) authorizes the collection of mitigation funds in lieu of other forms of wetland mitigation as

part of a Wetlands Permit Application.

The Department Issued the request for proposals for ARM Funds available In the Salmon Falls - PIscataqua

River watershed In February, 2020 The SELT application was received and on November 12, 2020, DBS

announced the decision to fund the SELT project In the Salmon Falls - PIscataqua River watershed. The

project proposed by the SELT was recommended for funding by the ARM Fund Site Selection Committee.

Attachment A lists the proposals received and Committee members involved In the decision. The review

of the awards by the Army Corps of Engineers and the New Hampshire Wetland Council resulted in full

support of the recommendations.

The SELT will use the funds to purchase the 407-acre property located In Barrlngton and Strafford. The

project will protect high-value aquatic resources and their upland buffers, including 51.8 acres of wetlands

comprised of 21 Individual wetlands, 13 vernal pools and a portion of the Barrlngton Prime Wetland. The

project will protect 9,873 linear feet of streams and significant frontage along Stonehouse Brook, which

feeds Into Nippo Brook; a tributary to the State-Designated Isinglass River. The property Is high quality

wildlife habitat with 146 acres of Tier 1, 188 acres of Tier 2, and 67 acres of Tier 3 ranked In the New

Hampshire Fish and Game Wildlife Action Plan, with documented occurrence of Blanding's turtle.

Attachment B Includes a map of the property.

In the event that other funds no longer become available, general funds will not be requested to support

this program. This agreement has been approved as to form, content, and execution by the Attorney

General's Office.

BE PERFORMED. The State of New Hampshire, acting
through the agency identified in block 1.1 ("State"), engages
contractor identified in block 1.3 ("Contractor") to perform,
and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of goods, or
both, identified and more particularly described iri the attached
EXHIBIT A which is incorporated herein'by reference
("Services").

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to,the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if
applicable, this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties
hereunder, shall become effective on the date the Governor
and Executive Council approve this Agreement as indicated in
block 1.18, unless no such approval is required, in which case
the Agreement shall become effective on the date the
Agreement is signed by the State Agency as shown in block
1.14 ("Effective Date").
3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the
Effective Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior
to the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the
Contractor, and in the event that this Agreement does not ■

become effective, the State shall have no liability to the
Contractor, including without limitation, any obligation to pay
the Contractor for any costs incurred or Services performed.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, all obligations of the Stale hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation
of funds, and in no event shall the State be liable for any
payments hereunder in excess of such available appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of

appropriated funds, the State shall have the fight to withhold

have the right to terminke this Agreemient immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such termination. The Stale
shall not be required to transfer funds from any other account

The State
shall have no liability to the Contractor other than the contract
price.
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5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement
those liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA
80:7 through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law.
5.4 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in
no event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually
made hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block

1.8.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS

AND REGULATIONS/ EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all statutes, laws, regulations,
and orders of federal, state, county or municipal authorities
which impose any obligation or duty upon the Contractor,
including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal opportunity
laws. This may include the requirement to utilize auxiliary
aids and services to ensure that persons with communication
disabilities, including vision, hearing and speech, can
communicate with, receive information from, and convey
information to the Contractor. In addition, the Contractor
shall comply with all applicable copyright laws.
6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall
not discriminate against employees or applicants for
employment because of race, color, religion, creed, age, sex,
handicap, sexual orientation, or national origin and will take
affirmative action to prevent such discrimination.
6.3 If this Agreement is funded in any part by monies of the
United States, the Contractor shall comply with all the
provisions of Executive Order No. 1 1246 ("Equal
Employment Opportunity"), as supplemented by the
regulations of the United States Department of Labor (41
C.F.R. Part 60), and with any rules, regulations and guidelines
as the State of New Hampshire or the United States issue to
implement these regulations.

9.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "data" shall mean all
information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses,

.graphic representations, computer programs, computer
printouts, notes, letters, memoranda, papers, and documents,

, all whether finished or unfinished.

•  9.2 All data and any property which has been received from
the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon
termination of this Agreement for any reason.
9.3 Confidentiality of data shall be governed by N.H. RSA
chapter 91 -A or other existing law. Disclosure of data
requires prior written approval of the State.
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10. TERMINATION. In the event of an early termination of
this Agreement for any reason other than the completion of the
Services, the Contractor shall deliver to the Contracting
Officer, not later than fifteen (15) days after the date of
termination, a report ("Termination Report") describing in
detaij.all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to
and including the date of termination. The form, subject
matter, content, and number of copies of the Termination
Report shall be identical to those of any Final Report
described in the attached EXHIBIT A.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In
the performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all
respects an independent contractor, and is,neither an agent nor
an employee of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to

, bind the State or receive any benefits, workers' compensation
or other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.'
The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice and
consent of.the State. None of the Services shall be

subcontracted by the Contractor without the prior written
notice and consent of the Stale.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall defend,
indemnify and hold harmless the State, its officers and
employees, from and against any and all losses suffered by the
State, its officers and employees, and any and all claims,
liabilities or penalties asserted against the State, its officers
and employees, by or on behalf of any person, on account of,
based or resulting from, arising out of (or which may be
claimed to arise out of) the acts or omissions of the
Contractor. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the

sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby
reserved to the State.

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14.3 The Contractor shall furnish to the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, a certificate(s)
of insurance for all insurance required under this Agreement.
Contractor shall also furnish to the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, certificate(s) of
insurance for alt fenewal(s) of insurance required under this
Agreement no later than thirty (30) days prior to the expiration
date ofeachbfthe insurance policies. The certificate(s) of
insurance and any renewals thereof shall be attached and are
incorporated herein by reference.

15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the
requirements ofN.H. RSA chapter 281-A, Contractor shall
maintain, and require any subcontractor or assignee to secure
and maintain, payment of Workers' Compensation in
connection with activities which the person proposes to
undertake pursuant to this Agreement. Contractor shall
furnish the Contracting Officer identified in block 1.9, or his
or her successor, proof of Workers' Compensation in the
manner described in N.H. RSA chapter 281-A and any
applicable renewal(s) thereof, which shall be attached and are
incorporated herein by reference.

,16. WAIVER OF BREACH. No failure by the State to
enforce any provisions hereof after any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of its rights with regard to that Event of
Default, or any subsequent Event of Default. No express
failure to enforce any Event of Default shall be deemed a
waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and all of the
provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of Default
on the part of the Contractor.

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other parly
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the
time of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United
States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses
given in blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein.

19. CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS.

This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective
successors and assigns.

The headings throughout the Agreement
are for reference purposes only, and the words contained
therein shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or
aid in the interpretation, construction or meaning of the
provisions of this Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS., Additional provisions set
forth in the attached EXHIBIT C are incorporated herein by
reference.

23. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of
this Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to
be contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining
provisions of this Agreement will remain in full force and
effect.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may
be executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall
be deemed an original, constitutes the entire Agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
Agreements and understandings relating hereto.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended,
waived or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed
by the parties hereto and only af^er approval of such
amendrhent, waiver or discharge by the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire unless no
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EXHIBIT A

SCOPE OF SERVICES

1. The State of New Hampshire, its successors and assigns, represented by the Department of
Environmental Services (DES), agree to grant the Southeast Land Trust of New Hampshire (hereinafter:

"SELT") the amount of $400,000 for the purpose of acquiring land owned by the Roger S. Leighton Revocable
Trust and the M. Justine Leighton Revocable Trust, or their successoris and assigns, an approximately 407-
acre parcel of land located along Province Road, Range Road and Old Canaan Road in the Town of Barrington
and Town of Strafford, County of Strafford, State of New Hampshire, identified on the Barrington tax records

as Tax Map 228; Lot 12; Tax Map 228, Lot 13, Tax Map 228, Lot 14; Tax Map 229, Lot 17; Tax Map 230, Lot 1;

Tax Map 230, Lot 2 and the Strafford tax records as Tax Map 8, Lot 34 and Tax Map 8, Lot 35 (hereinafter:

the "Property.") This agreement shall be performed in accordance with New Hampshire RSA 482-A; all

applicable sections of the Administrative Rules, Env-Wt 100-800, and all other pertinent New Hampshire

laws.

2. The SELT shall use their grant funds for Aquatic Resource Mitigation Fund program eligible expenses

related to the purchase of the Fee Interest of the Property with a conservation easement or other

conservation restrictions required by the Land and Community Heritage Investment Program and DES, which

may include a conservation easement held by the Towns of Barrington and Strafford.

3. As Grantee on the Property, the SELT accepts the following conditions or restrictions:

a. To utilize the funds herein provided by the State of New Hampshire, acting through DES, for the
Aquatic Resource Mitigation Fund program eligible expenses toward the acquisition of the Property, which
shall include the recordatlon of deeded conservation restrictions or a conservation easement, as soon as

possible,.time being of the essence. The project shall be completed by June 30, 2022.

b. To utilize the funds herein provided by the State on New Hampshire, acting through DES, to

defray in part the acquisition and associated transaction costs incurred in securing the Fee Interest in the

Property and securing deeded conservation restrictions or a conservation easement.

EXPLANATION

New Hampshire RSA 482-A:3 requires a wetland permit for any proposed.project that Involves dredging or filling
of a wetland. Before a wetland permit is issued, applicants must show that the proposed project will avoid
adverse impacts to wetlands and will minimize and provide compensation for those wetland impacts which are
unavoidable.

The DES wetlands program adopted a set of mitigation rules that establish what is necessary for an applicant to
provide for wetland compensation. The current department rules spell out ratios for wetland compensation that
include creating a new wetland, restoring a former wetland site, or protecting a high-quality aquatic resource by
preserving adjacent upland habitat. The newest improvement, begun in 2006, to the mitigation options is
commonly referred to as an in-lieu fee program. This mitigation option is Ideal for projects that have difficulty in
locating an appropriate mitigation site. The Aquatic Resource Mitigation Fund (ARM) authorizes the collection of
mitigation funds in lieu of other forms of wetland mitigation as partof a Wetlands Permit Application.

The Department issued the request for proposals for ARM Funds available In the Salmon Falls - Piscataqua River
watershed in April, 2018. The SELT application was received and on November 28, 2018, DES announced the
decision to fund the SELT project in the Salmon Falls - Piscataqua River watershed. The project proposed by the
SELT was recommended for funding by the ARM Fund Site Selection Committee. Attachment A lists the proposals
received and Committee members involved In the decision. The review of the awards by the Army Corps of
Engineers and the New Hampshire Wetland Council resulted in full support of the recommendations.

Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the State or receive any benefits, workers' compensation
or other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice and
consent of the State. None of the Services shall be

subcontracted by the Contractor without the prior written
notice and consent of the State.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall defend,
indemnify and hold harmless the State, its officers and
employees, from and against any and all losses suffered by the
State, its officers and employees, and any and all claims,
liabilities or penalties asserted against the State, its officers
and employees, by or on behalf of any person, on account of,
based or resulting from, arising out of (or which may be
claimed to arise out of) the acts or omissions of the
Contractor. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the

sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby
reserved to the State. This covenant in paragraph 13 shall
survive the termination of this Agreement.

14. INSURANCE.

14.1 The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, obtain and
maintain in force, and shall require any subcontractor or
assignee to obtain and maintain in force, the following
insurance:

14.1.1 comprehensive general liability insurance against all
claims of bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts
of not less than $l,000,000per occurrence and $2,000,000
aggregate; and
14.1.2 special cause of loss coverage form covering all
property subject to subparagraph 9.2 herein, in an amount not
less than 80% of the whole replacement value of the property.
14.2 The policies described in subparagraph 14.1 herein shall
be on policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the
State of New Hampshire by the N.H. Department of
Insurance, and issued by insurers licensed in the State of New
Hampshire.
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14.3 The Contractor shall fiimish to the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her.successor, a certificate(s)
of insurance for all insurance required under this Agreement.
Contractor shall also furnish to the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, certificate(s) of
insurance for all renewal(s) of insurance required under this
Agreement no later than thirty (30) days prior to the expiration
date of each of the insurance policies. The certificate(s) of
insurance ̂ d any renewals thereof shall be attached and are
incorporated herein by reference. Each certificate(s) of
insurance shall contain a clause requiring the insurer to
provide the Contracting Officer identified in block 1.9, or his
or her successor, no less than thirty (30) days prior written
notice of cancellation or modification of the policy.

15. WORKERS'COMPENSATION.

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees,
certifies and warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with
or exempt from, the requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281 -A
(" Workers' Compensation ").

15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the
requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A, Contractor shall
maintain, and require any subcontractor or assignee to secure
and maintain, payment of Workers' Compensation in
connection with activities which the person proposes to
undertake pursuant to this Agreement. Contractor shall
furnish the Contracting Officer identified in block 1.9, or his
or her successor, proof of Workers' Compensation in the
manner described in N.H. RSA chapter 281-A and any
applicable renewal(s) thereof, which shall be attached and are
incorporated herein by reference. The State shall not be
responsible for, payment of any Workers' Compensation
premiums or for any other claim or benefit for Contractor, or
any subcontractor or employee of Contractor, which might
arise under applicable State of New Hampshire Workers'
Compensation laws in connection with the performance of the
Services under this Agreement.

16. WAIVER OF BREACH. No failure by the State to
enforce any provisions hereof after any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of Its rights with regard to that Event of
Default, or any subsequent Event of Default. No express
failure to enforce any Event of Default shall be deemed a
waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and all of the
provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of Default
on the part of the Contractor.

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the
time of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United
States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses
given in blocks 1.2 and 1.4. herein. .. ...

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended,
waived or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed
by the parties hereto and only after approval of such
amendment, waiver or discharge by the Governor and
Executive Council of the Slate of New Hampshire unless no

such approval is required under the circumstances pursuant to
State law, rule or policy.

19. CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS.

This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective
successors and assigns. The wording used in this Agreement
is the wording chosen by the parties to express their mutual
intent, aiid no rule of construction shall be applied against or
in favor of any party.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to
benefit any third panics and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit.

21. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreecrtent
are for reference purposes only, and the words contained
therein shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or
aid in the interpretation, construction or meaning of the
provisions of this Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional provisions set
forth in the attached EXHIBIT C are incorporated herein by
reference.

23. SEVERABILITV. In the event any of the provisions of
this Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to
be contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining
provisions of this Agreement will retriain in full force and
effect.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may
be executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall
be deemed an original, constitutes the entire Agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
Agreements and understandings relating hereto.

EXHIBIT A

SCOPE OF SERVICES

1. This Project Agreement (hereinafter "Agreement") is entered into by the State of New Hampshire,
Department of Environmental Services, (hereinafter "DES"), and the Southeast Land Trust of New
Hampshire (hereinafter "SELT"), for the purpose of undertaking a project of mutual Interest.

2. DES agrees to grant the SELT the amount of $158,000 for the purpose of acquiring and conserving
land owned by the Mathes Family Limited Partnership, an 129.6+/- acre parcel of land located on
Dimond Hill Road in the Town of Epping, County of Rockingham, State of New Hampshire, being the
property Identified on the Epping tax records as Map 11, Lot 17 and Map 17, Lot 46 (hereinafter:
the "Property.") This agreement shall be performed in accordance with New Hampshire RSA 482-A;
all applicable sections of the Administrative Rules, Env-Wt 100-800, and all other pertinent New
Hampshire laws.

3. SELT shall use their grant funding to purchase the fee interest of the Property and assist in the
placement of a Wetlands Reserve Easement on the Property.

4. As owner of the Property, SELT accepts the following conditions or restrictions:

a. To utilize the funds herein provided by the State of New Hampshire, acting through DES,
for the acquisition and conservation of the Property as soon as possible, time being of the essence.
The project shall be completed within 24 months of notification of the award.

b. To utilize the funds herein provided by the State on New Hampshire, acting through DES,
to defray in part the acquisition and associated transaction costs Incurred in securing ownership of
the Property.

c. To limit the use of the Property as hereinafter defined to conservation purposes in
perpetuity.

d. That the Property acquired through this project will be monitored on an annual basis in
accordance with the Standards and Practices for stewardship of the Land Trust Alliance and to
ensure that no actions are occurring which could be detrimental to the conservation attributes of
the Property. The SELT agrees to submit a copy of the annual monitoring report to DES to document
the actions taken.

e. SELT agrees-to place a sign, subject to Its acceptability, at a prominent location on or near
the Property. The sign, as supplied by DES, shall contain as a minimum the DES logo and the
following statement; "This property has been protected with assistance from the New Hampshire
Aquatic Resource Mitigation Fund." Should the DES sign be damaged or.destroyed, SELT agrees to

i/li-
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work with the Department to repair or replace it with identical signage to the extent reasonably
practicable. The SELT also agrees that where significant signage Is plated at major access points, the
ARM Fund program will be Identified as a contributing partner to the acquisition and protection of
the Property.

f. To return to DES ARM Fund Program any funds herein provided to the extent of any loss
due to any title that proves to be less than clear and marketable for ajl properties protected under
this contract.

g. To return to DES ARM Fund Program any funds if SELT fails to complete the Property
acquisition. I

h. That all public access will be in accordance with all federaland state policies of non-
discrimination in public accommodation. ^
