EXPLANATICN

The Department is requesting a sole source contract since Professor Mahesh Sharma has @
nationally acclaimed reputation for improving mathematics instruction, psychology of
mathematical learning, problem solving, and diagnosis and remediation of learning challenges
in mathematics. He has worked with elementary teachers in facilitating their exploration of
successful use of manipulatives and of techniques that establish strong foundational strategies
that lead students to successful understanding of mathematics. Professor Sharma has also done
work with many New Hampshire school districts, where his work has been well received. As an
author, he has written more than a hundred articles in professional journals and hos been a
contributor to several books in the field of mathematics.
