("HOPWA™) program at 24 CFR part 574 (the "‘Regulations”).

Subject 1o the terms and conditions of this Grant Agreement, HUD agrees to provide a HOPWA
permanent supportive housing renewal grant (“Grant™) to the Grantee in the amount listed on
Box 6 of this Grant Agreement (“Grant Funds”).

The Grantee’s approved renewal grant application prepared and submitled in-accordance with
the applicable Renewal Notice listed in Box 5 of this Grant Agreement is hereby incorporated
into this Grant Agreement. In the event of a conflict belween a provision of the renewal grant
application and any provision of this Grant Agreement, the latter shali control.

The Grantee agrees to notify HUD in writing and receive HUD approval for any significant
amendments to the Grantee’s program, in accordance with the applicable Renewal Notice listed
in Box 5 of this Grant Agreement. Significant amendments that require HUD prior approval
include changes that will significantly alter the scope, location, service area, or objectives of an
aclivity or the number of persons served. This includes, but is not limited to, a Grantee request
to add or subtract more than 10 percent of the HOPW A-funded amount approved in any one
budget line item (BLI) to another approved BLI; a change that affects the approved housing
outpuls established in the performance grant agreement by more than 10 percent; and a change
that decreases the amount of other leveraged funds that were commilted to be used for
supportive service activilies as documented in the approved renewal grant application. Any
significant change to the Grantee’s program shall be allowed only upon an amendment 1o this
Grant Agreement executed in writing by authorized officials of HUD and the Grantee. The
effective date of any such amendment to this Grant Agreement shall be the date that HUD
approves the amendment.

The Grantee agrees to comply with all HOPWA program requirements. Such requirements
consist of the Act, Regulations, the applicable Renewal Natice listed in Box 5 of this Grant
Agreement, and other applicable HUD regulations, including 24 CFR part 135 ("Economic
Opportunities for Low- and Very Low-Income Persons™), 24 CFR part 87 (“New Restrictions on

Lobbying™), HUD's equal access requirements at 24 CFR 5.105(a)(2) and 5.106, and 2 CFR part
2429 ("Drug-free Workplace™),

The Grantee agrees to ensure that each Project Sponsor to which it provides Grant Funds will
comply with the Act, Regulations, the applicable Renewal Notice listed in Box 5 of this Grant
Agreement, other applicable HUD regulations, and this Grant Agreement and wili agree to 24
CFR 574.500(b)(1)-(4).

The Grantee agrees to draw down Grant Funds not less than quarterly. A request by the Grantee
to draw down Grant Funds under any payment system constitules a representation by the
Grantee that il and all participating parties are in compliance with this Grant Agreement.

The Grantee agrees to comply with HUD instructions regarding use of and reporting in the
Integrated Disbursement and Information System (“IDIS™) or ils successor.

If the Grantee uses homelessness or chronic homelessness as primary client eligibility criteria,
the Grantee agrees to use a Homeless Management Information System (*HMIS”) to track
secvices for homeless clientele. These local data systems must maintain client confidentiality by
using a closed system in which medical information and HIV status are not shared with
providers that do not have direct involvement in the client’s case management, treatment, and
care in line with the signed release of inforrnation from the client. “Client,” as used in this Grant
Agreement, refers to an eligible person {as defined at 24 CFR 574.3} assisted with Grant Funds.

The Grantee agrees o comply with the award term and condition for reporting of matters related
1o recipient integrily and performance at Appendix XII to 2 CFR part 200.

The Grantee shall submit an Annual Progress Report (APR) in accordance with 24 CFR
574.520(b). The APR is due to HUD within 90 days of the end of each 12-month
operating period until all Grant Funds are expended. The APR must be submilted in paper
formn and must include the number of individuals assisted, the types of assistance provided,
a description of the resources made available, the investment of available resources, the
geographic distribution and location of investments, the families and persons assisted
(including race and ethnicity of persons assisted), and actions taken to affirmatively further
fair housing.

The Grantee agrees to use at least 51 percent of Grant Funds to undertake eligible program
activities that provide permanent supportive housing 1o HOPWA eligible persons for the planned
annual outputs.

The Grantee agrees to commit program income lo the Granl in accordance with the addition
method as provided in 2 CFR 200.307(e)(2).

The Grantee agrees to assume the responsibility for environmental review, decision-making, and
action that would otherwise apply to HUD in accordance with 24 CFR 58.4 and 24 CFR
574.510. This Article does not apply o a Grantee that is a nonprofit organization.

The Grantee agrees to obtain and ensure that any Project Sponsor lo which it provides Grant
Funds agrees to obtain certificates of completion of the Getting to Work, HOPWA Oversight,
and CPD Financial Management training curriculums by at least one of its employees within 12
months of the execution of this Grant Agreement.

The Grantee agrees to conduct an ongoing assessment of the housing assistance and supportive
services required by clients as identified in Individual Housing and Service Plans, including an
annual assessment of their housing situation, a reevaluation of the appropnateness of rental
subsidies or other support, and a report on annual results of program activities under HOPWA
client outcome goals.

The Grantee agrees lo assure the adequale provision of supportive services to clients in the
program supported by Grant Funds.

The Grantee agrees to update client eligibility records no less than annually.

The Grantee agrees to comply with such other terms and conditions as HUD may establish for
purposes of carrying out the program supported by Grant Funds in an effective and efficient
manner.

This Grant is not for research and development (R&D), as defined at 2 CFR 200.87.

A default shall occur when the Grantee fails to comply with the Act, Regulations, the applicable
Renewal Notice listed in Box 5 of this Grant Agreement, any other applicable HUD regulations,
or this Grant Agreement. In the event of a default, HUD may take one or more of the actions
provided in 2 CFR 200.338 after providing the Grantee with an opportunity for informal
consultation in accordance with 24 CFR 574.500(c). Nothing in this Article shall limit any
remedics otherwise available to HUD in the case of a default by the Grantee. No delay or
omissions by HUD in exercising any right or remedy available to it under this Grant Agreement
shall impair any such right or remedy or constitute a waiver or acquiescence in any Grantee
default.

The Federal award date of the Grant Funds that HUD agrees to provide through this Grant
Agreement is the date of execution of this Grant Agreement by HUD.

The period of performance begins on the date that this Grant Agreement is executed by both
parties and ends three years thereafter.
