EXPLANATION

This request is retroactive due to an administrative oversight in the regularly needed periodic review of
position end dates for temporary staff. This unintended oversight occurred as a result of the retirement of
the position maintaining this responsibility combined with subsequent miscommunication during
knowledge transfer to the new employee hired into the vacated position. New audit procedures and
reporting tracking has since been established to ensure that no such oversights occur going forward.

This position is essential for the effective and efficient operations of the retail and concessions operations
business at Cannon Mountain and Franconia Notch State Park (Cannon/FNSP) for the Department. This
operation supports retail and concessions service for tens of thousands of visitors yearly. Granting
approval of this position extension will allow the Department to continue to provide the needed direct
support to maintain retail operations at Cannon/FNSP. For this reason, we seek to continue employment
of the position.
