REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (DES) to award an Aquatic Resource
Mitigation ("ARM") Fund grant to Bear-Paw Regional Greenways ("BPRG"), Deerfleld, NH (Vendor Code

#162206) in the amount of $74,000 for the purpose of conserving a 62-acre parcel of land in Strafford,
effective upon Governor and Council approval through June 30, 2022. 100% ARM Funds.

EXPUNATION

New Hampshire RSA 482-A:3 requires a wetland permit for any proposed project that involves dredging
or filling of a wetland. Before a wetland permit is issued, applicants must show that the proposed
project will avoid adverse impacts to wetlands and will minimize and provide compensation for those
wetland impacts which are unavoidable.

The DES wetlands program adopted a set of mitigation rules that establish what is necessary for an
applicant to provide for wetland compensation. The current department rules spell out ratios for

wetland compensation that include creating a new wetland, restoring a former wetland site, or

protecting a high-quality aquatic resource by preserving adjacent upland habitat. The newest

improvement, begun in 2006, to the mitigation options is commonly referred to as an in-fieufee

program. This mitigation option is ideal for projects that have difficulty in locating an appropriate
mitigation site. The Aquatic Resource Mitigation Fund (ARM) authorizes the collection of mitigation
funds in lieu of other forms of wetland mitigation as part of a Wetlands Permit Application.

The Department issued the request for proposals for ARM Funds available in the Salmon Falls -

Piscataqua River watershed in February, 2020. The BPRG application was received and on November 12,

2020, DES announced the decision to fund the BPRG project in the Salmon Falls - Piscataqua River
watershed. The project proposed by the BPRG was recommended for funding by the ARM Fund Site

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Selection Committee. Attachment A lists the proposals received and Committee members involved in

the decision. The review of the awards by the Army Corps of Engineers and the New Hampshire
Wetland Council resulted in full support of the recommendations.

The project will protect high-value aquatic resources and their upland buffers, including 19.3 acres of

wetlands described as a peatland/fen system that drains directly into Bow Lake which is the headwaters
of the Isinglass River, a state-designated waterway. The property has significant wildlife habitat and the
majority of the parcel is ranked as Tier 1 by the New Hampshire Fish and Game, Wildlife Action Plan and

has been identified as significant in the Blandlng's Turtle Regional Conservation Plan. The parcel will
greatly contribute to landscape connectivity in the region and lies within one of the largest
unfragmented forest blocks in the Bear-Paw region and its importance Is recognized the 2006 Land
Conservation Plan for New Hampshire's Coastal Watersheds, The Nature Conservancy's Resilient Land
Project, and Bear-Paw's Regional Conservation Plan. Attachment B includes a map of the property.

In the event that other funds no longer become available, general funds will not be requested to support
this program. This agreement has been approved as to form, content, and execution by the Attorney
General's Office.

8. PERSONNEL.

Notwithstanding tmything in this Agreement to tlie all ̂
obligations of the State hereunder, including without limitation, the
continuance of paymmts hereunder, are contingent upon the
availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event

.shall the Suite be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of
such available or appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or
termination of those funds, the State shall.have the right to withhold
payment until such funds.become available, if ever„wd shall have
the right to terminate, this Agreement immediately.upoh giving the
Grantee notice of such termination. "
.11. EVENT'OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES.
11.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Grantee shall constitute an event of default hereunder (hereinafter
referred to as "Events of Default"):
11.1.1 failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or
11.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; or
11.1.3 failure to mainuiin, or permit access to, the records required
hereunder, or
11.1.4 failure to perform any of the other covenants and conditions
of this Agreement.
11.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the Suite may
uke any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:
11.2.1 give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of
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Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) days from the date
of the notice; and if the Iivcnt of Default is not timely remedied,
terminate this Agreement, effective two (2)'days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and

12. TERMINATION;

'Termination Report") describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date
of termination.

12.2 In the event ofTermination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of
these general provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report
by the State shall entitle the Grantee to receive that portion of the
Grant amount earned to and including the date of termination.
12.3 In the event ofTermination under paragraphs lOor 12.4 of
these general provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report
by the State shall in no event relieve the Grantee' from wy and all
liability for damages sustained or incurred by the State as a result of
the Grantee's breach of its obligations hercundcr.
12.4 Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary,
cither the State or except where notice default has been given to the
Grantee hercundcr, the Grantee, may terminate this Agreement
without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
13. CONELICr OF INTEREST. No officer, member or

employee of the Grantee and no representative, officer of employee
of the State of New Hampshire or of the governing body of the
locality or localities in which the Project is to be performed, who
exercises any functions or responsibilities in the review or approval
of the undertaking or carrying out of such Project, shall participate
in any decision relating to this Agreement which afTccts his or her
personal interests or the interest of any corporation, partnership, or
association in which he or she is directly or indirectly interested, nor
shall he or she have any personal or pecuniary interest, direct or

indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.
14. GRANTEE'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

performance of this Agreement, the Grantee, its employees; and any
subcontractor or subgrantee of the Grantee are in all respects
independent contractors, and arc neither agents nor employees of-
the State. Neither the Grantee nor any of its officers, employees,
agents, members, subcontractors or subgrantccs, shall have
authority to bind the State nor arc they entitled to any of the
benefits, worker's compensation or emoluments provided by the
Stale to its employees.
15. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBCONTRACrS. The Grantee shall

not assign, or otherwise transfer any interest in this Agreement
without the prior written consent of the State. None of the Project
Work shall be subcontracted or subgrantecd by the Grantee other
than as set forth in Inhibit A without the prior written consent of
the State.

16. INDEMNIFICATION. The Grantee shall defend, indemnify

and hold harmless the State, its officers and employees, from and
against any and all losses suffered by the State, its officers and
employees, and any and all claims, liabilities or penalties asserted
against the Slate, its officers and employees, by or on behalf of any

person, on account of, based on, resulting'from, arising out of (or
which may be claimed to arise out oO the acts or omissions of the

•'Grantee of Subcontractor, or subgrantee or other agent of the
Grantee. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein contained
shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign immunity of
the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the State.' This
covenant shall survive the termination of this agreement.

17. INSURANCE AND BOND.

17.1 The Grantee shall, at its sole cxpcn.se, obtain and maintain in
force, or shall require any subcontractor, subgrantee or assignee
performing Project work to obtain and.maintain in force, both for
the benefit of the Stale, the following insurance:
17.1.1 statutory worker's compensation and employees liability
insurance for all employees engaged in the performance of the
Project, and
17.1.2 comprehensive public liability insurance against all claims of
bodily injuries, death or property damage, in amounts not.less than
S2,000,000 for bodily injury or death any one incident, and
S500,000 for property damage in any one incident; and
17.2 The policies described in subparagraph 17.1 of this paragraph
shall be the standard form anploy^ in the State of New
Hampshire, issued by underwriters acceptable to the State, and
authorized to do business in the Slate of New Hampshire. Each
policy shall contain a clause prohibiting cancellation of modification
of the policy earlier than ten (10) days after written notice has been '
received by the State.
18. WAIVER OF BREACH. No failure by the State to enforce
any provisions hereof after any Event of l>efault .shall be deemed a
waiver of its rights with regard to that Event, or any subsequent
Event. No express waiver of any Event of Default shall be deemed
a waiver of any provisions hereof. No such failure or waiver shall
be dcancd a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and all
of the provisions hereof upon any further or other default on the part
of the Grantee. ,
19. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of.
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Post
Office addressed to the parties at the addresses first above given.
20. AMENDMENT, This agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrument iti writing signed by the parties
hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Council of the State of New
Hampshire.
21. CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS. This

Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the taw of the
State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and inures to the
benefit of the parties and their respective successors and assignees.
The captions and contents of the "subject" blank arc used only as a
matter of convenience, and arc not to be considered a part of this
Agreement or to be used in determining the intent of the parties
hereto. ^

22. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to benefit
any

third parties and this Agreement shall not be construed to confer any
such benefit.

23. ENTIRE AGREEMENT, Tfiis Agreement, which mav be

executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, coh.stitutes the entire agrcancnt and
understanding between the panics, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings relating hereto.
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EXHIBIT A

SCOPE OF SERVICES - .

1. The State of New Hampshire, its successors and assigns, represented by the Department of

Environmental Services (DES), agree to grant the BearrPaw Regional Greenways ("BPRG") the amount of

$74,000 for the purpose of acquiring land owned by Susan Barnes, a 65+/- acre parcel of land located at 878

Province Road in the Town of Strafford, County of Strafford, State of New Hampshire, identified on the

Strafford tax records as Map 6 Lot 10 (hereinafter: the "Property.") This agreement shall be performed in

accordance with New Hampshire RSA 482-A; all applicable sections of the Administrative Rules, Env-Wt 100-

800, and all other pertinent New Hampshire laws.

2. The BPRG shall use their grant funds to acquire a conservation easement for the Property.

3. As,Grantee of the Conservation Easement on the Property, the BPRG accepts the following
conditions or restrictions:

a. To utilize the funds herein provided by the State of New Hampshire, acting through DES, for the

acquisition and recordation of a conservation easement on the Property as soon as possible, time being of

the essence. The project shall be completed by June 30,2022.

b. To utilize the funds herein provided by the State on New Hampshire, acting through DES, to

defray in part the acquisition and associated transaction costs incurred in securing a Conservation Easement

on the Property.

c. To limit the use of the Property as hereinafter defined to conservation purposes in perpetuity.

d. That the Property acquired through this project will be monitored on an annual basis in

accordance with the Standards and Practices for stewardship of the Land trust Alliance, to ensure that the
terms of the Conservation Easement are being adhered to, and to ensure that no actions are occurring

which could be detrimental to the'conservation attributes of the Property. The BPRG agrees to submit a

copy of the annual monitoring report to DES to document the actions taken.

e. The BPRG agrees to place a sign, subject to its acceptability to the property owrier, at a

prominent location on or near the Property. The sign should contain as a minimum the DES logo and the

following statement: "This property has been protected with assistance from the New Harnpshire Aquatic

Resource Mitigation Fund." Should the DES sign be damaged or destroyed, the BPRG agrees to work with

the Department to repair or replace it with identical signage and to share any costs associated with that

repair or replacement to the extent reasonably practicable. The BPRG also agrees that where significant

signage is placed at major accesis points, the ARM Fund program will be identified as a contributing partner

to the acquisition of easement interests and the long-term protection of the Property;

f. To return to DES ARM Fund Program any funds herein provided to the extent of any loss due to

any title that proves to be less than clear and marketable for all properties protected under this contract;

g. To return to DES ARM Fund Program any funds if the BPRG fails to complete the Property
acquisition.
