The approved price for the
property is $5,600.00 which includes a $ 1,100.00 Administrative Fee, effective upon Governor and
Executive Council approval.

EXPLANATION

The Department received a request from the Grantees to purchase the subject property located in the
Town of Alton.

The subject parcel is located outside of the NH Route 28A right-of-way, and is a portion of a larger
parcel which was acquired by the Department as part of a land exchange in 1960.

The Grantees are the current owners of the East Alton General Store and a portion of their building and
parking area is encroaching inside the right-of-way and acquiring this parcel will correct the
encroachment.

It was determined after a departmental review that the subject property is surplus to the Department's
operational needs and available for disposal.



On February 21, 2018, the Long Range Capital Planning and Utilization Committee granted conditional
approval with the following explanation: "The Committee approved the request with the condition that
the Department correct errors found pertaining to the property location in paragraph one under
"Explanation," specifically the route number and town name."

The errors have been corrected and the Department is respectfully requesting authorization to sell the
subject property as noted above.
