Requested Action — Award a Grant

Authorize the Community Development Finance Authority (CDFA), under the Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) program, to award a grant to the Town of Salem, 33
Geremonty Drive, Salem, New Hampshire 03079, in the amount of $150,000 to support
the electrical system improvements project at the Friendship Drive Cooperative situated
at Friendship Drive, Salem, New Hampshire, effective upon Governor and Council
approval for the period effective March 24, 2021 through June 30, 2023. 100% federal
funds.

Explanation

The Town of Salem is requesting CDBG funds on behalf of the Friendship Drive
Cooperative, Inc. to support electrical system improvements at its Friendship Drive,
Salem, New Hampshire location. The project will benefit 58 people, of which 54 (94%)
are currently of low and moderate income. Matched funds in the amount of $150,000
shall be provided in the form of improvements from Liberty Utilities.

This Agreement allocates a portion of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG)
funds provided to New Hampshire by the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD). CDFA is administering this program as provided by RSA 162-L. The
funds for this contract are from the Community Development Block Grant Fund, which is
intended to help municipalities solve development problems.

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the
Effective Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to
the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the
Contractor, and in the event that this Agreement does not become
effective, the State shall have no liability to the Contractor,
including without limitation, any obligation to pay the
Contractor for any costs incurred or Services performed.
Contractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7,

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.
Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation of
funds affected by any state or federal legislative or executive
action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies the
appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in
part. In no event shell the State be liable for any payments
hereunder in excess of such evailable appropriated funds. In the
event of a reduction or termination of appropriated funds, the
State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upen
giving the Contrector notice of such reduction or termination.
The State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other
account or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the
event funds in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/
PAYMENT. -

5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of payment
are identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C
which is incorporated herein by reference.

5.2 The payment by the State of the contract price shall be the
only and the complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all
expenses, of whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the
performance hereof, and shall be the only and the complete

compensation to the Contractor for the Services. The State shall
have no liability to the Contractor other than the contract price.
5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise paysable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 80:7
through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law.

5.4 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS
AND REGULATIONS/ EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county ar municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws. In addition, if this Agreement is
funded in any part by monijes of the United States, the Contrector
shall comply with all federal executive orders, rules, regulations
and statutes, and with any rules, regulations and guidelines as the
State or the United States issue to implement these reguiations.

6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not
discriminate against employees or applicants for employment
because of race, color, religion, creed, age, sex, htndicap, sexual
orientation, or nationa! origin and will teke affirmative action to
prevent such discrimination.

6.3. The Contractor agrees to permit the State or United States
access to any of the Contractor’s books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with all rules, regulations
and orders, end the covenants, terms and conditions of this
Agreement.

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to
perform the Services, and shall be properly licensed and
otherwise authorized to do so under all applicable laws,

7.2 Unless otherwise authorized in writing, during the term of
this Agreement, and for a period of six (6) months after the
Completion Date in block 1.7, the Contractor shall not hire, and
shall not permit any subcontractor or other person, firm or
corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort to
perform the Services to hire, any person who is a State employee
or official, who is materially involved in the procurement,
administration or performance of this Agreement.  This
provision shall survive termination of this Agreement.

7.3 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or his or her
successor, shall be the State’s representative. In the event of any
dispute concerning the Interpretation of this Agreement, the
Contracting Officer’s decision shall be final for the State.
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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder (“Event
of Default™):

8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on
schedule;

8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or

this Agreement.

8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Defzault, the State may
1ake any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:

8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of
a greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) days from the
date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely cured,
terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Contractor notice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contraclor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the
period from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determines that the Contractor has cured the Event of Default
shall never be paid to the Contractor;

8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may
owe to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of
any Event of Default; and/or

8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the
Agreement and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or
both. ’

§.3. No failure by the State to enforce any provisions hereof after
any Event of Default shall be deemed a weiver of its rights with
regard to that Event of Default, or any subsequent Event of
Default. No express failure to enforce any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce cach and
all of the provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of
Default on the part of the Contractor.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or
in part, by thirty (30) days written notice to the Contractor that
the State is exercising its option to 1erminate the Agreement.
9.2 In the cvent of an early termination of this Agreement for
any reason other than the completion of the Services, the
Contractor shail, alt the State’s discretion, deliver to the
Contracting Officer, not later than fifteen (15) days after the date
of termination, a report (*Termination Report™) describing in
detail all Services performed, and the contract price carned, to
and including the date of termination. The form, subject matter,
content, and number of copies of the Termination Report shall
be identical to those of any Final Report described in the attached
EXHIBIT B. In addition, at the State's discretion, the Contractor
shall, within 15 days of notice of carly termination, develop and

submit to the State & Transition Plan for services under the
Agreement.

10. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/
PRESERVATION.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word “data” shall mean all
information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Ag'reernem, in¢luding, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulac, surveys, maps, cherts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether
finished or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any property which has been received from
the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon termination
of this Agreement for any reason.

10.3 Confidentiality of data shall be governed by N.H, RSA
chapter 91-A or other existing law. Disclosure of data requires
prior written approval of the State,

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the
performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects
an independent contractor, and is neither an agent mor an
employee of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the State or reccive any benefits, workers® compensation or
other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12, ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.
12.1 The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise trensfer any -
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice, which
shall be provided to the State at least fifteen (15) days prior to
the assignment, and a written consent of the State. For purposes

-of this paragraph, a Change of Control shall constitute

assignment, “Change of Control” means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or serics of related transactions in
which a third party, together with its affiliates, becomes the
direct or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the
voting shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting
power of the Contractor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially all
of the assets of the Contractor.

12.2 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the
Contractor without prior written notice and consent of the State.
The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and assignment
agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions contained
in a subcontract or an assighment agreement to which it is nota

party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. Unless otherwise exempted by law,
the Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the State, its
officers and employees, from and against any and all claims,
liabilities and costs for any personal injury or property damages,
patent or copyright infringement, or other claims asserted against

General
Administrative costs include but are not limited to: preparation of environmental review, record keeping,
reporting, audits, and oversight of any Project/Program Activity closing and/or construction and
compliance with all federal, state, and local laws, rules, and regulations and this contract. In no event
shall General Administration Costs exceed fifteen (15} percent of the total Grant funds allowed. With
respect to a nonprofit subrecipient, such subrecipient shall meet the requirements of 2 CFR Part 200.

1.2 Delivery Costs: If applicable to this Agreement, the term “Delivery Costs” shall mean alt
reimbursable costs incurred by a Subrecipient as set forth in Attachment i, "Sources and Uses” in
connection with a reglonal revolving toan fund that are directly related to the preparation and execution
of loan documents and to the monitoring and administration of the loan provislons, and which are
allowable by the New Hampshire Community Development Block Grant program rules.

The Town of Salem {“Grantee”) hereby warrants and agrees that the Subrecipient Agreement with Friendship Drive
Cooperative, Inc. {“Subrecipient”) to be executed In conformance with the requirements of Exhibit B of the Grant
Agreement shall be subject to approval by CDFA. The Subrecipient Agreement shall incorporate the entire Grant
Agreement and shall include It as an attachment, and shall contain at a minimum the following terms and
conditions:

1. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES. Subrecipient shall represent and warrant:

11 Subrecipient is a duly organized and validly existing New Hampshire nonprofit corporation In
good standing under the laws of this State. Subreciptent has the power and authority to undertake the grant
activities as provided in the Grant Agreement. Subrecipient has the power and authority to own its properties, to
conduct business as it is now being conducted, has the power to execute and deliver and perform its obligation
under the Subrecipient Agreement and all other documents as applicable to this grant agreement.

23 Grant of Funds/Matching Funds. Subrecipient shall use the Grant funds subgranted to it solely
for the purposes described herein and consistent with the required terms and conditions of the Grant Agreement
and Subrecipient Agreement.

23.1  Subrecipient shall be subgranted a total of $132,632 of the CDBG funds, in order to carry
out the Project Activity.

Project Summary: The Town of Salem is seeking $150,000 in order to upgrade electrical
service within the Friendship Drive Cooperative, a manufactured home park. These
improvements will respond to serious safety concerns on the part of Salem's Electrical
Inspector, who indicates urgency in remedying electrical deficiencies in this 50+ year old
community.

When the Co-op recently sold four homes it was informed by Liberty Utilities, and the town of
Salem, that the electrical infrastructure was deficient at the homes and power would not be
restored unless updated. Friendship Drive Co-op used funds from its modest Capital
Reserves to complete the work. The home sale electrical assessment led to a larger-scale
evaluation of the entire community’s electrical infrastructure which revealed deficiencies and
hazardous electrical conditions throughout the Co-Op. Liberty Utilities reported that all
electrical equipment in the park is beyond its serviceable life (40 to 50 years old) and
presents a safety hazard.

Typical electrical infrastructure upgrades needed at several locations in the park include:

New pressure treated backboard to mount new metering

200 Amp, 3-gang meter socket on new backboard

200 Amp, 2-gang meter socket on new backboard

200 Amp risers from utility pole underground to new meter location

New grounding system at new meter location

Concrete hand hole as a splice point to re-feed units from new meter board
Replace overhead wiring as needed

Replace co-op owned utility poles (Liberty Utilities will replace the ones they own)

Updating the electrical infrastructure at Friendship Drive Cooperative will help ensure
continued occupancy in a primarily low-income community. Currently, across the street from
Friendship Drive Cooperative, a tract of land is being developed which will create hundreds of
condominiums priced in the $400,000 range. The average cost of a home in Friendship Drive
Co-op is about $28,000. Currently 37 households live at Friendship Drive Co-op, paying



affordable lot rent at $395 per month, along with their other home and living expenses. ltis
unlikely these families would find another housing source that is as affordable in the area.

In addition to the electrical upgrades, Liberty Wilities will be providing $150,000 worth of
weatherization improvements to the residences, a much needed upgrade for these older
manufactured homes.

Total project budget of $300,000 includes construction, professional & engineering/architectural
fees, Administrative costs and weatherization. The CDBG request is for $150,000.

Long term benefit (20+ years) will be achieved by nature of the improvements and in addition,
the Town of Salem will place a performance lien on the property to assure the cooperative
provides primarily low- and moderate-income household benefit. The infrastructure upgrades
have a life expectancy of greater than twenty years.
