Sector Partnership Advisor Services

Purpose of the RFP

*Sector Partnerships Initiative” (SP1) refers to sector initiatives {also called sector partnerships) that are employer-

driven partnerships of Industry, education and training, and other stakeholders that focus on the workforce needs
of key industries in a local labor market. Sactor initiatives rely on industry champlons to elevate awareness and
credibllity to the program. Sector Advisors engage employers and other key stakeholders to develop expertise in
the industry of focus and to coordinate information and resources to develop and Implement effective and
coordinated workforce solutions to address industry needs. :

The Department of Economic and Business Affalrs, Office of Workforce Opportunity issued a Request for Proposal
(RFP) on behalf of the State Workforce Innovation Board (Board). The purpose of the RFP was to identify specific
organizations and/or Individuals interested In providing staff to serve as Sector Partnership Advisars for
one or more of the following industry clusters: Manufacturing, Hospitallty, Medical, Technology andfor
Construction.

Sector Advisors contribute substantially to the mission of the State Workforce Innovation Board {SWIB) by bringing
together workers, employers and public/private funding to support tralning for occupations In key industries.
Specifically, Sector Advisors focus on creating pathways to employment by building valuable partnerships with
other afflliated organizations.

RFP Process Detalls
