EXPLANATION

This request is retroactive because of a change of financial management staffing of the bureau between the time
when the positions were created and when they expired. This staffing shift allowed for the expiration date of the
positions to be overlooked. However, these positions are currently included as conversions In the SFY 2022-
2023 budget submission, therefore, once they expire at the end of this fiscal year, the positions included in the
budget should be available for use.

The Program Specialist IV positions were created pursuant to RSA 21-1:54 and assigned to the Division for
Behavioral Health, Bureau of Children's Behavioral Health. These positions were established in order for the
Bureau to comply with and uphold the requirements of Senate Bill 14 (Chapter 44, Laws of 2019). The Bureau
of Children's Behavioral Health wishes to continue these full-time temporary positions until the budget is passed
and the positions are converted to full-time permanent positions.
