REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 261:97-¢, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources,
State Arts Council, to award a Conservation Number Plate (Moose Plate) Grant to the Town of Swanzey,
NH (VC #177485), in the amount of $10,012 for the conservation of hand-painted theater curtains
effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval through December 31, 2021. 100% Other Funds
(Agency Income)

Funding is available in account, Conservation Plate Fund, as follows:

EXPLANATION

The Conservation Number Plate Fund is used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in
New Hampshire and to preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by
" providing for the preservation of publicly owned historic properties.

The goal of this project is to conserve two former Grange Hall curtains found in Whitcomb Hall's attic.
Whitcomb Hall was one of several gifts given to the Town of Swanzey by some of its wealthiest residents
in the latter part of the 19th century. In 1916, the Hall was built and turned over to the town, the painted
curtains were from the Lincoln Grange No. 159 the first tenant of the new town hall. Whitcomb Hall
became the social hub of the village from the beginning and closed in 1987. The Town of Swanzey had
looked into restoring the Hall but the Whitcomb Hall Committee that formed in the mid 2000’s actively
started to put the building back on track to becoming the center of the village once again,

The Committee renovated and opened the first floor in 2016 to help bring interest to the old building.
Since then the first floor has been open for meetings and rentals. During the first exploration of the hall,
the Committee came across a pair of curtains crumpled up in the attic. They were painted around 1935 by
Robert Naves (1916-1944) of Exeter. The front curtain shows the Thompson Covered Bridge, a local
landmark, and the back advertising curtain has ads from many businesses remembered by the residents.
He painted numerous pairs of curtains, for Grange Halls and town halls, all of which feature a local scene
for the front and an advertising curtain at the back.

The Attorney General’s office has approved the agreement as to form, substance and execution.

Pursuant to RSA 31:95-b, acceptance and expenditure of unanticipated funds In the amount of
$41,550 from the Monadnock Alliance for Sustalnable Transportation for sidewalk improvements
along Rt. 32 and Sawyers Crossing Road

Branley noted this grant is to supplement the sidewalk that was done with the roundabout project last
year needs to be complement with additional sidewalks. These funds will permit the completion and
maost of the Town’s match will be in kind labor by the Public Works Department. Karasinski said he
recommends the new sidewalk be higher than the surrounding ground due to needs for snow plowing.

Hutwelker moved to accept and expend $41,550 frorm the Monadnock Alliance for Sustainable
Transportation for sidewalk improvements along Rt. 32 and Sawyers Crossing Road and
authorize the Town Administrator to enter into contract documents with the Southwest
-Reglonal Planning Commission. There was a second to the motion by Karasinski and no further
discussion. All were in favor, Motion passed.
Pursuant to RSA 31:95-b, acceptance and expenditure of unanticipated funds in the amount of
$65,000 from the Federal Emergency Management Association (FEMA) for design and permitting of
measures to eliminate deficiencies identified in Upper Wilson Pond Dam through the High Hazard
Potential Dam (HHPD) Program
Branley said this is for engineering and design work. Branley noted there were no public requests to
speak.
Hutwelker moved to accept and expend $65,000 from the Federal Emergency Management
Association {FEMA) for design and permitting of measures to eliminate deficiencies identified in
Upper Wilson Pond Dam through the High Hazard Potential Dam (HHPD) Program and to
authorize the Town Administrator to enter into contract documents with FEMA. There was a
second to the motion by Karasinski and no further discussion. All were in favor. Motion passed.

v Pursuant to RSA 31: 95 b, acceptance and expenditure of unantlcipated funds In the amount of
$10,012 from the Néew Hampshire State Council on the Arts to support the conservation of hand-
"painted theater curtains -

Lee Dunham said curtains were found in Whitcomb Hall that were from 1916. He sald the curtains were
reviewed by Curtains Without Borders and they determined the curtains were made by a New
Hampshire artist and are worth conserving. He noted that the curtains need to be hung to keep them in
good condition so they could not be hung until upstairs renovation at Whitcomb Hall was completed.
Dunham said Chris Hadsel who is Director of Curtains without Borders determined the amount. Dunham
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said Hadsel is respected by the Arts Council. August or September should be the time period for
installment. Dunham said Covid-19 pandemic hampered what they did this year but needs to be done
within fiscal year when approved. If it goes to next fiscal year, the Town will need to communicate with
the Arts Council about the change, but there will be no problem.
)
Hutwelker moved to accept and expend $10,012 from the New Hampshire State Council on the
Arts to support the conservation of hand-painted theater curtains and authorize the Town
Administrator to sign the grant agreement. There was a second to the motion by Karasinski and
no further discussion. All were in favor. Motion passed.

Pursuant to RSA 31:95-b, acceptance and expenditure of unanticipated funds in the amount of
$10,644 from the New Hampshire Department of Safety for police highway safety enforcement
Branley said this is a combination of texting and driving enforcement.

Hutwelker moved to accept and expend $10,644 from the New Hampshire Department of
Safety for police highway safety enforcement and authorize the Town Administrator and Chief
of Police to enter into the grant agreement. There was a second to the motion by Karasinski and
no further discussion. All were in favor. Motion passed.

OLD BUSINESS

Capital Improvement Program Committee (CIPC) Final Report

Discussion was held about the report from the CIPC. Branley said the CIPC suggested reducing the road
improvement fund in order to initiate a new fund for large vehicle repairs. Branley said he entered the
information from the CIPC report into his spreadsheets, and he got a 15.7% property tax increase.
Therefore, he said he has put together some suggested reductions and handed a list of the suggested
reductions to the Board for their review. Karasinski spoke about delaying the final overlay for Talbot Hill
to the following year for the reduction in road improvement funding from one year to the next. Branley
said he reduced some items but wanted to try to keep capital reserve funds on the list. He noted about
$165,000 in total reductions.

Karasinski asked for end-of-year statistics with regard to what has been spent and Branley said is
expected in a few weeks.

Branley said with the fire station it will be an increase closer to 10% {assuming the reductions are
approved by the Board) and without the fire station will be about 5% increase.
