REQUESTED ACTIONS

1) Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into a grant

agreement with the New Hampshire Lakes Association, Inc. (NH LAKES), Concord, New Hampshire (VC

#166610-6001), totaling $280,000, for the purpose of aquatic invasive species prevention activities through
December 31, 2021, effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100% Lakes Restoration Funds.

Funding is available in the account as follows: FY 2021

2) Further authorize the NHDES to award an advance payment in the amount of $95,000 to NH LAKES (VC

#166610-8001) in accordance with the terms of the grant agreement, upon Governor and Council approval.

100% Lake Restoration Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Milfoil and Other Exotic Plants Prevention Program was established in 2003. This grant program was

established to prevent and control new infestations of exotic aquatic plants through grants to non-profit and

municipal organizations, as well as other state agencies. Program funding originates from boat registration

fees.

NHDES Issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) for the Milfoil Prevention Grant Program and received just one

application. The proposal was reviewed and approved by a committee comprised of a representative from the

Department of Safety and the Jody Connor Limnology Center Director at NHDES. The proposal was reviewed

based on the criteria included in the Management Plan for Milfoil Prevention Grants. Based on the review

criteria, the NH Lakes project was selected for funding. See Attachment A for the NH Lakes budget estimate.

The purpose of the NH LAKES project is to prevent the introduction of aquatic invasive species into lakes and

ponds in New Hampshire by continuing to expand and administer the Lake Host Program on public access sites

throughout the state. This program has a proven track record of success, and since its inception in 2002, more

than 1600 saves have been catalogued; a "save" is when a Lake Host removes an identified piece of an

invasive aquatic plant from a boat or trailer entering or leaving a waterbody. Organizations participating in the

Lake Host Program will staff public access sites to conduct inspections of boats, trailers and other recreational

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gear as they enter and leave public waterbodies. Lake Hosts will distribute pamphlets and other educational

materials to lake recreationists. Additionally, Lake Hosts will record data on the numbers and types of

recreational vessels visiting these access sites, as well as data on plants that may have been attached to

recreational gear. NH Lakes will work to expand the use of best available technologies for boat wash and

disinfection at public access sites.

NH LAKES is a non-profit organization with limited resources, and an advance payment of $95,000 is requested
as start-up costs for the proposed activities. NH LAKES is required to provide documentation of a 50% match

toward the grant they receive. In past years their match levels have been much higher than 50%, and they are
capable of and committed to obtaining the required match.

The agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to form, content and execution.

We respectfully request your approval of this item.

5.4 The payment by the State of the Grunt amount shall be the only,
and the complete, cumpemsation to the Grantee for all expenses, of
whatever nature, incurred by the Grantee in the performance hereof,
and .shall be the only, and the complete, compensation to the
Grantee for ihe Project. The State shall have no liabilities to the
Grantee other than the Grant Amount.

5.5 Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, and
notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no event .sliall the
total of all payments authorized, or actuully made, hercunder exceed
the Grant limitation .set forth in block 1.8 ofthe.se general

provisions.
6. COMPLIANCE BV GRANTEE WITH LAWS AND

REGULATIONS. In connection wiili the performance of the
Project, the Gnintcc shall comply with ull statutes, laws, regulations,
ond orders of fcdenil. state, county, or municipal authorities which
shall impose any obligations or duty upon the Grontee. including the
acquisition of any and all nccc.s.sary permits.

7. RECORDS AND ACCOUNTS.

7.1 Between the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after
Ihe Completion Date the Grantee .shall keep detailed accounLs of all
expenses incurred in connection with the Project, including, but nut
limited to. costs of administration, traasportation. insurance,
telephone calls, and clerical materials and .sers ices. Such accounts

shall be supported by receipts, invoicc.s. bills and other similar
documents.

7.2 Between the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after
the Completion Date, at any time during the Grantee's normal
basiness hours, and as often as the State shall demand, the Grantee

.shall make available to the State ull records pertaining to matters
covered by this Agreement. The Grantee shall permit the State to
audit, examine, and reproduce such records, and lo make audits of
ull cuntnicis, invoices, materials, payrolls, records or personnel, data
(us that term is hereinafter defined), und other information reluting
to all matters covered by this Agreement. As u.sed in this
paragraph, "Grantee" includes all pcr.sons. natural or (Ictional,

8. PERSONNEL.

8.1 The Grantee shiill, ui iis own expen.sc. provide ull pasonnel
necessary to perform the Project. The Grantee warrants that all
personnel engaged in the Project shall be quulifted to perform such

Project, and shall be properly licensed and authorized lo perform
.such Project under all applicable law.s.
8.2 The Grantee shall not hire, and it shall not permit any
.subcontractor, .subgrantce, or other person, firm or corporation with
whom it is engaged in a combined effort to perform .such Project, lo
hire any person who has a contraelual relationship with the Slate, or
who is a State officer or employee, elected or appointed.
8.3 The Grant officer .shall be the rcpre.sentutivc of the Slate
hercunder. In the event of any dispute hcreundcr, the interpretation
of this Agreement by the Grant Officer, and his/her decision on any
dispute, .shall be final.

9 DATA: RETENTION OF DATA: ACCESS.

9.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "data" shall mean all

information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of. or acquired or developed or obtained during the
performance of. or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, sui'vc>'s. maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, gniphic

representations, computer prognims, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether finished or

unfinished.

9.2 Between the Effective Date and the Completion Date the

Grantee shall gram to the State, or any person designated by it.
unrestricted access to all data for examination, duplication,
publication, translation, .sale, dksposal. or for any other purpose
whal.socvcr.

9.3 No data shall be subject lo copyright in the United Slates or tiny
other country by anyone other than the State.
9.4 On and after the Effective Dale all data, and any property which
has been rccei\'cd from the Stale or purchased with funds provided
for that purpose under this Agrcciticnt. shall be the property of the
State, and shall be relumed to Ihe State upon demand or upon
termination of this Agreement for any rca.son, whichever .shall first
occur.

9.5 1'he Sluie. und anyone it shall designate, .shall huve unrestricted
authority lo publish, disclose, dLstribute and otherwise u.se, in whole
or in pan. all data.

10. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contniry, all

obligiiiions of the State hcreundcr, including without limitation, the
continuance of payments hercunder, are contingent upon Ihe
iivaiLibility or continued appropriation of ftinds, and in no event

shall the State be liable for any payments hercunder in exctss of
such available or appropriated fund.s. In the event of a reduction or
lenminaiion of those funds, the Slate shall have the right to withhold
payment until .such funds become available, if ever, and shall have
the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Gnuitec notice of such termination.

1 1. EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES.

I I. I Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Grantee shall constitute an event of default hcreundcr (hereinafter

referred to as "Evcnis of Default"):
1 1.1.1 failure to perform tlic Project .satisfactorily or on schedule; or
1 1.1.2 failure to submit any report required hercunder; or
I i. 1.3 failure lo maintain, or pcnnit access to, the records required

11.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
lake any one, or mure, or ull, of the following actions;

Default and requiring ii to be remedied within, in the ab.scncc of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) days from the date
of the notice; and if the Bveni of Default i.s not timely remedied,

terminate this Agreement, efTcclivc two (2) days after giving the

11.2.2 give tlie Grantee a written notice specifying the l;vcni of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the Grant Amount

which would otherwi.se accrue to the gnintce during the period from
the date of .such notice until such lime us the State determines that

the Grantee has cured the iZs'ent of Default shall never be paid to the
Grantee; and

11.2.3 set ofTagainst any other obligation the State may owe to the
Grantee any damages the State suffers by rea.son of any Event of

12. TERMINATION.

12.1 In the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Project, tJic Gninice shall
deliver to the Gram Officer, not later than fifteen (15) da)'s after the

date of termination, a report (hereinafter referred to as the
"Termination Report") describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date
of termination.

12.2 In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12,4 of
these general provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report
by the Stale shall entitle the Grantee to receive that portion of the
Grant amount earned to and including the date of icrminalion.
12.3 In the event of Tcrminaiion under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of
these general pros'isions, the approval of such a Termination Report
by the State shall in no event relieve the Grantee from any and all
liability for damages .sustained or incurred by the State as a result of

the Grantee's breach of ius obligaiioits hcrcundcr.
12.4 Nolwiikstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary,

either the State or e.xccpi where notice default has been given to the
Grantee hcrcundcr, the Grantee, may terminate this Agreement
without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.

13. CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No ofTiccr, member or

employee of the Grantee and no rcpre.scniaiivc. officer of employee
of the Stale of New Hampshire or of the govcming body of the
locality or ItKalilics in which the Project is to be performed, who
cxcrci.ses any functions or re.spunsibililics in the review or appnival
of the undertaking or carrying out of such Project, shall participate
in any decision relating to thLs Agreement which affects his or her
personal inlcrc.st.s or the interest of any corporation, partnership, or
a.ssocialion in which he or she is directly or indirectly interested, nor

shall he or she have any personal or pecuniary interest, direct or
indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.
14. GRANI RE'S RF.I.ATION TO TIIF KTATF. In the

performance of this Agreement, the Grantee, its employees, and any
subcontractor or subgrantee of titc Grantee arc in all respects
independent contractors, and arc neither agents nor employees of

the Stale. Neither the Grantee nor any of its nfficcrs. cmploycc.s.
agcnt.s. members, subcontractors or .subgrantces, shall have
authority to bind the Stale nor arc they entitled to any of the
bcncilts, worker's compensation or cmolumcms provided by the
Stale to its employees.
15. ASSIGNMENT AND SURCONTRACTS. The Grantee shall

not a.ssign, or otherwise transfer any interest in this Agreement
without the prior written consent of the Slate. None of the Project

Work shall be subcontracted or subgranleed by the Grantee other
than as set forth in E.xliibil A without the prior written consent of

and hold harmle.ss the State, ii.s officers and employees, from and
against any and all los.ses suffered by the Stale, its officers and
employees, and any and all claims, liabilities or penalties Qs.scrtcd
against the State, its officers and employees, by or on behalf of any
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person, on account nf. based on, resulting from, arising out of (or
which may be claimed to arise out oQ the acts or omissions of (he
Grantee of Subcontractor, or subgrantee or other agcni of the
Grantee.

Each
policy shall contain u clause prohibiting cancellation of modification
of the policy curlier than ten (10) days after wTiitcn notice has been
received by the Stale.
LS, WAIVER OF BREACH. No failure by the Slate to enforce
any provisions hereof after any Event of Default shall be deemed a
waiver of its rights with regard to thai Event, or any subsequent
Event. No express waiver of any Event of Default shall be deemed

u waiver of any provisions hereof. No such failure or waiver .shall
be deemed a waiver of the right of the Stale to enforce each and all
of the provisions hereof upon any further or other default on the part

of the Grantee.

19. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United Slates Post

OfTicc addressed to the parties ui the addresses first above given,
20. A M EN DM ENT. This agrecmenl may be amended, waived or

discharged only by on instrumeni in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by die Governor and Council of the State of New
Hampshire.

21. CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERM.S. This

Agreemenl shall be construed in accordance with the law of the
Stale of New Hampshire, and i.s binding upon and inurc.s to the
benefit of the parties and their respective .successors and assignees.
The captions and contents of the "subject" blank arc used only as a
matter of convenience, and arc not to be considered a pan of this

Agreement or to be used in determining the intent of the panics
hereto.

22. THIRD PARTIES. Tlie parties hereto do not intend to benefit
any

third panics and this Agreement shall not be construed to confer any
such benefit.

23. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Aurcement. which mav be

executed in a number of counlerpons. each of which .shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the panics, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings relating hereto.

2. Create, secure and provide program materials and supplies to participants.

3. Train paid staff and volunteer participants in a series of training workshops.

4. Deliver the program at the participating launch sites.

5. Coordinate, implement and promote the AIS Spread Prevention Best Technology Program
as outlined in the project proposal.

6. Provide program infrastructure support as needed, and final report by December 31, 2021.

NHDES agrees to provide technical assistance, distributional materials, and training to the
Grantee as needed.

NH LAKES is a not-for-profit organization with limited resources, and has requested an
advance disbursement to begin paying hired Lake Hosts for their training period. This group has
successfully carried out this program for several years now, and has consistently managed their
grant effectively.

The remainder of the payments from the grant shall be upon approval of stated outputs and
verification of the value of completed work through receipts and match documentation
(including the value of volunteer labor) and procurement documentation forms provided by
NHDES and completed by NH LAKES.

Any unexpended balance of the initial payment shall be returned to NHDES.

Total grant amount shall not exceed $ 280,000.00
