REQUESTED ACTION

Approve Linda and Patrick Decker’s request to perform work on Merrymeeting Lake in New Durham as
outlined below. This request is pursuant to New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES)
file #2020-03103. This project will not have significant impact on, or adversely affect, the values of
Merrymeeting Lake: .

Install a 6 foot x 30 foot seasonal pier with a 4 foot x 10 foot walkway connecting to an existing "U" shaped
dock consisting of two 6 foot x 30 foot seasonal piers connected by a 4 foot x 11 foot 9 inch walkway with an
existing seasonal canopy; install a 12 foot x 28 foot seasonal canopy, a single seasonal boatlift and a 6 foot x 4
foot anchoring pad on an average of 372 feet of frontage along Merrymeeting Lake in New Durham.

The NHDES imposed the following conditions as part of this approval:

1. In accordance with Env-Wt 307.16, all work shall be done in accordance with the revised plans revision
dated January 14, 2021 by New Hampshire Environmental Consultants, as received by the NH Department
of Environmental Services (NHDES) on January 15, 2021.

2. This permit shall not be effective until it has been recorded in the Strafford County Registry of Deeds and a
copy of the recorded permit has been provided to the department as required pursuant to RSA 482-A:3,
and Env-Wt 314.02.

3. Any subdivision of the property frontage will require removal of a sufficient portion of the docking
structures to comply with the dock size and density requirements in effect at the time of the subdivision as
required to maintain compliance with Env-Wt 314.02 and Env-Wt 513.12.

4. Only those structures shown on the approved plans shall be installed or constructed along this frontage as
required per Env-Wt 513.22, (a).

5. Ali portions of the docking structures shall be located at least 20 feet from the abutting property lines and
no watercraft shall be secured to the docking facility such that it crosses over the imaginary extension of
the property lines over the surface water as required by RSA 482-A:3, XlIII.

6. All seasonal structures, including watercraft lifts, shall be removed for the non-boating season as required
per Env-Wt 513.22,

The canopy, including the support frame and cover, shall be designed and constructed to be readily
removed at the end of the boating season and shall be removed for the non-boating season as required
per Env-Wt 513.19. ‘

Pursuant to Env-Wt 102.33 and Env-Wt 513.19, {a) no sides may be attached to, or hung beneath any
seasonal canopy.

The concrete pad shall be constructed landward of the normal high water line (Elev. 648.5) as required per
Env-Wt 513.13, (d).

The seasonal dock shall be removed from the water prior to applying any paint, stain, or other preservative
coating, and not returned to the water until after such coating is dry as required per Env-Wt 513.22(b)(4).
All development activities associated with any project shall be conducted in compliance with applicable
requirements of RSA 483-B and Env-Wq 1400 during and after construction as required pursuant to RSA
483-B:3.

Pursuant to RSA 483-B:9, V, (a)(2)(d){v), this permit does not authorize the removal of trees or saplings
within the waterfront buffer that would result in a tree and sapling point score below the minimum
required per RSA 483-B:9, V, (a)(2)(D)(iv).

Work authorized shall be carried out in accordance with Env-Wt 307 such that appropriate turbidity
controls are in place to protect water quality, that no turbidity escapes the immediate dredge area, and
that appropriate turbidity controls shall remain until suspended particles have settled and water at the
work site has returned to normal clarity.

Pursuant to RSA 482-A:14, RSA 482-A:14-b, and RSA 482-A:14-c, NHDES is authorized to take appropriate
compliance actions should it be determined that, based upon additional information which becomes
available, any of the structures depicted as "existing" on the plans submitted by or on behalf of the
permittee were not previcusly permitted or grandfathered.

EXPLANATION

The NHDES approved this project on February 12, 2021. The NHDES supported its decision with the following
findings:

This is a major impact project per Administrative Rule Env-Wt 513.24, {(c}, (2), construction of a major
docking structure consisting of 5 boat slips.

The applicant has an average of 372 feet of frontage zlong Lake Merrymeeting.

A maximum of 5 slips may be permitted on this frontage per Rule Env-Wt 513.12, Frontage Requirements
for Private and Non-commercial Docking Structures.

The proposed docking structures, the combination with the pre-existing structures, will provide S slips as

defined per RSA 482-A:2, VI, and therefore meets Rule Env-Wt 513.12.

The NHDES finds that because the project is not of significant public interest and will not significantly
impair the resources of Merrymeeting Lake, a public hearing under RSA 482-A:8 is not required.

No concerns were received from abutters nor the local Conservation Commission related to the project.
The NHDES finds that the project as proposed and conditioned meets the requirements of RSA 482-A and
the Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules Chapters Env-Wt 100 - 900. No waivers of RSA 482-A
or the Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules Chapters Env-Wt 100 - 900 were requested or
approved under this permit action. '
