In an.effort to combat the problems involving motor vehicle violations, the NH State Police will hire, on an ofT-duiy basis,
currently employed State Police troopers to work oncTperspn, pvcrtithe^enforcement patrPls when the yiplatiohs have been
found to be'most prcyalcht.

In FFY 2020, a totalof 6,427 vehicles were stopped resulting in 2,836'wamings and.4,b59 summonses as a result of this grant.
This year's-funding is.expected to produce similar results. The high visibility.of the NH State.Police. patrol units will serve as a
deterrent for motor vehicle violators. The additional patrols funded under this agreement, coupled:with.the existing.NH State
Police units,, will demonstrate to the imotoring public that efforts are. being made'to keep them safe while, driving on the
roadways In New Hampishire.

These'funds are federal funds to the Department of Safety, Office of Highway SaTety, and become passrthrough (Agency
Income) to the Department of Safety (DOS), DivisionofState Police.
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Funds arc to be budgeted as follows;

Funds in Class 18; Oyenime. are heeded to pay thc ovcrtirhe for details as approved by the approving Federal Agency.

Funds in Class'4d, Indirect Costs, are needed to pay the indirect cost on the remaining appropriations.

Funds in Class 60, Benefits, are needed to pay for benefits associated with the overtime for the details as approved by the
approving Federal Agency.

Although the Department included this.graiit in the SFY 2021 budget, the amount of the Fedei;al grant received is highisr thaii
what was-budgeted, thei^efore requirihg the above requested action. If this request, is not approved Federal fiinds could be lost,
therefore'the^abbve requested action is needed to tiilly utilize tlie federal grant funds.
