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Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the
Interstate Commission for Adult Offender Supervision (ICAOS) And

New Hampshire information and Analysis Center

WHEREAS, the Interstate Commission for Adult Offender Supervision (hereinafter referred to
as the "Commission") maintains relevant data concerning certain felony and serious misdemeanor
offenders who are under probation or parole supervision and who are permitted to transfer supervision
and relocate across state lines subject to the terms of the Interstate Compact for Adult Offender
Supervision; and

WHEREAS, New Hampshire information and Analysis Center is responsible for gathering,
analyzing, and distributing information regarding criminal activity and desires to include information
per 1(C) and 1(D) of this agreement regarding dangerous offenders who relocate to their jurisdiction
under the compact with local corrections and law enforcement agencies per the purposes outlined in
1(A) and 1(B); and

WHEREAS, the Commission has authorized the Executive Director of the Commission to
negotiate an agreement with New Hampshire information and Analysis Center on terms acceptable to the
parties whereby selected Interstate Compact Offender Tracking System (ICOTS) data may be
distributed to local corrections and law enforcement personnel and agencies;

NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby agreed by the parties that in consideration of the mutual
promises, covenants and conditions set forth herein and for other good and valuable consideration,
the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

I. Terms and Conditions

A. The purpose of this MOU between the Commission and New Hampshire information and

Analysis Center is as follows:

1. Improve communication between community corrections and law enforcement;

2. Provide local taw enforcement officials with important information about dangerous
parole and probation offenders transferring in to their jurisdiction;

3. Provide fusion centers with intelligence regarding dangerous interstate compact
offenders;

4. Enhance public safety;

5. Improve officer safety

B. offender information provided by the Commission to New Hampshire information and

Analysis Center is intended for use only by corrections and law enforcement personnel and

agencies when acting in their official capacities.



C. The Commission will provide New Hampshire information and Analysis Center with the
following information fields on compact offenders relocating to New Hampshire

E. The Commission assumes New Hampshire information and Analysis Center maintains
appropriate levels of security to ensure access to information is provided only to corrections and
law enforcement agencies and personnel acting in their official capacity.

F. The Commission agrees to audit routinely the data provided to New Hampshire information
and Analysis Center to ensure the accuracy, integrity and completeness of information at least once
per year and the Commission agrees to advise New Hampshire information and Analysis Center if
any irregularities are found in data provided to New Hampshire information and Analysis Center.

G. The Commission agrees to immediately stop the transmission of data to New Hampshire
information and Analysis Center should the Commission become aware of or be advised that data is
inaccurate.

H. Both parties are responsible for immediately advising each other of any breach in security,
and for investigating and reporting to appropriate individuals or agencies any breach in security.

I. The Commission assumes New Hampshire information and Analysis Center will, at all times,

ensure that their employees, contractors, agents and clients and third parties who connect to or
otherwise receive information from New Hampshire information and Analysis Center or its related

systems, are adequately trained in the use of that system and are kept informed of all legal

obligations concerning the security and confidentiality of the shared information.

11. GENERAL

A. This agreement constitutes the sole agreement and understanding between the parties except
as it may be modified or supplemented by subsequent mutually agreed upon written amendments

or agreements.

B. The term of this agreement shall commence when it is signed by authorized representatives
of both parties and shall continue in effect until terminated by either party on thirty 30 business

days written notice directed to the official or office of the official executing this agreement.

C. The headings of THIS AGREEMENT have been INSERTED FOR CONVENIENCE ONLY
and shall not AFFECT OR control the MEANING OR construction of any OF THE provisions OF

THIS agreement.

D. The provisions of this agreement shall be severable if any phrase, provision, or clause is
found to be unenforceable.

E. This agreement may be executed in counterparts, and those parts when taken together shall
constitute the whole of the agreement.



F. In the event of any dispute, claim, question, or disagreement arising from, in connection
with, or in the application of the teims of this agreement or the breach thereof, the parties shall
first use their best efforts to settle the dispute, claim, question, or disagreement. To this effect,
they shall consult'and negotiate with each other in good faith and, recognizing their mutual
interests, attempt to reach a just and equitable solution satisfactory to both parties. If they do not
reach such solution within a period of 60 business days, then, the parties shall participate in non-
binding mediation. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be deemed a

waiver of the sovereign immunity of the State which immunity is hereby reserved to the State.
This covenant shall survive the termination of this Agreement

G. Hiis Agreement shall-be governed, interpreted and construed in accordance with the laws ofthe

State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and inures to the benefit of their respective successors and

assigns. Any actions arising out of this Agreement shall be brought and maintained in the New
Hamp^ire Superior Court, which shall have exclusive Jurisdiction.
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
