EXPLANATION

The Nurse Practitioner, Position #8T2969, ended on January 7, 2021. This position is assigned to DHHS: NH
Hospital Acute Psychiatric Services. This request is retroactive as the expiration date was missed and the
position is still filled and needed to provide direct care to patients at NH Hospital.

The Nurse Practitioner position is a key leadership position at NH Hospital providing care for the most
medically compromised psychiatric patients. The clinical expertise, treatment, professional guidance and
thoughtful role modeling that is provided by a Nurse Practitioner is critical to the operations of NH Hospital.
NHH opened two 20-bed adult admission units that were previously occupied by 20 - 24 children, ages 4-17.
Psychiatric adult admissions are more compromised medically and require more medical care in most cases
than children do. We are seeing more patients being admitted to our hospital with multiple morbidities and our
medical staff provide a valuable needed service. We are in need of a competent Medical Nurse Practitioner to
join the new adult admission team with a census of 20 acute psychiatric patients.
