15.2  S&CSI shall remain wholly responsible for performance of the entire Contract even if
assignees, delegates, Sub-contractors, or other transferees (“Assigns™) are used, unless otherwise
agreed 1o in writing by the State, and the Assigns fully assumes in writing any and all obligations and
liabilities under the Contract from the Effective Date.

1.7.2 Tuning

Tuning will occur during both the development of the application and load testing. Tuning is the
process whereby the application performance is maximized. This can be the result of making code
more efficient during development as well as making turning parameter changes to the environment.
