9. TERMINATION,

flnishcd or unfinished.

10.2 All data and ony property which has been received from
the Sute or purchas^ with ftinds provided for ihot purpose
under (his Agreement, shall be the properly of (he State, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon termination
of this Agreement for any reason.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In
the performance of (his Agreement the Contractor is in all
respects on independent contractor, and is neither on agent nor
an employee of the Suilc. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
ofticcTs, employees, agents or mcmbcra shall have authority to
bind the State or receive ony benefits, workers' compensation
or other emoluments provided by the SUilc to its employees.

.-State law, rule or policy.

18. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM. This Agreement shall
be governed, interpreted and construed in accordance with the
laws of the Stale of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective
successors and assigns. The wording used in this Agreement is
the wording chosen by the parties to express their mutual intent
and no rule ofconstnictiGn shall be applied against or in fbvor
of any party. Any actions arising out of this Agreement shall be
brought and maintained in New Hampshire Superior Court

■ which shall have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

19. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the ovont of o conflict
between tire terms of this POT form (as modified in EXHIBIT
A) and/or ottachmcnts ond amendment thereof, (he terms of (he
POT (OS modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit.

21. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement arc
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein
shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth In (ho attached EXHIBIT A arc
incorporated herein by reference.

23. SEVCRABILITV. In the event ony of the provisions of
this Agreement ore held by a court of competent jurisdiction to
be contrary to any suite or federal law, the remaining provisions
of this Agreement will rcraoin in full force ond effect.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and underslondings with respect to the subject
nutter hereof.

The Bciknap County Conservation District shall perform the following tasks as described below and detailed in the
proposal titled Restoration of Hard Brook and Aiton Culvert Assessment in the Town of Alton» Bciknap County, NH,
dated September 10,2020:

Task 1. Complete stream restoration on Hurd Brook, Town of Alton, to improve Eastern brook trout ond aquatic species
habitat, reduce sediment load and improve strcom resiliency to storm events, and serve as conservation demonstration
sites. Complete restoration of approximately 0.8 miles, plus or minus, of Hurd Brook Restoration through large wood
additions instream. Provide documentation of on-site improvements. SCC grant furvls will support contracting services to
complete installation of improvements, ond associated staff costs for outcom^.

Task 2. Complete assessment of up to ten culverts for storm water capacity or barriers to oquatic organism passage.
Provide culvert assessments to the Town of Alton. Provide assessment report and documcnlatton. SCC grant funds will
support contracting services to complete Installation of improvements, and associated sUifT costs for outcomes.

Task 3. Provide the following for project outreach and close-out:
a. Complete additional stream restoration Kurd Brook conservation demonstration area. Matching Funds will

support this task.

b. Complete Hurd Brook Restoration outreach and demonstration to stakeholders, and development of a site
monitoring program. Matching Funds will support this task.

c. Implement outreach and public awareness program, provide documentation of relevant publications. All outreach
materials produced for public distribution shall Include the NH Stale Conservation Committee Moose Plate logo
and acknowledgment the project was funded by the NH State Conservation Committee Conservation Moose Plate
Grant Program.

d. Provide at least one project photograph (JPO) for NH State Conservation Committee use.

e. install and/or display, as appropriate to the project, the NH State Conservation Committee Moose Plate sign,
provided by the NH Slate C^servation Committee. Provide a dated photograph of displayed sign.

f. Submit final report in the NH State Conservation Committee format provided. Submit the Hnai report and all
attachments as instructed by the State Conservation Committee.
