The Green Mountain Conservation Group shall perform the following tasks as described below and detailed in the
proposal titled Microplastics in the Ossipee Lake System in the Town of Effingham, Carroll County, NH, dated September
10, 2020:

Task 1. Complete microplastic water sampling in the Ossipee Lake system, treatment and analysis of collected water
samples, and reporting of microplastics in water samples and determination of best collection methods and counting
protocols. SCC Grant funds will be used to purchase supplies, materials and equipment, and associated staff
administrative cost to complete outcomes.

Task 2. Complete up to two beach sediment samplings, and complete analysis and reporting. SCC Grant funds will be
used to purchase supplies, materials and equipment, and associated staff administrative cost to complete outcomes.

Task 3. Complete plankton sampling in the Ossipee Lake system, and complete analysis and reporting. SCC Grant funds
will be used to purchase supplies, materials and equipment, and associated staff administrative cost to complete outcomes.

Task 4.
a. Implement education and public awareness program. Provide documentation of events and relevant publications.
All outreach materials produced for public distribution shall include the NH State Conservation Committee
Moose Plate logo and acknowledgment the project was funded by the NH State Conservation Committee
Conservation Moose Plate Grant Program. SCC Grant funds will be used to purchase supplies and materials, and
associated staff administrative cost to complete outcomes.

b. Provide at least one prdjéct photograph (JPG) for NH State Conservation Committee use.

c. Install and display, as appropriate to the project, the NH State Conservation Committee Moose Plate sign,
provided by the NH State Conservation Committee. Provide a dated photograph of displayed sign.

d. Submit final report in the NH State Conservation Committee format provided. The final report and all attachmeﬁts
as instructed by the SCC.

Subcontract Provision
