2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The Slate uf New
Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1
("State"), engages contractor identified in block 1.3
("Contractor") to pcrfomi, and the Contractor shut! perform, the
work or sale of goods, or both, identified and more particularly
described in the attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated
herein by rcrcrcnce ('•Services").

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.
3.1 Notxvithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and .subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council ofthc State ofNew Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hercundcr, shall
become elTeclive on the date the Governor and Executive
Council approve this Agreement as indicated in block 1.17.
unless no .such approval is required. In which case the Agreement
shall hecome etYective on the date the Agreement is signed by
the State Agency as shown in block 1.13 ("Effective Date").
3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the
Effective Date, all Services pcrlonned by the Contractor prior to
the Effective Dale shall be performed at the sole risk of (he
(Tlontractor, und in the event that this Agreement docs not become
effective, the State shall have no liability to the Contractor,
including without limitation, any obligation to pay (he
Contractor for any costs incurred or Services performed.
Contractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.
Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hcrcunder, are
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriaiion of
funds affected by any state or federal legislative or executive
action the! reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies the
appropriation or availability of (\inding for this Agreemcm and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B. in whole or in
part. In no CNonl shall the State be liable for any payments
hcrcunder in cxccs.s of such available npprupriaicd funds. In the
event of a reduction or termination of appropriated funds, the
Slate shall have the right to withhold paymcni until such Ibnds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate tltc Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contructor notice of such reduction or rcrmination.
The State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other
account or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the

event funds in that Account ore reduced or unovnilablc.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATIO.N/
PAYMENT.

5.1 The contract price, method ofpayment, and terms of payment
are identified end more porticularly described in EXHIBIT C
which is ingoq)orated herein by reftrcnce.
5.2 The payment by the Stale of the contract price shall be the
only and the complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all
expenses, of whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the
pcrfomuincc hereof, and shall be the only and the complete

cnmpertsation to the Contractor for the Services. The Suite shall
have no liability to the Contractor other than the contract price.
5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable (o the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated amounts ruquia'd or pcmiittcd by N.M. RSA 80:7
through RSA 80:7< or any other provision of law.
5.4 Notwithstanding any prosision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall (he total of all payments authorised, or actually made
hcrcunder. exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8.

6. COMPIJANCE BY CON I'RACTOR WITH LAWS
AND REGULATIONS/ EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In cormcction with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or dur>- upon the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws. In addition, if this .Agreement is
furled in any part by monies of the United Stales, the Contractor
shall comply with all federal executive orders, rules, regulations
and statutes, and with any rules, regulations and guidelines as the
Stale or the United States issue to implement titcsc regulations.
The Contractor shall also comply with all opplieable Intcliectiu!
property laws.
6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not
discriminate against employees or applicants for employment
because of race, color, religion, creed, age. sex, handicap, sexual
orientation, or national origin and will take affirmative action to
prevent such discrimination.
6.3. The Contractor agrees to pcimii the State or Uniled States
access to any of the Contractor's books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with all rules, regulations
and -orders, and the covenants, terms and conditions of this
.Agreement.

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualilled to
perform the Services, und shall be properly licensed and
otherwise authoi'b.cd to do so under all applicable Ia^^'s.
7.2 Unless othcnvisc authorized in writing, during the term of
this Agreement and for a period of six (6) months eficr the
Completion Date in block 1.7, the Contractor shall not hire, and
shall not permit any subcontractor or other person, firm or
corporation witli whom it is engaged in a combined etfon to
perform the Services to hire, any person who is a State employee
or ofnclal, who Is materially involved in the procurement,
administration or performance of this Agreement. This
provision shall survive termination of this Agreement.
7.3 TIte Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or his or her
successor, shall be the State's representative. In the event of any
dispute concerning the interpretation of this Agreement, the
Contracting OHlccr's decision shall be final for the State.
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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

5.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute on event of default hereunder ("Event
of Dcfatilt"):
8.1.1 failure to perfomi the Services saiisfaclorily or on
schedule;

8.1.2 failure to stibmit any report required hereunder; and/or
8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Hvcnt of Default, the Slate may
lake any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:
8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default end requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of
a greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) days from the
date of the notice; and if the Event of Default Is not timely cured,
terminate this Agreement, eflective two (2) days after giving the
Contractor notice of termination;
8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspcttding all payments to be mode under this
Agreement and ordering (hat the portion of the contract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contrnctor during the
period from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determine.s thai the Contractor has cured ihe Event of Default

shall never be paid to the Contractor;
8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may
owe to the Contractor any damages the Slate sulTcrs by reason of
any Event of Default; and/or
8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agivement as breached, terminate the
Agreement and pursue any of its remedies ot law or in equity, or
boih.

8.3. No failure by the State to enforce any provisions liercor after
any Event of Default shall be deemed a waiver of its rights with
regard to that Event of Defhuli, or any subsequent Event of
Default. No express failure to enforce any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and
all of the provisions hereuC upon any further or other Event of
Default on the part of the Contractor.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or
in part, by thirty (30) days written notice to the Contractor that
the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.
9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for
any reason other than the completion of the Services, the
Contractor shall, at the Slate's discretion, deliver to the
Contracting Officer, not later than fifteen (15) days after the date
of termination, a report ('Termioetion Report") describing in
detail all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to
and including the date of termination. 'I'he form, subject matter,
content, end number of copies of the Termination Report shall
be identical to those of any Final Report described in (he attached
EXHIBIT B. In addition, at the State's dj.screiion, Ihe Contractor
sltull, within 15 days of notice of early termination, develop ond
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submit to the State a Transition Plan for services und.i
Agreement.
