REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of Parks and Recreation,
Cannon Mountain Aerial Tramway and Ski Area (Department) to enter into a Sole Source contract
amendment with Absolute Ski, Inc. d/b/a Sport Thoma, {formerly Sunri, LLC d/b/a Sport Thoma) of
Lincoln, NH for All-Terrain Bicycle Rental and Return Shuttle Service during the summer operations
at Cannon Mountain and Franconia Notch State Park (Cannon/FNSP) by extending the completion
date to April 30, 2022 from the completion date of April 30,2021. No state funds are involved in this
time extension. The original contract was approved by Governor and Executive Council (G&C) on
May 14, 2015, Item #88, amended with G&C approval on April 19, 2017, Item #39, and amended
with G&C approval on May 15, 2019, Item #60.

2. Further authorize the Department to accept monthly commission payments of 20% to be made by
Sport Thoma in accordance with the terms of the original contract. Payments to be deposited into
accounting unit #03-035-035-351510-37030000 "Cannon Mountain."

EXPLANATION

The COVlD-19 global pandemic reduced Sport Thoma's ability to operate during the 2020 season which
would have been the final year of their contract term. Due to this, the Department is seeking a sole source
amendment for a I-year extension to provide Sport Thoma with an opportunity to make up for the lost
season.

Sport Thoma is a business trade name formerly owned by Suri, LLC. Over the course of last summer, the
trade name and business was acquired by Absolute Ski, Inc.

On May 14, 2015, the G&C approved a 2-year contract with Sport Thoma to provide All-Terrain Bicycle
Rental and Return Shuttle Service for Cannon/FNSP. On April 19, 2017, an option to extend the contract
by exercising a renewal option was approved by G&C (Item #39). In March 2019, prior to seeking
another extension, staff at Cannon Mountain approached five other pertinent bike shops within a 30-mile
radius to gauge interest in a Request for Proposal process. Four of those vendors declined and the fifth no
longer offers bike rentals. As a result, a second extension was requested and approved by G&C on May
15, 2019 (Item #60).

Sport Thoma has offered exemplary service to Cannon's guests since 2011, doing so at a very low margin
to maintain a solid local partnership. Sport Thoma's existing rental cost structure will remain the same
during this 1-year extension period. They will continue to offer an all-terrain bicycle rental service with
the option of a return shuttle service with a clearly defined pickup schedule as well as the ability to offer
other pre-arranged pickups. Sport Thoma will also offer both its renters and the general public small-
scale concession items on a non-conflicting/non-competitive basis with Cannon's Tramway Gift Shop,
and on-site bicycle repairs on an as-needed basis. Additionally, Sport Thoma will offer rentals and service



only to those with advance reservations consistent with current Cannon/FNSP COVID mitigation
protocols.
