REQUESTED ACTION
Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to award a Local Source Water Protection grant to the Strafford
Regional Planning Commission (VC # 155570 B001) in the amount of $19,000 to complete a project to protect public

drinking water supplies, effective upon Governor and Council approval through May 31, 2022. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Environmental Services issued a request for proposals for 2021 Local Source Water Protection
Grants. These grants are funded by set-asides under the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund. Thirteen proposals
were received. The proposals were evaluated and ranked based on criteria included in the request for proposals, such as
whether the project fulfills a component of a source water protection program, that the proposed project addresses
appropriate threats, and that the project will deliver a valuable and useful product. Based on eligibility and the available
loan management fee funding, the Department determined that it could offer grants to four source protection planning
projects and five source security projects. See Attachment A for the full list of grants awarded and list of reviewers.

Strafford Regional Planning Commission will use the source water protection grant funds to conduct regulatory audits on
and subsequent updates to the Towns of Milton and Rollinsford’s stormwater management reguiations relating to
construction site and stormwater runoff control. The project will also develop public education and participation
strategies for the Town of Rollinsford.

This agreement has been approved as to form, substance, and execution by the Office of the Attorney General. In the
event that the fee funds are no longer available, General funds will not be requested to support this program.

Strafford Regional Planning Commission:

Strafford Regional Planning Commission (SRPC) will use New Hampshire Department of Environmental
Services (NHDES) grant funds to conduct regulatory audits on and subsequent updates to the Towns of
Milton and Rollinsford’s stormwater management regulations relating to construction site and
stormwater runoff control. The project will also develop public education and partic¢ipation strategies for
Rollinsford. While the work involved in this project is protecting drinking water sources of both towns it
will also support the efforts to meet their Small Municipal Separ'ate Storm Sewer Systems (MS4) permit
requirements.

Specifically, the following tasks will be accomplished as described in the application and will be submitted
to NHDES for review and comment prior to completion.
