Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to execute a SOLE SOURCE amendment to the
Agreement (PO #7002343) with Gannett Fleming, Inc., (VC #167251-B001), Harrisburg, PA, by increasing the
contract by $386,665 to $1,640,131.34 from $1,253,466.34 to allow for completion of work scopes for certain
projects, and to extend the end date to December 31, 2022 from December 31, 2021, effective upon Governor
& Council approval. The orginal contract was approved by Governor and Council (G&C) on March 7, 2018 (Item
#43) and amended on September 18, 2019 (Item #67) and June 24, 2020 (Item #133). 100% Federal Pass
Through Funds.

EXPLANATION

This third amendment is considered SOLE SOURCE because the first amendment approved by Governor and
Council on September 18, 2019, doubled the amount of the Agreement. Increases in contract amounts greater
than 10% require all subsequent actions to be labeled as SOLE SOURCE. The rehabilitation designs of these
projects and others are ongoing under the current Agreement, and, as such, the designs can be most efficiently
and cost-effectively completed by Gannett Fleming. To date, $804,507.65 of the total contract has been sbent.

NHDES received $386,665 in Federal Emergency Management Agency {FEMA) High Hazard Potential Dam grant
funds for the purpose of designing the rehabilitation of two state-owned dams, Goose Pond Dam in Canaan and
Mendums Pond Dam in Nottingham. The grant funds were passed through the Department of Safety, Division
of Homeland Security (HSEM} via a Memorandum of Agreement with HSEM that was approved by G&C on
September 23, 2020 as Item #78.

Of the $386,665 total, $260,000 is to be allocated to the design of the rehabilitation of Goose Pond Dam, and
the remaining $126,665 is to be allocated to the design of the rehabilitation of Mendums Pond Dam. NHDES
seeks to amend the Agreement to task orders planned under this contract for engineering design work at Goose
Pond Dam and Mendums Pond Dam.

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At Goose Pond Dam, the rehabilitation design will address issues with the deteriorated spillway and gates on
this 102-year-old dam, as well as strengthening the earth embankment to make it more stable. At Mendums
Pond Dam, a downstream earth buttress will be designed to stabilize the unstable downstream dry masonry'
face of the dam, and collect remaining seepage to complete the rehabilitation of this 160-year-old dam.

Gannett Fleming has agreed to perform the work specified in the amendment under the negotiated terms,
billing rates and conditions of the original agreement. This Amendment has been approved by the Office of the
Attorney General as to form, execution, and content.

on March 8, 2018, as Item #43,

WHEREAS NHDES and Gannett Fleming, Inc., executed an Amendment 1 to the Agreement to provide
an additional $600,000 to allow for completion of task orders for certain projects and to extend the
completion date of the Agreement to December 31, 2021 from September 30, 2019, which was.
approved by Governor and Council on September 18, 2019, as Item #67.

WHEREAS NHDES and Gannett Fleming, Inc., executed an Amendment 2 to the Agreement to provide
an additional $53,466.34 to use the Agreement for time sensitive projects with, and with funding from,
Natural Resources Conservation Service {“NRCS”} and the New Hampshire Fish and Game Department
(“NHF&G"), which was approved by Governor and Council on June 24, 2020, as Item #133.

WHEREAS NHDES is executing Amendment 3 in the amount of $386,665 to complete the design of the
rehabilitation needed at two state-owned high hazard dams: Goose Pond Dam in Canaan and
Mendums Pond Dam in Barrington/Nottingham and to extend the completion date of the Agreement
to December 31, 2022 from December 31, 2021, upon Governor & Council approval.

WHEREAS Gannett Fleming, Inc. has agreed to extend the current Agreement using the original
approved rates assigned for the year 2019 in Table B-1 of the Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE, amend the original Agreement as amended between NHDES and Gannett Fleming,
Inc. as approved by Governor and Council on March 8, 2018, as Item #43 in the following manner:

EXPLANATION

This second amendment is considered SOLE SOURCE because the first amendment approved by Governor and
Counci! on September 18, 2019, doubled the amount of the Agreement. Increases in contract amounts greater
than 10% require all subsequent actions to be labeled as SOLE SOURCE. This amendment is RETROACTIVE
because some of the engineering work had to be performed before G&C approval could be obtained in order to
meet a required federal grant deadline. NHDES received a grant award in the amount of $1,026,000 from the
federal Natural Resource Conservation Service (NRCS) primarily for engineering services needed for a
Watershed Plan for four dams within the Souhegan River Watershed. As part of the grant, NRCS included
funding in the amount of $38,000 for Dam Assessments for two dams in the Baker River Watershed; however,
the grant agreement required that the Dam Assessments be completed by june 30, 2020. The amount provided
for the Dam Assessments, $19,000 per Assessment, is the standard price for the work that NRCS allows
nationwide. NHDES solicited interest from consulting firms to perform this work, but none were interested in
competing for the work at that price. As a result, NHDES issuéd a Task Order for this work on January 10, 2020,
under the agreement with Gannett Fleming, so that the work could be completed by the required deadline.

NHDES is currently in the process of selectinga consultant to perform the remamder of the work required under
the grant.

As a result of toxic algal bloom issues resulting from phosphorus discharges from the Powder Mill Fish Hatchery,
NHDES worked with the NH Fish and Game Department (F&G) to perform an engineering study of the Hatchery
to determine needed upgrades. NHDES currently has an agreement with Gannett Fleming for as-needed
engin é,n i l;f .35 part of NHDES efforts to assist F&G on compliance with federal environmental
reguiaelf ltﬁaﬁéﬁ m:'bd that using the Agreement was the only way F&G would be able to obtain the
needed-erigineering servicesiptime to meet planning deadlines. NHDES issued a Task Order for this work on
March 16, 2020.. 'NHDES is_ entering into a retroactive MOA with F&G to allow for reimbursement of costs for
the-Powder-Mill- Fish-HatcheN'];Bproval for which is being requested concurrent with this request. During this
same time period, the State was hit by the COVID 19 pandemic which required NHDES to switch all its staff to a
work-from-home mode. The resultant efforts to move staff to remote working, along with concentrated efforts
to deal with the pandemic, pulled staff from working on this amendment in a more timely manner.

The Powder Mill State Fish Hatchery provides critical resources for the management of several New Hampshire
fisheries. Interruption in, or elimination of, the services that the Powder Mill State Fish Hatchery provides would

have a detrimental impact on the State’s ability to manage these fisheries.
