Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into a SOLE SE)URCE agreement
with the Rockingham County Conservation District (Vendor Code # 154584-B001)}, Brentwood, NH, in the
amount of $50,000 to control invasive plants within Odiorne Point State Park in Rye, NH, effective upon
Governor and Council approval through December 31, 2022. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

This agreement is SOLE SOURCE because Rockingham County Resource Conservation District (RCCD) is the
only entity authorized by the NH Department of Natural and Cultural Resources (DNCR)-Division of Parks
and Recreation to perform invasive plant control and native plant restoration at Odiorne Point State Park.
This agreement will provide critical funding to enable RCCD to conduct the planning, permitting,
implementation, and monitoring that is necessary to restore 8 acres of coastal forest at Odiorne Point
State Park.

Odiorne Point State Park comprises 330 acres and has some of New Hampshire’s rarest native ecosystems
such as coastal pitch pine forest, dunes, maritime shrubland, and salt marshes. The property is also
documented as the oldest settled area in New Hampshire and is the site of Fort Dearborn, a WWII coastal
artillery installation. The value and integrity of these aforementioned historical and ecological resources
are compromised by severe infestations of invasive plants. In addition to impacting native plant diversity,
wildlife habitat, soil properties, and wetland hydrology, these invasive plants impact the aesthetic,
recreational, and educational values of the park. Guided by the “Odiorne Point State Park Invasive Plant
Management Plan,” this agreement builds upon 12 years of collaborative work to: restore native habitat,
improve recreational opportunities, improve access to historically significant sites, and improve safety of
park visitors.

Scope of Services

Project Title: Odiorne Point State Park: Coastal Forest and Wildlife Habitat Restoration’

Project Narrative: Odiome Point State Park is a 330+/- acre park in Rye, NH that encompasses
a variety of uncommon and rare habitats. However, nearly all of these habitats have become
overrun with invasive plants due to a variety of previous land disturbances. In addition to
impacting native plant diversity, wildlife habitat, soil properties, and wetland hydrology, these
invasive plants impact the aesthetic, recreational, and educational values of the park.

The primary goal of this Project 1s to control invasive plants and initiate the restoration of native
plant communities at 8 +/- acres of coastal upland forest at Odiorne Point State Park. The upland
area targeted for restoration under this proposal is located in between the Atlantic-facing Coastal
Salt Pond and the tidal shoreline along Little Harbor. This upland coastal forest area is generally
less disturbed than other portions of the park and therefore maintains an incredible diversity of
sizable native coastal shrubs; however, these areas also include dense populations of glossy
buckthorn, bush honeysuckles and Oriental bittersweet all of which are a dominant seed source
for re-invasion of previously restored habitats in the park. The area targeted for restoration under
-this proposal will receive a combination of integrated pest management techniques (TPM),
including mechanical, cultural, and chemical methods to control invasive species and to re-
vegetate with native species. Specific native plant species will be added to enhance the coastal
upland forest habitat and will be included as a component of the restoration efforts. Additional
project goals include follow-up spot treatments and plantings as needed on previously restored
areas. This project builds on the 130 +/- acres in the park under already under active restoration.
and management by the RCCD since 2009.

The proposed work will be completed under the authority of the Research License issued by the
NH Department of Natural and Cultural Resources and in consultation with the Odiorne
Resource Management Committee, a multi-agency committee that includes representatives from

“ the NH Department of Natural and Cultural Resources (DNCR) Parks Division, NH Natural
Heritage Bureau, NH Division of Historic Resources, Rockingham County Conservation
District, NHDES Coastal Program, NH Fish and Game Department, Seacoast Science Center,
University of New Hampshire Cooperative Extension/Seagrant, and the NH Department of
Agriculture, Markets and Foods. All proposed work will be completed in accordance with any
and all required state, federal and local permits and approvals.

Project Tasks: Rockingham County Conservation District will perform the following Project
Tasks:

Task 1. Coordination, pilanning and baseline data
a. Mark treatment areas in the field and collect baseline data, as needed.
b. Obtain contractor estimates.
¢. Conduct meetings with the Odiorne Resource Management Committee and at least two
other partner meetings, likely on site.

Task 2. Permits, mowing and dormant stem treatments
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a. Apply for state permits for work within wetland and coastal buffers, as needed.

b. Complete targeted winter brush mowing treatments using contractual services for large
equipment operation.

¢. Complete individual stem treatments on larger stems in areas not suitable for large
equipment,

Task 3. Year 1- Invasive species treatments
a. Review area for rare plant species.
b. Complete targeted invasive species removals within the current 8 +/- acre project area
‘using TPM techniques.
¢. Complete targeted follow-up invasive species treatment using IPM techniques within the
restoration areas previously approved and funded with NH Coastal Program funds (fields
13, 14, 18, 20 & 8), as necessary.

Task 4. Year 2- Planting and seeding
a. Obtain plant materials, soil amendments, and/or deer deterrent.
b. Review previously planted areas (fields listed above) to supplement with plant materials
and apply deer deterrent, if warranted.
c. Complete plant installations.

Year 5. Follow-up invasive plant control
a. Complete targeted follow-up invasive species removals within the 8 +/- acre project area
using 1IPM techniques.
b. Continue to monitor plantings for wildlife damage and treat with deterrents.

11) Financial management. 'he Contractor shall comply with 2 CFR part 200 Subpart D and the
specific standards regarding financial reporting, accounting records, internal control, budget control,
allowable cost, source documentation, and cash management outiined therein.
