REQUESTED ACTION

Approve Ridgewood Association’s request to perform work on Great Pond in Kingston as outlined below. This
request is pursuant to New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) file #2020-01476. This
project will not have significant impact on, or adversely affect, the values of Great Pond.

Install a 4 foot x 30 foot seasonal pier to the east of all pre-existing docking structures on the frontage
resulting in a 31 slip docking facility on an average of 2,287 feet of frontage along Great Pond in Kingston
consisting of: five 4 foot x 30 foot seasonal piers, three 3 foot x 20 foot seasonal piers, two 3 foot x 30 foot
seasonal piers, two 3 foot x 28 foot seasonal piers, one 4 foot x 24 foot seasonal pier, one 4 foot x 21 foot
seasonal pier, one 4 foot x 20 foot seasonal pier, and one 3 foot x 26 foot seasonal pier.

The NHDES imposed the following conditions as part of this approval:

1. In accordance with Env-Wt 307.16, all work shall be done in accordance with the approved plan as
received by the NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) on February 11, 2021.

2. This permit shall not be effective until it has been recorded in the Rockingham County Registry of Deeds
and a copy of the recorded permit has been provided to the department as required pursuant to RSA 482-
A:3, and Env-Wt 314.02.

3. All development activities associated with any project shall be conducted in compliance with applicable
requirements of RSA 483-B and Env-Wq 1400 during and after construction as required pursuant to RSA
483-8:3.

4, As shown on the approved plan, no structure shall be placed within the wetlands located along the east
portion of the property frontage as required per Env-Wt 513.22, (a).

5. Activities that produce suspended sediment in jurisdictional areas that provide value as bird migratory
areas or fish and shellfish spawning or nursery areas, shall be done so as to avoid and minimize discharges
of dredged material or placement of fill material during spawning or breeding seasons by using water
quality protection techniques as specified in Env-Wt 307 and timing of project as specified in Env-Wt
307.10(g) or (h), as applicable.

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In accordance with Env-Wt 307.04(b), activities that produce suspended sediment in jurisdictional areas
that provide value as bird migratory areas or fish and shellfish spawning or nursery areas, shall‘be done so
as to not discharge sediment to fish and shellfish spawning or nursery areas or to amphibian and migratory
bird breeding areas during spawning or breeding seasons, as applicable, which could necessitate
suspending the activities.

Any subdivision of the property frontage will require removal of a sufficient portion of the docking
structures to comply with the dock size and density requirements in effect at the time of the subdivision as
required to maintain compliance with Env-Wt 314.02 and Env-Wt 513.12.

Only those structures shown on the approved plans shall be installed or constructed along this frontage as
required per Env-Wt 5§13.22, (a).

All portions of the docking structures shall be located at least 20 feet from the abutting property lines and
no watercraft shall be secured to the docking facility such that it crosses over the imaginary extension of
the property lines over the surface water as required by RSA 482-A:3, XIlI.

All seasonal structures shall be removed for the non-boating season as required per Env-Wt 513.22.

The seasonal dock shall be removed from the water prior to applying any paint, stain, or other preservative
coating, and not returned to the water until after such coating is dry as required per Env-Wt 513.22(b){(4).
The owner understands and accepts that should these docking structures be found to have an
unreasonable impact on the ability of abutting owners to use and enjoy their properties or the public's
right to navigation, passage, and use of the resource for commerce and recreation the structures shall be
subject to removal pursuant to RSA 482-A:1, RSA 482-A:11, (2}, and Env-Wt 513.03 (a).

Pursuant to RSA 482-A:14, RSA 482-A:14-b, and RSA 482-A:14-c, NHDES is authorized to take appropriate
compliance actions should it be determined that, based upon additional information which becomes
available, any of the wetland boundaries are not accurately depicted or structures depicted as "existing"
on the plans submitted by or on behalf of the permittee were not previously permitted or grandfathered.

EXPLANATION

The NHDES approved this project on March 04, 2021. The NHDES supported its decision with the following
findings:

1.

This is classified as a major project per Rule Env-Wt 513.26(c), construction or modification of docking
structures providing 5 or more slips.

The Applicant has an average of 2,287 feet of frontage along Great Pond in Kingston.

A maximum of 31 slips as defined per RSA 482-A:2, VIl may be permitted on 2,287 feet of frontage per
Rule Env-Wt 513.12.

The combined existing and proposed docking facilities will provide 31 slips as defined per RSA 482-A:2, VIl
and therefore meet the requirement of Rule Env-Wt 513.12.

The Department finds that because the project is not of significant public interest and will not significantly
impair the resources of Great Pond a public hearing under RSA 482-A:8 is not required.

The Department finds that the project as depicted on the plan submitted and conditioned meets the
requirements of RSA 482-A and the Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules Chapters Env-Wt 100 -
900. No waivers of RSA 482-A or the Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules Chapters Env-Wt 100
- 900 were requested or approved under this permit action. A
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Application file documents are being forwarded to the Governor and the Executive Council in connection with
their consideration of this matter pursuant to RSA 482-A:3, lI{a), as it is a major project in public waters of the
state.
