Visiting the mecting was
Catherine Eames.

1. Minutes
Upon a motion made by Paul Nickerson, seconded by Sue Martin, it was unanimously

VOTED: To approve the minutes of the meeting held on November 7, 2019 in the
form presented to the Trustees for their review, subject to certain
amendments.. .

2. Sanctuaries Committee.

The Smith Sisters Sanctuary in Newmarket is the subject of a dispute concemning the right of
way.

Discussion continued concerning the Bodwecll property. The owner wants to convey the property
subject to a life estate of Ms. Bodwell and a Dr. Jeff Middleton. A stewardship donation would
be part of the package.

3. Al Cantor.

Al Cantor joined the meeting. He stated that there is a need for urgency in fundraising. We need
to state with greater clarity what NHA does: connecting people with nature. We nced to focus on
the impact on people.

The central role of the Board is connecting NHA to the community.
There are lots of introverts in conservation. We should look for extroverts to join the Board.
There are four parts to fundraising:

Identifying donors
