We are here to discuss the acceptance of state grant money for the purpose of purchasing and
installing a new generator and radio communications at the fire station for use as an emergency
management center. The meeting was noticed and posted at the Town Hall, Keene Sentinel
newspaper, and on the front page of the Surry town website.

It's important to account for every dollar spent in town and its equally important to account for

money coming into the town. Per RSA 31:95-b, money over $10,000 must be voted on to
accept.

This is a FEMA EMPG administered through the State of NH, Money will be used to upgrade the
Emergency Management Center, including a generator, electrical work, radio, and
infrastructure. The town is required to provide a 50% match or $99,001.00. This match has
already been met/exceeded by the construction and improving of the facility to house the new
equipment. Labor and in-kind donations provided a local match of $118,000.00. There were
715 man hours @$25/hr accounted for. Documentation and time sheets are available. So far
Surry has met all the requirements for a successful application.
