option to renew for up to two (2) additional years, effective upon Governor and Council approval
through December 31, 2021, with the authority to adjust budget line items within the price limitation
through the Budget Office, if needed ang justified. ’

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is to support the
implementation of the Ask the Question: Ask, Link, Collaborate Technical Assistance program in
up to forty (40) selected medical practices that will identify, refer and provide treatment for
substance misuse and substance use disorders for service members, veterans and their families
statewide.

Approximately 80 individuals will be served from June 1, 2021 to December 31, 2021.

The Depariment of Health and Human Services' Mission is Lo join communities and families
in prouviding opporluntiies for cilizens lo achieve health and independence,

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The Ask the Question: Ask, Link, Collaborate Technical Assistance pro'gram will spread
awareness of the importance of identifying service members, veterans and their families who may
suffer from substance misuse and substance use disorders, and to provide information on
resources and facilitate the process of linking them to appropriate substance misuse services and
resources in order to promote harm reduction and prevent substance use. The program will last
12 months and includes three phases — training, implementation, and evaluation.

The New Hampshire Department of Military and Veterans Affairs is the only military base
serving the State's active duty personnel, veterans, and their families. It has the resources,
including trained staff with technical skills, to implement and operate the Ask the Question: Ask,
Link, Collaborate Technical Assistance program.

The Department will monitor the services provided in the MOU by reviewihg progress
summaries provided by the Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services.

As referenced in Section 2, Term, Subsection 2.2, Duration of the MOU, the parties have
the option to extend the agreement for up to two (2) additional years, contingent upon satisfactory
delivery of services, ‘available funding, agreement of the parties, and Governor and Council
approval.

Should the Governor and Council not authorize this request, service members, \ieterans,
and their families may not have access to services to identify, refer and provide treatment for
substance misuse and substance use disorder.

Area served: Statewide.

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS '

1.1. This Memorandum of Understanding {(MOU} is between the New Hampshire -
Department of Health and Human Services ("DHHS"}, Division for Behavioral Health,
Bureau of Drug and Alcohol Services, 129 Pleasant Street, Concord, NH 03301 and
the New Rampshire Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services ("DMAVS”),
4 Pembroke Road, Concord, New Hampshire 03301 (mutually referred 10 as the
*Parties”). '

1.2.  The purpose of this MOU is to set forth the roles and responsibilities of DHHS and
DMAVS for the use of funds from the Governor's Commission on Alcohol and Other
Drugs. Funds will support the Ask the Question: Ask, Link Collaborate Technical
Assistance program to identify, refer and provide treatment for substance misuse and
Substance Use Disorder. The program will identify and refer service members,
veterans, and their families to appropriate services.

1.3.  Inconnection with the performance of this MOU, DHHS and DMAVS shall comply with
all applicable 1aws and regulations. _ '

2. TERM

2.1.. Effective Date: This MOU is effective upon approval by the Govemnor and Executive
Council.

2.2. Duration: The duration of this MOU is from the Effective Date through December 31,
2021. The parties may extend this MOU for up to two (2) years at any time by mutual
written agreement, subject to the continued availabliity of funds, satisfactory
performance of responsibilities, and Governor and Council approval. '

23. Modification: The parties may modify this MOU by mutual written agreemem at any
" time, subject to approval from the Governor and Executive Council.

24. Temination: Either party may unilaterally terminate this MOU upon written notice to
the other party, in which case the termination shall be effective thirty {30) days after
the date of that notice or at a later date specified in the notice. In the event of an early
termination of this MOU for any other reason than the completion of services, DMAVS
shall deliver to DHHS, not later than thity (30) days after the termination, a
“Termination Report” describing in detail al! activities performed and the MOU funds
used up 1o and including the date of termination. In the event the services and/or
prescribed outcomes described within this MOU are not met to the satisfaction of
DHHS, DHHS reserves the right to terminate this Agreement and any remaining funds
will be forfeited. Such termination shall be submitted in writing to DMAVS and will
require DMAVS 1o deliver a final Termination Report as described above.

Taking appropriate steps to accept and expend the funds provided within
the project period. At the conclusion of the Fiscal Year, DMAVS will report
the unspent balance to DHHS. DMAVS agrees to submit quarterly
invoices to DHHS by the 21st business day of the following month for
costs incurred. Invoices must include a descriphon of services and
associated costs.

Notwithstanding any provision of this MOU to the contrary, all obligations of DHHS
hereunder are contingent upon the availabllity and continued avallability of funds from
the Governor's Commission. DHHS shall not be required to transfer funds from any
other source in the event that such funds become unavailable. DHHS may adjust
encumbrances between State Fiscal Years within the price limitation through the
Budget Office, if needed and justified. '

Disputes arising under this MOU which cannot be resolved between the agencies shall
be referred 1o the New Hampshire Department of Justice for review and resolution.

This MOU shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of New
Hampshire.

In the event any of the provisions of this MOU are held to be contrary to any state or
federal law, the remaining provisions of this Memorandum of Understanding will
remain in full force and effect.

This MOU, which may be executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall
be deemed an original, constitutes the entire Memorandum of Understanding and
understandings between the parties, and supersedes all prior Memoranda of
Understanding and understandings refating hereto.

Nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of soverélgn-in{munity. such immunity
being hereby specifically preserved.
