EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire State Veterans Cemetery (the former Merrimack State Forest), 110 Daniel Webster Highway
in Boscawen, New Hampshire, owned by the NH Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services

- (DMAVS) was established in 1997 and is composed of 104 acres of land. Presently, there is a need to prepare
several undeveloped sections of the cemetery for future columbarium and interment space; specifically, to
construct within Polygon 7 and Polygon 8. On March 30, 2021 emails were went to ten (10) archaeological
consultants found listed on the New Hampshire Division of Historical Resources website notifying them of the
Request for Proposal. Only one (1) qualified bid was received. That bid was reviewed by the Department’s
environmental section and the pricing was determined to be acceptable by the Director of the Veteran’s Cemetery.

RFP/MANAGEMENT SUMMARY

The Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services (DMAVS) solicited for the Phase IB Intensive,
Archaeological Investigation (Polygon 7 and Polygon 8) by running a Request for Proposal (RFP) on the
State of New Hampshire Bureau of Purchase and Property website on March 30, 2021. The Procurement
Technician for DMAVS reached out to ten (10) vendors through email with notification of the RFP and
instructions on where to find the proposal on the Department of Administrative Services Procurement and
Support Services Statewide Bids and Proposals website (https://apps.das.nh.gov/bidscontracts/). One (1)
company submitted a qualified proposal. A second company submitted a proposal after the bid had ofﬁmally
closed.

A comprehensive and impartial evaluation of the proposal was conducted by a panel of two individuals from
the DMAVS. These individuals rated the proposal according to criteria as outlined in the Request for
Proposal. These rating criteria included a review of the company profile, review of the quahﬁcatlons of the
proposed project team, evaluation of example Phase 1B archaeological survey reports, review of the
company’s ability to provide supplemental Geographic Information System (GIS) Data. Each section was
worth 10 points for a total of 40 points.

The agency only received one qualified proposal form Northeast Archaeological Research, Inc. Northeast
Archaeological Research, Inc received a total 37 points out of 40 points. Agency representatlves consider the
pricing reasonable.

In 1894, only two shovel
test pits (STPs) were excavated in the southeast comer of Polygon 7 by Victoria Bunker,
Inc.,-and soil profiles exhibited fine to medium sands. Due o its high sensitivity, itis
esttmated that based on atesting strategy 1 reoommended by IAC, using 4m transect
mtervals 30 STPs aiong two transects directly above the drainage will be needed (IAC,
LLC,2003). .

During-a Phase 1B Archaeological Planning Lével Survey conducted by Monadnock
Archaeological Consulting, LLC in May and Jurie of 2015 20 STPs were excavated in &

along a broad, level outwash plain on the west side of the Merrimack River, and situated
directly north.of the seasonal dralnage on.the north'side of Polygon 6. A grid was
established using 50M tapes with pin flags plaoed at B-meter intervals along transects:

Aside from:plowing and surficial disturbance from an éxisting dirt
roadway, soil profiles did not révéal evidénce of significant historic or modern disturbancs,
No artifacts of any kind were:recovered from the test pits excavated in Polygon 7:

Archaeoiogical investigation be completed for Polygon 8 (approximately3.95 acres).

Polygon 8 is located-southwest of Polygon 7 (see attached Figure 9.2). It measures 200m

(856'ft) north-south by BOm (262 fi) east-west. In 2003, it was classified by IAC &s a "High

Unverified” archaeologically sensitive area, based on its similarities in landform type and e
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elevation to Polygon 1 ‘(se’e attached Figuré 9.1), where 27-MR-146 was discovered. -
Polygon 8 is located on a prominent terface overiooking wetiands to the east and is
separated from other polygons by two unnamed streams to the north and south. The
western portion of the area'is dominated by a slightly higher landform which offers an
axcellent vantage of the surrounding area. A limited number of test holes were excavated
by-Victoria Bunker, Inc. in 1894, but they revealed sandy soll profiles. Subsurface testing
followed an old logging road, and some timbering related disturbances were also ’
documented at that time. Due to its sensitivity for Native American archaeological ,
resources, it.is estimated that based on a testing strategy recommended by IAC using 4m
transect intervals, a minimum of 150 STPs along at least two transects thai follow all
edges of the landform will be needed in Polygon 8 (IAC, LLC, 2003).

During that survey, a Native American Site, 27-MR-421, was discovered and recorded.
This site is situated on a relatively undisturbed outwash téfrace adjacent to a small
drainage and has well-defined boundaries which demarcate a zone of high archaeclogical
sensitivity. Within Polygon-6, 80 sherds of Native American ‘ceramics, representing a
mintrmum of five vessels dating to the late Pre-Contact and/or Contact periods were
recovered from 12 STPs approximately 60 by 25 meters.in area along the drainage
separating Polygon-6 and Polygon 7.
