EXPLANATION

The Army transitioned from the standard 5.56mm rifle round to an “Enhanced Performance
Round” (EPR). This round has higher velocities, requiring additional safety measures to be built
into Range 1 in order for it to support qualification and weapons familiarization for the New
Hampshire Army National Guard. Without this project, the NHARNG will not be able to
perform training to standard at Range 1.
