EXPLANATION -

The purpose of the contract is to identify potentially unknown populations and update historical mussel
distributions for two targeted species; the state-endangered brook floater (Alasmidonta varicosa) and the state-
and federally-endangered dwarf wedgemussel (Alasmidonta heterodon). Survey results will be used to determine
basic ecological relationships (e.g., habitat, environmental stressors) for New Hampshire mussel species. A final
report will include distribution maps, population size estimates and demographic analysis, habitat assessment,
threats analysis, and photographs which will be a valuable for prioritizing conservation efforts in the state. The
contractor for this work was selected through a Request for Proposals submission and subseguent ranking
evaluation. A Request for Proposals was advertised on February 12, 2021 (RFP F&G 2021-04}. Four proposals were
received prior to the closing date. The proposals were evalu;,sted based on set criteria {enclosed). Ethan Nedeau was
the selected candidate based on the ranking evaluation.

Re: RFP F&G 2021-04

Projcct I: Endangered Freshwater Mussel Surveys — Brook Floater

Ethan Nedeau will implement the Brook Floater Rapid Assessment Monitoring Protocol in New
Hampshire’s rivers. The Protocol is intended to estimate mussel occupancy and detection, and will
contribute to a musse! occurrence database that will be used to determine basic ecological relationships
(e.g., habitat, environmental stressors) for New Hampshire's mussc! species.

Study Sites: Brook floater surveys will be conducted in four rivers (Piscataquog, Suncook, Soucook,
and Blackwater) in the Merrimack River watershed and one river (Croydon Branch of Sugar River) in
the Connecticut River watershed. A total of 35 sites will be surveyed using the Brook Floater Rapid
Assessment Monitoring Protocol (Sterrett et al. 2018) (hereafter, “Protocol™). Using specific guidelines
in the Protocol, NHFG will generate a list of randomly selected stream and road crossings from within
each targeted watershed. This list will be further refined based on priority historic sites, access points
that are not specifically stream crossings and therefore would not be selected in the Protocol’s model,
and local knowledge. We will attempt to survey most of the model-selected, Priority A sites, and will
add additional sites as time permits. In our experience using the Protocol, it is not usually possible to
survey all of the Priority A sites due to access and if sites are located on privata property.

Methods: Survey methods and data collection will follow requirements of the Brook Floater Rapid
Assessment Protocol. Brook floater is the target species, but the Protocol also specifies data coilection
for co-occurring native species and non-native species such as Asian clam. This may include precise
counts of co-occurring species if achievable in the time constraints of the project (i.e., if species are not
too numerous to efficiently count) or by recording abundance categories for abundant species, such as
eastern elliptio. Biologists will record all of the field data specified in the Protocol. The Protocol’s ficld
forms will be modified and customized for this specific prOJcct, and submitted to NHFG for approval
prior to data collection.

Schedule

» May 2021: Work with NHFG to finalize site selection and the study plan, develop project-specific
field datashects, and get a scientific collection permit in place.

e May/June-September 2021: Fieldwork may begm as early as mid-May (2021) depending on
streamflows, water lemperatures, and weather. Fieldwork is anticipated to be completed within
seven days. Surveys will be completed no later than September 15, 2021.

« October: Deliverabies will submitted to NHFG.

Deliverables: (1) raw data sheels including habitat and survey data collected from each site visit, (2)

MS Excel spreadsheet of all habitat and survey data, (3) acrial images, GPS data, and kmz files of
survey sites, and (4) written summary report.
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Project Budget: $25,000 (not-to-exceed). The Protocol requires a threc-person team, budget is based on
210 hours of ficldwork (70 per person) plus 50 hours of office work for data entry and preparation of
deliverables. Required equipment will be provided by the Contractor for this project. No funds will be
provided for use of equipment. Mileage reimbursement (standard IRS rate) and a nominal per diem is
included in the budget. The budget is itemized as follows:

Project II: Endangercd Freshwater Mussel Surveys - Dwarf Wedgemussels

Ethan Nedeau will conduct dwarf wedgemussel (dlasmidonta heterodon) surveys in New Hampshire’s
rivers. The project is intended to potentially discover unknown populations and update historical
distributions, and will contribute to NHFG’s mussel occurrence database and our understanding of basic
ecological relationships between mussels, habitat, and environmental stressors.

Study Sites: Proposed survey of 30 sites; these will be selected based on results of previous surveys and
in consultadon with NHFG and USFWS. Work will likely involve re-surveying sites or rivers that have
already surveyed, perhaps smaller tributaries that may not have been surveyed in the state, or reaches
that were difficult to access and have not yet been surveyed. Based on the distribution of dwarf
wedgemussels in New Hampshire, all of the target rivers will be in the Connecticut River watershed. To
date, dwarf wedgemussels have been found in four of New Hampshire’s rivers: Connecticut, Johns,
Ashuelot, and South Branch Ashuelot.

Methods: Timed qualitative surveys will be conducted to document the distribution, abundance, and
habitat of dwarf wedgemussels and co-occurring mussel species. Surveys will be conducted by use of
snorkeling or SCUBA diving. Survey duration will generally be 1-2 hours per site; precise time will be
recorded so that catch-per-unit-effort (mussels/hr) can be computed. The following shall be recorded at
cach survey site: counts for all species except castern elliptio, abundance estimate for eastern elliptio,
shell length and condition for all dwarf wedgemussels, location (using GPS) for each dwarf
wedgemussel, habitat (walter depth, substrate, flow velocity) for each dwarf wedgemussel, and
representative photographs of mussels and habitat. Some of the specific data on individual mussels of
other uncommon riverine species may also be collected as time permits. Final survey methods will be
approved by NHFG and USFWS.
