PROPOSED MAIN ENTRY UPDATE 2021

The Stephenson Memorial Library has proposed updating its Main East Entryway to expand access for

patrons. The current doors will be modified and upgraded with the installation of automatic door

hardware to improve access for patrons with disabilities.

The work to update and automate the entries to the building (2 in the main vestibule and 1 in the lower

level Wensberg room) would cost in the range of $6,800.00 to $10,000 (not including an electrician's

cost).

Ongoing fundraising will cover the additional costs incurred above the grant amount.
